Sterile Flies

Now Being Fed

MISSION—A new wrinkle has
been added in the battle to eradi-
cate screwworms from the South-
west. Screwworm flies reared and
sexually sterilized in a plant near
Mission are now fed prior to
being released from airplanes
over large portions of the five-
state eradication area.

Entomologists have found that
feeding gives the flies a better
chance for survival after being re-
leased and results in larger num-
bers of vigorous flies available
for the program.

A small paper ¢up containing
a ball of corn syrup is placed in-
side each carton at the same time
the box is filled with sterilized
pupae. After the flies have emerg-
ed, they can feed until they are
released.

Experts list these advantages
to fly-feeding:

(1) More flies are alive at re-
lease time, since cartons can be
held an extra day giving pupae
more time to emerge.

(2) Flies live longer after re-
lease and are better able to find
shelter and food in nature.

(3) Fewer flies are lost during
periods when unfavorable weath-
er does not permit aerial release
and flies may have to be held for
several days.

(4) Also during cold weather, it
is possible to hold the flies until
they are ready to mate, while
otherwise many probably would
not survive that long in nature.

Eradication officials are so
pleased with the results of fly-
feeding tests they are exploring
means to completely: merchanize
the operation. They feel the
initial expense could be paid off
within a few months through sav-
in man-hours and reduced
loss of sterile flies.

Disrespect of Court
Because the stakes are high—
a person’s life, his good name,

his liberty, or his property—
courtrooms sometimes become
supercharged with drama and
anger.

Despite the excitement, the
judge has to be impartial and
open-minded as to issues, evi-
dence, parties, witnesses and law-
yers. To fail in this may cause
a case to be tried again or re-
versed on appeal.

This makes a judge's job a
hard one. For he must first keep
order so that the facts go to the
jury in a way to lead to sound,
unprejudiced verdicts. The judge
must also instruct the jury on
the law, and decide what testi-
mony goes into evidence.

Meantime lawyers on both
sides are duty bound to work
with skill and vigor to protect
their clients and to advance their
cause.

In this tense atmosphere some
people break over the line and do
things which may be termed
“foul play” or show disrespect
for the cuort.

When this happens, the judge
has “inherent’ power—power that
orows out of his hard job—to
crack down and punish violators
for “contempt of court”. Within
wide limits he can levy fines and
give jail sentences on the spot—

He can sometimes do
the same for things that take
place outside the court—like the
disobedience of a court order. But
such indirect contempt of court
calls for hearings to prove that
an offense has been committed.

Judges may fine or give jail
sentences to protect the due ad-
minisiration of justice: A juror
or a Jawyer for being tardy, for
impugning the judge’s honesty,
for a witness to refuse to testify,
for improper atempts to influ-
ence the jury or the court, for
deceiving or taking advantage of
the court, making personal at-
tacks on the character and mo-
tives of the other side or its
lawyer, for appealing to pre-
judices, and for referring to facts
in court not admissable in evi-
dence.

“The Operation BIG Program
has the full support of the Farm-
ers Home Administration,” was
the statement made by L. J. Cap-
pleman, State Director of the
FHA, at a recent meeting. He
said, “The Farmers Home Ad-
ministration has out over $50,000,-
000 in loans to farmers in the 51
counties that make up the Oper-
ation BIG area. During {iscal
1963 the FHA has made over
3,000 loans to farmers in this
area for a total of over $15,000,-
000,

“For instance,” Mr. Cappleman
said, “about 950 farmers who use
FFHA creait are growing about
100,000 acres in cotton. About 82,
000 acres will be fertilized and
99,500 acres will be protected by
the insect l(‘g‘ontrol program advo-
cated by FHA.
