Tuesday. 

Judge Jack Roberts, presiding 
over the 126th district court in 
Travis County, signed the order 
dismissing the case in which 
Haskell Mayor J. E. Walling 
and the city council had chal-
lenged the right of the Texas 
Water Commission to issue a 
permit to build the dam. 

The Haskell mayor and all five 
councilmen announced last week 
that the city was' dropping the 
last remaining suit generally 
thought to be blocking the way 
to the right to sell bonds for con-
struction of the dam. 

At the same time; the council 
announced it had passed a reso-
lution unanimously repudiating 
and canceling Haskell's partici-
pation in the water district 
created by an act of the Texas 
legislature setting up the admin-
istrative and tax machinery for 
construction of a dam to obtain 
a water supply. 

Whether this move on the part 
of the Haskell mayor and coun-
cil can continue to block efforts 
to seek construction of the dam 
is not immediately know n, al-
though it is the council's decla-
ration that it can on grounds that 
contracts entered into by the 
cities with the water district are 
"illegal and void." 

Proponents of the dam think 
otherwise. 

John Kimbrough, representa-
tive of the citizen's group advo-
cating the dam, asserted the Has-
kell mayor and council dropped 
the lawsuit in Austin Tuesday 
because "they didn't have a leg 
to stand on." 

Patterson, chairman of the 
water authority's board of 'direc-
tors, contends the Haskell Coun-
cil has no right to cancel the 
water district contract. "We're 
not worried about it," Patterson 
said. 

"The man that wrote the law 
authoroizing formation of the wa-
ter authority said he would be 
glad to go into court to defend 
it," Patterson said. Dallas At-
torney Millard Parkhurst draft-
ed the law, the water district 
chairman said.

Notices of individual farm acre-
age allotments for the 1964 up-
land cotton, crop have been mail-
ed to farmers in Knox County, 
according to 0. E. Moore, Chair-
man, Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Cciunty Com-
mittee. He pointed out that any 
questions about the allotments 
should be taken up immediately 
with the ASC county committee. 

The chairman declared that the 
intention is to let farmers know 
how the allotment program will 
affect their farms well in ad-
vance of the December 10 refer-
endum on marketing quotas for 
the 1964 •upland cotton crop. The 
law requires a favorable vote by 
at least two-thirds of the growers 
voting in order to keep market-
ing quotas in effect. 

Growers eligible to vote are all 
those farmers who engaged in 
the production of upland cotton 
in 1963. 

If the vote is favorable, Mr. 
Moore explained, quotas will ap-
ply to the 1964 upland cotton 
crop. with penalties on any "ex-
cess" cotton produced; price sup-
port to growers who comply with 
their farm allotments will be 
available at a level within the 
range of from 65 to 90 percent 
of parity. 

If the vote is unfavorable, he 
added, there will he no quotas or 
penalties on the .1964 upland cot-
ton crop, and price 'support to 
growers who comply with their 
farm allotments will be available 
at 50 per cent of parity.

Business Backs 4-H Clubs Nation-Wide 
Incentives Help 

Make Best Better

U.S. business firms contrib-
uted $1.25 million in 1963 toward 
recognition and encouragement 
of the nation's 2,225,000 4-11 
Club members, the director of 
the National 4-H Service Corn 
mittee has announced. 

Norman C. Mindrum, direc-
tor of the committee, said the 
record figure made possible 
awarding of college scholar-
ships and fellowships valued at 
$145,000. They were presented 
this year to 275 of the nation's 
most outstanding 4-11 youths 
and to young adults who once 
were 4-H'ers. 

The financial support also 
was used for more than 180,000 
other awards to members of 
the nation's more than 94,000 
local 4-H Clubs. The clubs are 
in about 3,100 counties in all 
50 states and Puerto Rico. 

The national committee, head-
quartered in Chicago, utilizes 
the funds to assist the Cooper-
ative Extension Service ad-
vance the 4-H program. 

Awards Since 1900 
"Awards are an integral part 

of 4-H," Mindrum said, "and 
have been provided as incen-
tives and recognition for young 
people since the early 1900s." 

Help from 57 business firms 
now backing 4-H dates back in 
some cases to the 1920s. The 
average tenure for all donors is 
18 years. 

The scholarships, nearly all 
for $500 each, were awarded 
Dec. 1-5 during the 42nd Na-
tional 4-H Club Congress in 
Chicago, attended by more than 
1,500 delegates. Their expense-
paid trips, considered both edu-
cational and cultural, were 
awarded by more than 30 of 
these firms. 

Funds for programs ranging 
hom bread baking to entomol-
ogy are channeled through the 
4-H cammittee, incorporated in

TROUBLES AND STORMS 
The troubles and storms which the Adminis-

tration's foreign aid program have encountered 
is indicative of a fast-growing wave of feeling, 
within and without Congress. 

This feeling is based on certain beliefs of 
-varying degrees of significance. One is that you 
can't buy friends with dollars. Another is that 
many of the billions so spent have been wasted, 
going for purposes which were never intended 
by us. Still another is that certain nations which 
we have helped with the utmost generosity have 
cynically swung allegiance to the Soviet bloc or, 
at best, adopted policies of vacillation and a shaky 
neutralism. Still another is that the purpose of the 
Marshall Plan, which was the seed from which the 
whole program grew, was to hlep rebuild war-
shattered nations, in the name of humanity, civil-
ization and our own self interest as residents of 
the world; that this has now been accomplished 
and that the time has come to take long, hard 
second looks. 

There also is a belief, certainly well-founded, 
that more stress should be placed on encouraging 
investment abroad by American private industry, 
and less on the whole aid concept. And American 
industry in many fields is in agreement, and is 
demonstrating that agreement through its actions. 

Foreign aid will not abruptly end. But it is 
clear that it will be cut, and' perhaps drastically. 
'The hard-pressed American taxpayer, with his eye 
'on our stupendous deficits and national debt, is 
beginning to demand just that.
