mum rate for all acres diverted. 
As before, the maximum acreage 
diversion will be 25 acres if this 
is more than 50 per cent of the 
base. 

As in the 1963 program, two 
rates of diversion payment will 
be offered: (a) Producers who 
divert at least 20 per cent of their 
base acres will be eligible for pay-
ments (based on the county price 
support rate for the feed grain 
diverted) on 20 per cent of the 
normal yield of the diverted 
acres; (b) for diversions between 
20 and 40 per cent of their acre-
age, the payments on this part of 
the diversion will be at a rate of 
50 per cent of the farm's normal 
yield times the county support 
rate. Participants who divert 40 
to 50 per cent of the base (or 25 
acres, if this is greater.) will re-
ceive the 50 per cent maximum 
rate of payment on all acres di-
verted. Under a new legal pro-
vision, payments may not exceed 
20 per cent of the value of the 
land diverted. 

The total national average 
price support levels in 1964 .will 
be the same as in 1963, but a 
slightly larger proportion of the 
support will be made available 
through loans. For the feed 
grains covered by the program, 
the loan rate, support payment, 
and total national average sup-
port are, respectively: Corn (per 
bu.), $1.10, 15 cents, $1.25; barley 
(per bu), 84 cents, 12 cents, 96 
cents; grain sorghum (per,cwt.), 
$1.77, 23 cents, $2.00 

Payments-in-kind for both di-
version and the non-loan part of 
the price support will again be 
made in the form of negotiable 
certificates with which the pro-
ducer may receive grain from 
CCC stocks or cash at the ASCS 
County Office if he wishes CCC 
to help in marketing the certifi-
cates. 

As in the past, eligibility for 
payments and price support wlil 
be conditional upon maintenance 
of normal acreage (1959.60) in 
soil-conserving crops or practices. 
including summer fallow and idle 
land. Also as in the past, a pro-
ducer who owns or operates more 
than one farm will be eligible to 
participate in the program on one 
farm only if, on each of his other 
farms, the feed grain base is not 
exceeded.

To Constitution 
To Be Voted On 

All cattle entering Modified 
Certified Counties or Counties in 
the process 'of certification must 
be tested and be negative to the 
brucellosis agglutination - t e s t 
within 30 days prior to entry and 
be restested negative in not less 
than 30 nor more than 90 days 
after entry except those cattle 
exempt below: 

A. Steers, sprayed heifer s, 
calves under 9 months of age, 
and official brucellosis vaccinates 
under 30 months of age. 

B. Cattle originating from Cer-
tified Brucellosis Free Herds 
when accompanied by an Official 
Health Certificate indicating 
status of herd of origin. 

C. Cattle, individually identi-
fied, originating from non-quaran-
tined herds within Modified Cer-
tified Brucellosis areas accom-
panied by an Official Health Cer-
tificate. 

D. Cattle consigned directly to 
an approved livestock market. 

E. Cattle consigned and deliver-
ed to an approved feedlot. 

Publication bf four amend-
ments to the state constitution 
started this week and will con-
tinue for a period of four weeks. 
These amendments will be voted 
on in the general election in No-
vember. 

Two of the amendments appear 
in the Munday Times, while the 
other two are being run in the 
_Knox County Herald. Briefly, 
they are as follows: 

No. 1 on the ballot: Provides 
for the repeal of the provision 
making payment of the poll tax a 
requirement for voting and auth-
orizing the Legislature to provide 
for the registration of all voters. 

No. 2: Provides for assistance 
payments to the (1) needy aged, 
(2) needy individuals who are 
permanently and totally disabled, 
(3) needy blind and (4) needy 
children; authorizing the Legis-
lature to set up residence require-
ments for eligibility, etc. 

No. 3: Provides for the addition 
to the Constitution to authorize 
all political subdivisions within 
Jefferson County, after approval 
of the voters, a retirement, dis-
ability and death compensation 
fund for all appointive officers 
and employees. 

No. 4: Provides for the increase 
of the Veteran's Land Fund by 
350 million dollars to be used for 
the pUrpose of purchasing land 
in Texas to be sold to Texas veter-
ans who have served in the 
armed forces between September 
16, 1940, and March 31, 1955.

Operate Cotton 
Picker Carefully 

• The difference between operat-
ing a mechanical cotton picker 
improperly and handling one 
skillfully may be as much as 
$13.50 per bale or more, says B. 
G. Reeves, cotton ginning and 
mechanization specialist, Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 

Driving 'the picker off-center 
on a row often results in skinning 
off piecees of bark from the cot-
ton plants, he says. Since bark is 
quite hard to remove at the gin, 
it may show up in the sample at 
the classing office. Cotton auto-
matically loses one grade if it 
is classed "bark" and receives a 
one cent per pound penalty in the 
loan, says Reeves. 

