Federal and state labor programs are 
vitilized, when possible, to help contain 
costs. Taxes have not been generally in-
creased by the city since 1971. Sales tax 
increases received by the city have 
helped this happen, even though revenue 
sharing has been reduced by one-third. 

Some improvements made in 1970-71 
were completely overhauled, andpaipt-
ing of the water tower and repairing of 
the concrete storage tank; also other 
water lines, valves and fire plugs have 
been replaced. 

At present, funds are gradually being 
set aside for future capitol replacement 
of two items: I. A fire truck, and 2. City 

hall and fire station for sometime in 
future years. 

To be done his summer is ap-
proximately $31,000 of street seal 
coating to help save and maintain the 
streets we have. (Funds set aside now to 
pay for this.) 

Only one item will need to be in-
creased this year, so far as the coucnil 
can foresee at this time. The garbage 
department lost about $7,000 last year, 
and is scheduled for an increase in the 
near future. 

I want to express thanks to the people 
of Munday for myself and for all city 
employees for their understanding and 
co-operation during the past 12 months. 

The mayor and city council should be 
commended for the job they do. Most 
meetings are with 100% in attendance. 
Many decisions rendered by these men 
are difficult. We in Munday are for-
tunate to have men of this caliber and 
dedication to handle our business.

But we've learned that the Russian 
people have thoughts somewhat akin to 
those of Americans--especially ours! 

By Russian people, we mean the 
"common herd", not the big-wigs that 
run the country, for whom we have a 
great big 'phoey'. 

The people, we learned by giving ear 
to radio newscasts recently, have com-
plaints about the way their country is 
run, about changes that have effects on 
their every-day way of living, com-
plaints that amount to a little drop of 
water in a great big ocean! 

Take daylight saving time, for in-
stance. 

Some weeks ago, the USSR changed 
to daylight saving time, according to 
what our ear recorded, for the first time 
in 50 years. 

This caused complaints to come from 
the people-at-large, to which the of-
ficials turned a deaf ear--if they do such 
a thing in Russia--anyway, we don't 
know how to say the words in Russian. 

There came such complaints as "we 
can't sleep" and "we won't be able to 
wake up in time to get to work on time", 
and such. 

The powers that be in the Soviet 
government issued such a sympathetic 
statement as: "Change our clocks on 
time, dear Comrades!" 

And the matter was closed! 
Within a few weeksywe'll be returning 

to daylight saving time here in the good 
ole U. S. of A.! 

When this was first instituted a num-
ber of years ago, we were very vehement 
in our remarks about such a useless 
change being made in our lives. This was 
in a time when we would be awakened 
by the alarm clock, and when our 
nightly activities could never be com-
pleted in time for us to secure the 
amount of sleep we needed. 

We experienced times when we'd just 
barely be awakened by the alarm, shut it 
off, and return to "snoozeland" 
without fully getting our wits together. 

Like the Russian masses, we couldn't 
wake up in time! 

We complained about the school 
buses having to run so early that small 
children had to wait at the bus stops 
while it was not yet good daylight! And 
in weather that wasn't fit for a dog to be 
out in, too! 

We complained long and loud! 
We voiced our disapproval of our 

government being dominated by the 
labor unions--that the big-wigs of labor 
wanted to get up and go to work while it 
was not yet day, so they'd have an extra 
hour of daylight after work for 
socializing and entertainment. 

In short, they were depriving us of 
daylight in the mornings and adding it to 
the end of the day--a time when the hard 
working individual might feel more like 
hitting the hay than hitting the enter-
tainment trail when the work-day was 
over. 

In essence, if not in fact, we received a 
message similar to that given the Soviet 
people: "Turn your clock ahead one 
hour, oni  time, Ole Boy." 

Some people were reluctant to observe 
daylight saving time at first. Some of 
those who tilled the fields didn't change 
their timepieces, and would come home 
for lunch at their regular time; which in 
reality, would now be 1 p.m. instead of 
12 noon. Many of them worked "from 
sun to sun" anyway, so it didn't matter 
much what the watches said. 

But most of us were compelled to 
"join the crowd". No use abiding by the 
old time and rushing out to catch a train, 
or bus, one hour after they'd passed on 
through! 

So, on Saturday before the last Sun-
day in April, which will be on April 25, 
to be exact, we'll set our clocks forward 
one hour before going to bed, rather 
than on the dot of 2 a.m., and do the 
best we can. 

Then, we'll keep our gripes to a 
minimum, if possible!