As an example of what this 
might mean to you, lets say that 
your cotton has been graded 
SLM 1-1/16", but was down-
graded because of "bark" to LM 
1-1/16". The difference in price 
is $1.70 per hundred pounds and 
the additional one cent penalty 
means a total loss of $2.70 per 
hundred pounds or $13.50 on a 
500-pound bale, Reeves explains. 

A properly adjusted, carefully 
operated cotton picker can save 
hundreds of dollars a season and 
is reason enough for making 
sure the picker-operator keeps 
the machine entered on the row 
and does a good job of operating 
it in the field, says Reeves. 

Weather forecasters have stuck 
their necks out and predicted the 
showers are over for this time—
and all we've received is tem-
porary relief. 

In the three attempts at rain-
ing — early Sunday morning, 
Monday afternoon and e a rl y 
Tuesday morning — Munday has 
received less than .a half inch. 
Dryland cotton in the area con-
tinues to wilt and droop, show-
ing the .need of a good general 
rain. 

The Showers did one thing—
bring temporary relief from the 
100-plus temperatures which were 
also wilting the people last week. 

A good shower was reported 
directly east of Munday about 
three or four miles last Monday 
afternoon, and to the southeast 
as much as 1.50 and 2 inches were 
reported.

The 1964 feed grain program 
will be basically the same as the 
successful 1963 program, T. W. 
Russell, Chairman, Agricultural 
Stabilization a n d Conservation 
County Committee, said t o d a y. 
The signup period for both fall 
and spring-sown crops is planned 
for early 1964. 

As recommended by producers, 
the Chairman pointed out, the De-
partment of Agriculture has held 
changes to the "fewest consistent 
with law and economic circum-
stances." The major change in 
next year's feed grain program is 
an increase in the top limit on di-
vision from a farm's base acre-
age with an increase in the rate 
of payment for maximum diver-
sion. This is intended to encour-
age producers to divert additional 
feed grain acreage and to in-
crease their income. 

In 1964, a producer may divert 
as much as 50 per cent of his 
feed base acreage (in 1963 it was 
40 per cent), and those who divert 
froth 40 to 50 per cent, will receive 
diversion payments at the maxi-

from entering soil particles. This 
problem is especially serious on 
irrigated lands which tend to in-
crease in'alkalinity from the salts 
found in irrigation water. 

The new approach to the prob-
lem involves exposure of sodic 
soil to water high in salt concen-1 
tration, suck as sea water or sub- r 
terranean salt water as is often 
encountered in Texas. Even 
though low-salt water worsens 
the condition by sealing sodic 
soils, heavily concentrated salt 
water acts as a flocculent, caus-
ing small soil particles to join in 
larger aggregates and leaving 
larger openings that readily ad-
mit water. 

The method of salt water ap-
plication is a "leaching" process 
in which the soil is exposed to the 
salt water just long enough to 
permit exchange of the sodium 
ions, many of which may be 
taken up by the salt water as it 
is removed.

Reclaiming Alkaline Soils 
A new chemical means of re-

moving harmful alkaline salts 
that affect productivity on count-
less acres of land in Texas and 
elsewhere is showing great pro-
misc. Improbable as it seems, 
the process involves removal of 
the unwanted salts by the use of 
salt water. 

Alkaline soils, more properly 
called sodic soils because they 
contain 15 per cent or more of 
sodium ions attached to soil sur-
faces, support only tolerant crops 
or'are worthless. Not only do the 
sodium ions prevent attachment 
of vital soil nutrients, but, more 
importantly, they prevent water

As Jenkin Lloyd Jones describes it in the Wash-
ington, D.C., Star, "It is a new idea—using a build-
ing at a major exposition for the purpose of going 
wet. to the offensive in the debate with creeping 
-!orialism. The estimated $2 million which it will

Then he elaborates his answer to the 
Auestion with a question that has its own built-in 
reply: "Is it a coincidence that a competitive en-
terprise system which rewards an inventor with 
royalties in return for information about what 
Its has found, should be ideal for setting such a 
-climate" 

This is not an idle matter. A legislative pro-
posal, at the federal level, would radically change 
the patent laws so far as they apply to drugs. 
Patents now are good for 17 years. But drugs, 
tinder this law, would be made a special exception. 
The discoverer would have to license the right to 
-produce them to other manufacturers after only 
three years. Thus, his chances of obtaining a .fair 
return for the product of successful research—and 

. most research projects in this as in other fields 
came to nothing--would be drastically reduced. 
This means that the incentive to experiment and 
take a chance would dwindle4.way. 