Weal tier pat terns con-
tinued dry over much of the 
Hard Red Winter Wheat Bell 
this past week while tem-
peratures reached above-
normal levels. Projections 
are for continued warm tem- 
peratures 	and 	Hole 
precipitation for this nor-
mally rainy period. Wheal 
stands continued to make 
rapid progress although the 
commonly gusty southwest 
winds began to deplete soil 
moisture conditions, 
especially in the sandy soil 
areas of western Oklahoma 
and Kansas and the northern 
parts of the Texas Panhan-
dle. The Oklahoma wheat 
crop received a fair-to-good 
rating even though moisture 
stress is beginning to show in 
many fields. Considering the 
past three months' weather 
conditions, the overall reac-
tion to the condition of the 
wheat crop is surprisingly 
good, but with much needed 
moisture the main element 
required to insure a crop 
during the all important 
head-filling stage. 

During the week prices 
behaved erratically as traders 
pondered the new crop ver-
sus old crop values led 
projected demand. Old crop 
"free wheat supplies" appear 
to be limited while the 
carryover large, reflecting the 
enormous amount of wheat 
entered under the various 
Government reserve and loan 
programs. Vessels arriving at 
Texas Gulf ports found it 
difficult to attract the 
required grain away from a 
tight market that already has 
a strong domestic demand.

An End And 
A Beginning 

This week is special for 
persons who are Christian. It 
is special because we remem-
ber the last week in the life 
our Lord Jesus Christ as he 
lived as a man on the earth. 
The week began as he entered 
the city of Jerusalem mount-
ed on a donkey. The people 
cried, "Hosanna!" and 
welcomed him as a king. It 
seems the people wanted him 
to set up a kingdom on the 
earth and continue the 
tmhiermates he had done among 

Jesus, however, had no 
plans for doing such a thing. 
He had rejected the idea 
earlier in his ministry. But 
the people continued to cry, 
"Hosanna!" They wanted 
him to help them through the 
oppression they knew. 

When Jesus entered 
Jerusalem, He went to the 
Temple of God where He saw 
the graft and exploitation of 
people by those who had set 
up their booths in the Temple 
Court. He began to drive 
them out saying to them, "It 
is written, 'My house is to be 
a house of prayer,' but you 
have made it a den of rob-
bers." (Matthew 21:13) This 
made the chief priests more 
hostile to Jesus and they 
became more serious about 
finding a way to deal with 
this young upstart of a 
teacher. But Jesus went 
about his business of 
teaching in the Temple and 
helping persons to know 
God's way more fully. 

Plans were made and 
preparations completed for 
Jesus to eat the passover 
meal with his disciples. At 
that. meal Jesus took some 
bread and broke it and gave 
it to the disciples and said, 
"Take, eat, this is my body." 
He passed a cup to them and 
said, "Drink of it, all of you, 
for this is my blood of the 
new covenant, poured out 
for many for the forgiveness 
of 	(Matthew 26:26-29) 

From the passover meal 
Jesus went with the disciples 
to the Garden of Gethsemane 
for prayer. He experienced a 
tremendous struggle in the 
garden, but remained faith-
ful and obedient to God's 
will. Before long a great 
crowd came with clubs and 
swords and arrested him. He 
was taken to the High Priest 
and placed on trial. It was an 
ordeal of conviction and a 
sentence of death - all 
without the required 
testimony of two witnesses 
who agree which support the 
charges. 

Since the Jews could not 
really give a death penalty, it 
was necessary to take Jesus 
to the Roma I governor, 
Pilate. Pilate sought to 
release him, but bowed to the 
pressure of the c.owd. He 
then tried to cleanse 'he stain 
from his soul by was' ing his 
hands. Jesus was take!. from 
the judgment hall of Pilate to 
Golgotha and crucified. Even 
as life was ebbing away, he 
spoke words of forgiveness, 
comfort, and encouragenient 
to those around him - even 
his enemies. Then some 
friends took his body and 
placed it in a tomb. 

The arrest, trial, and 
crucifixion had a great effect 
on the disciples. Their leader 
was dead, tileir hopes 
dashed and their spirits 
broken. They no doubt 
thought, "Another brave at-
tempt at reform has been 
crushed," and they didn't 
know what to do. 

As the first day of the week 
dawned, some women went 
to the tomb to anoint the 
body of Jesus, but found the 
tomb empty. They were told 
Jesus was alive, but they 
didn't much believe it. Jesus 
appeared to some of them 
and the light of God began to 
radiate in their lives. They 
knew the presence of the 
risen Lord. 

As we observe this Holy 
Week, let us repent of our.  

sin, develop spiritual disci-
plines in life and the light of 
the risen Christ will radiate in 
and through us. The Lord is 
risen! Hallelujah!