How serious a loss would that be? See what 
Morris Fishbein, M.D., -has to tell us: "What tre-
mendous changes have come in the past 50-years! 
In those days tuberculosis was captain of death, 
pneumonia killed 35 out of 100 patients, erysipelas 
was a desperate disease. Infectious diseases de-
tonated children. Then came the sulfonamides and 
antibiotics. TB is now 17th on the list of death 
causes_ Pneumonia kills five or six out of 100. 
Erysipelas' has well nigh disappeared as a cause 
of death, and the death of children from infer,-
-taus diseases seems at an irreducible minimum." 

Drugs- drugs protected by fair and accepted 
patent laws—kill the killers! So we come to an-
other question with a built-in answer: "Would it 
be wise policy to discourage the search for new 
tugs and better drugs?"

Sodium ions, which have one

When the concentration of 
salt in the leaching water is 
changed, some calcium ions dis-
lodge the less strongly held sod-
ium ions, and the leaching water 
carries away the sodium which 
the calcium has displaced. 

The calcium salt is far less 
harmful than is the sodium be-
cause it does not seal water away 
from the soil to such an extent. 

The process, which works well 
under laboratory conditions, is 
now being applied to large-scale 
field tests. It could prove an an-
swer not only to many of the 
land problems which we now 
have but also as a safeguard 
against the future ruin of soil 
on which we now depend.

Tribal Law 
American Indians are the only 

100 per cent native Americans. 
Indian matters come under Fed-
eral law' and the terms of some' 
3,900 Indian treaties which are 
also the law of the land. 

Thus long ago Rev. Samuel 
Worcester, preaching to the 
Cherokees, refused to take out a 
license, and to swear allegiance 
to the State of Georgia. When 
Georgia jailed him for not taking 
a loyalty oath, the U. S. Supreme 
Court freed him: The Court 
would allow no state to interfere 
in United States Indian affairs 
which our treaties governed. 

In 1834 Congress set up the 
Bureau of Indian Affairs to make 
and -carry out rules made under 
these treaties. 

Until-The Civil War, the Feder-
al government regarded Indians 
as wards and dependent nations--
foreign nations, yet under U. S. 
control. In 1871, however, Con-
gress declared that Indian na-
tions were no longer independent. 
Indians still ran their own affairs 
for the most part, as illustrated 
in a case titled In Re Crow Dog. 

In 1883 Crow Dog killed anoth-
er Sioux for stealing a friend's 
wife. Crow Dog made amends 
under tribal law, and the tribe 
closed his case. Soon afterwards 
federal officers sought to try him 
for murder, but the Supreme 
Court seal no: Such cases did 
come under tribal law and this 
one had been settled. 

Shortly afterward Congress 
gave Federal courts jurisdiction 
over mss! criminal eases on In-
dian territories. Accordingly, just 
the other day, the U. S. Supreme 
Court invalidated the conis:ction 
of a California Indian for murder. 
He,  must face trial in a Federal 
court instead. 

Indian tribal courts till try 
some criminal cases; and within 
the tribes, tribal law still holds. 
For example, they can tax and 
license traders on reservations. 

Recently, a tribal adoption cere-
mony was confirmed even though 
it took place off the reservation. 
In another case the Federal 
courts recognized a tribal divorce 
by mere voluntary separation.

Fund shall be sold by said Board in

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 9, 1963. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLUTION 

NO. 16 proposing an amendment to 
Section 49-b, Article III of the Con-
stitution of Texas so as to authorize 
an increase in the total amount of 
bonds or obligations that may be 
issued by the Veterans' land Board 
to Three Hundred Fifty Million Dol-
lars ($350,000,000.00); providing for 
the issuance of said bonds or oblig-
ations- and the conditions relating 
thereto and the use of the Veterans' 
Land Fund: and providing for an 
election and the issuance of a pro-
clamation therefor. 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG-
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS: 
Section I. That Section 49-b. Art-

icle III of the Constitution of Texas. 
be amended so the same will here-
after read as follows: 

"Section 49-b. By virtue of prior 
Amendments to this Constitution, 
there has been created a govern-
mental agency of the State of Texas 
performing governmental duties 
which has been designated the Vet-
erans' Land Board. Said Board shall 
continue to function for the purposes 
specified tit all of the prior Consti-
tutional Amendments except as modi-
fied herein. Said Board shall be 
composed of the Commissioner of the 
General Land Office and two (2) 
citizens of the State of Texas, one 
(1) of whom shall be well versed in 
veterans' affairs and one (1) of 

' whom shall be well versed in fi-
nances. One (1) such citizen member 

:shall. with the advise and consent of 
the Senate, be appointed biennially 
by the Governor to serve for a term 

'of four (4) years; but the members 
serving on said Board on the date of 
adoption hereof shall complete the 
terms to which they were appointed. 
In the event of the resignation or 
death of any such citizen member, 

,the Governor shall appoint a re-
placement to servo for the unexpired 
portion of the term to which the 
deceased or resigning member had 
been appointed. The compensation 
for said citizen members shall be 
as is now or may hereafter be fixed 
by the Legislature; and each shall 
make bond in such amount as is 
now or may hereafter be prescribed 
by the Legislature. 

"The -6-ommissioner of the Gen-
eral Land Office shall act as Chair-
man of said Board and shall be the 
administrator of the Veterans' Land 
Program under such terms and re-
strictions as are now or may here-
after be provided by law. In the 
absence or Illness of said Commis-
sioner, the Chief Clerk of the Gen-
eral Land Office shall be the Acting 
Chairman of said Board with the 
same duties and powers that said 
Commissioner would have if present.

"This Amendment being intended 
only to establish a basic framework 
and not to be a comprehensive treat-
ment of the Veterans! Land Pro-
gram. there is hereby reposed in the 
Legislature full power to implement 
and effectuate the design and ob-
jects of this Amendment, including. 
the power to delegate such duties. 
responsibilities, functions, and au-
thority to the Veterans' Land Board 
as it believes necessary. 

"Should the Legislature enact any 
enabling Inas in anticipation of this 
Amendment, no such law shall be 
void by reason of its anticipatory 
nature. 

"This Amendment shall become ef-
fective upon its adoption." 

Section '2. The foregoing Constitu-
tional Amendment shall be submitted 
to a vote of the qualified electors of 
this state at an election to be held on 
the first Saturday after the first 
Monday in November, 1963, at which' 
election all ballots shall have printed 
thereon the following: 

"FOR the Amendment to Section: 
49-b of Article Ill of the Constitution. 
of Texas to increase the Veterane• 
Land Fund by 3150,000.000.00; said 
Fund to be used for the purpose of 
purchasing land in Texas to be sold 
to Texas veterans who served in the 
Armed Services of the United States 
between September 16, 1940. and 
March 31. 1955; such funds to be ex-
pended in accordance with instruc-
tions and requirements that may be 
provided by law"; and 

"AGAINST the Amendment to Sec-
tion 49-b of Article III of the Con-
stitution of Texas to increase the 
Veterans' Land Fund by $160.000.-
000.00; said Fund to be used for the 
purpose of purchasing land In Texas 
to be sold to Texas veterans who 
served in the Armed Services of the 
United States between September 16. 
1940. and March 31, 1955; such funds 
to be expended in accordance with 
instructions and requirements that 
may be provided by law." 

If it appears from the returns of 
said election that n majority of the 
votes cast were In favor of semi 
Amendment, the same shall become 

part of the State Constitution and.

Section 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the neces-
sary proclamation for Bald election 
and shall have the same published Se 
required by the ConatitutIon 
Laws of this state.

balance. Heavy meals are diffi-
cult to digest in hot weather. 
High protein foods should be de-
emphasized and fruits and vege-
tables should be accented, unless 
a physician prescribes otherwise. 

Body fluids lost through pers-
piration during a hot day must 
be replaced or painful stomach 
cramps will result. Fruit juices—
two or three glasses per day—
makes a pleasant way to make 
up the loss. 

The body also loses salt through 
perspiration, so if work or, ex-
ercise causes profuse sweating, 
salt tablets are called for to re-
place that lost. Salted nuts or 
crackers might be used for the 
same purpose. Rest is important 
during hot weather. 

It is smart to exercise moder-
ately all year around. But it can 
easily be overdone in the sum-
mer. Common sense dictates that 
hard yard work or active sports 
should be confined to cooler parts 
of the day.

The number of such deaths in 
Texas usually totals some 15 or 
20 in any given year. Several 
heat connected deaths have al-
ready been resgistered this sum-
mer from various areas of the 
State. 

Heat exhaustion is caused by 
an inadequacy of the heat dissi-
pating mechanism of the body. 
It occurs as a result of exposure 
to a hot, humid atmosphere such 
as is common over most of Texas 
during summer months. Sun-
stroke is a form of heat stroke, 
complicated by an absorption of 
radiant energy from the sun 
which causes a temperature rise 
in local body areas, such as the 
brain. 

How do you avoid heat stroke? 
By doing what you can to keep 
heat loss and heat production in 
balance. 

The wearing of loose, airy 
clothing is known by physiolo-
gists to be among the best means 
of maintaining that balance. 

Elevations of body temperature 
will develop inevitably when 
tight clothing is worn because it 
prevents loss of body heat 
through conduction, radiation 
and evaporation of sweat. And 
this much is physiologically true: 
the body themostat is so con-
structed that a fall in tempera-
ture is much harder to produce 
than is a rise. 

Diet plays a part in maintain-
ing a heat production-heat loss
