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Will ““Miss Liberty’’ get a new aress ¢

She needs one! She’s been wearing the
same one for almost a ccntunr 97 years
to be exact.

““‘Miss Liberty’’ is the Statue of Liber-
ty, a large copper statue on Liberty
Island (Ellis Island) in New York Harbor
presented in friendship to the U.S. by
France, and unveiled in 1886.

Through the years, she has stood
there, holding her torch of liberty high
in the air as a symbol of hope for the
tired and poor, seemingly as strong as
the Rock of Gibralter.

She has held up her torch since Grover
Cleveland was president. Now, after 15
other presidents have held office, her
hand is getting worn and tired, and she’s
in danger of dropping the time-honored
torch.

She crossed the Atlantic about a cen-
tury ago in 85 wooden packing crates; 59
years after she was declared a national
monument; six years after Vietnam
veterans occupied her overnight; three
years after Iranian students chained
themselves to her base; two years after a
man clamored to her crown to launch his
campaign for mayor; one year after
French feminists demanded she be re-
turned because the ERA had failed, af-
ter all this she needs remodeling.

Over time, the copper sheets have
thinned and the iron bars have corroded.
The statue, which cost $400,000 to build,
- will cost $39 million to restore. Repairs
to Ellis Island will cost three times that
much.

is trying to raise $230 million to restore
the statue and her crumbling statue-
made, Ellis Island.

Two fund-raising experts are at the
helm - Lee lacocca, chairman of the
board of Chrysler Corp., and J. Paul
Bergmoser, a former Chrysler president
and a 30-year veteran of Ford Motor
Co.

‘Now we’re hearing appeals over the
TV tube to help re-clothe and restore the
famous statue. They say the campaign
will begin in earnest early next year and
will continue through 1986, the statue’s
100th birthday.

Children are at the forefront, just as
children raised much of the money to
pay for the 89-foot pedestal on which
Liberty stands.

Among the proceeds received so far,
$43 came from a cookie, candy and cup-
cake sale at an elementary school;
$113.30 from a refreshment sale at a
New Jersey school, and $200 from a bal-
loon, toy and greeting card sale at a
school in New London, Conn.

A first grader named Greg wrote:
Dear Statue of Liberty, we know that
you’re breaking. I sent 14 cents.

This brought Bergmoser to remark:
At Ford, I almost felt like I had unlimit-
ed funds. But when school kids send a
dollar in pennies, I feel obligated to
spend it very carefully.

The federal government won’t be help-
ing to foot the bill. ‘‘President Reagan
thinks people will get more knowledge
of what this is all about if the money is
raised by the people, and I agree,”
Bergmoser said.

He hopes to raise $30 million from
private citizens, $55 million from small
corporations and $45 million from
foundations.

For the balance of $100 million, plans
are made to appeal to big corporate
givers, and here are some naturals:

Coca-Cola, General Electric and John-
son & Johnson, all will be 100 years old
at the same time as the statue;

Hamburgers are as American as can
be - and that’s McDonald’s. ‘‘ America is
hamburgers and America is the Statue of
Liberty.”’

They say nearly half of all Americans
trace their heritage to relatives who first
walked on U.S. soil at Ellis Island.

Our guess is that they’ll raise this vast
sum of money. What’s yours?

By July 4, 1986, it is hoped a newly re-
furbished ‘‘Miss Liberty’’ will grace the
skyline of New York Harbor with her
torch held high. We guess there’s no
limit to what dedicated people can do,

once they set their minds to it!

dge Dies In Accident

The Honorable D. J. Brookreson, II,
of Seymour, judge of the 50th Judicial
District of Texas, was killed instantly in
a head-on collision at about 8:10 p.m.
Tuesday, May 31. .

The accident happened on the Lake
Kemp Road, inside the Pony Creek en-
trance, Chamber of Commerce side of
Lake Kemp. Brookreson’s car was in-
volved with another vehicle carrying
Larry and Patricia Willings and two
children, driven by Mr. Willings. The
vehicles met head-on at the crest of a
small hill, just east of the entrance into
lake property.

Willings and his wife were taken to the
Seymour hospital, where Willings was
treated and released. Mrs. Willings re-
mained overnight for observation. The
children, ages 2 and 5, were not injured.

Judge Brookreson was in Crowell
Tuesday, hearing a court case for Judge
Leslie Thomas of the 49th District Court.
He had returned to his office in Sey-
mour briefly, then left for his cabin on
Lake Kemp, where he and his wife,
Paula, were accustomed to spending
much of the summer.

Mrs. Brookreson was in Wichita Falls
at the time and was contacted about the
fatal accident. Members of the Baylor
County sheriff’s office and the Texas
Department of Public Safety investigated
the accident.

As soon as they had recovered from
the shock, people of all walks of life
began sending messages of condolence
and praise to Brookreson’s family, de-
claring him as a good judge, a good
citizen, a good friend to all.

He claimed Benjamin as his ‘‘home of
nativity’’, although he was born on De-
cember 2, 1923, in Taylor County. He
married Paula Portwood on December
22, 1960, at Round Timber, in Baylor
County.

Brookreson served as 50th District At-
torney from 1949 to 1951 and main-
tained a successful law practice until his
1980 election as judge of the S50th
Judicial District, embracing the counties
of Baylor, Knox, King and Cottle coun-
ties.

He was a Navy veteran of World War
II and past worshipful master of the Sey-
mour Masonic Lodge. He was a member
of the American Bar Association and of
the First Presbyterian Church in Sey-
mour.

Funeral services were held at 4 p.m.
Friday from the First United Methodist
Church in Seymour with Rev, Ed Hart,
pastor of the First Presbyterian Church,

* officiating. Burial was in Riverview

Cemetery in Seymour under direction of
Seymour Memorial Funeral Home with
members of Seymour Masonic Lodge in
charge of graveside rites.

Survivors include his wife, Paula; two
sons, D. J. Brookreson, III and Charles
H. Brookreson, both of Austin; a step-
daughter, Helen Knowles of Austin;

Heavy loads, or towing,
can put a strain on the engine
and transmission.

Efforts To Eradicate
Fire Ant Prove Hopeless

One of the most persistant
insect pests around today is
the red imported fire ant, and
despite all efforts to keep the
pest in check, it is slowly
marching westward, leaving
behind a pock-marked land-
scape and a barrel full of
problems.

Fire ants erupted around
Mobile, Alabama about 1940
and have since laid claim to
all the South from the Caro-
linas to half of Texas. Their
westward trek has reached as
far as the San Angelo area.

Fire ants are well-known
for their painful stings and
for their damage to plants,
young livestock and wildlife.

Their mounds - often a foot-
and-a-half high and as hard
as concrete - play havoc with
farm machinery during mow-
ing and other field operations
and lead to a lot of problems
in lawns, parks, playgrounds,
school vards, cemeteries, golf
courses and the like.

“How to deal with these
pests has kept many emtomo-
logists and others in the in-
sect control business awake
at night,”’ says Dr. Phil
Hamman, an entomologist
with the Texas Agriculture
Extension Service. ‘‘Once
there was some talk about
eradicating the imported fire
ant, but now we’ve got our
hands full just thinking
about containment and
management.

‘“While we have a number
of chemicals that will kill fire
ants, there is no such thing as
permanent extermination due
to reinfestations,’’ points out
the entomologist. “‘The best
you can hope to do is to treat
existing mounds and to stay
on the lookout for new
mounds.”’

A good time to treat
mounds is when the ants are
most active - during warm
weather, late in the afternoon
or evening when ants are
foraging, and after a rain.
During wet weather, the ants
will increase the size of their
mounds to move their brood
up into drier soil. This makes

them more vulnerable to con-
trol measures, says Ham-
man.

For effective control, he
suggests treating mounds
Iwith an approved insecticide
diluted in water. Use a sprink-
ling can or a gallon-sized
plastic jug with holes in the
screw-on top to sprinkle the
solution on the mound like a
gentle rain. Wet the mound
throughly.

A granular insecticide can
also be sprinkled on top and
around the ant mound.

“It’s best not to disburb
the mound before or during
treatment,”’ says Hamman.
‘““Otherwise, part of the
colony may move away from
the chemical.”’

Amdro is an effective bait
but works slowly, as do some
other materials that have
been effective in controlling
fire ants. Colonies in treated
mounds will usually die out
in one to two weeks. How-
ever, products containing
methyl chloroform, pyre-
thrum, ecephate, diazinon or
chlorpyrifos give more imme-
diate results.

‘““Whatever insecticide you
use, follow label directions,’’
cautions Hamman. ‘‘And re-
member that one treatment
won't last forever. Some time
or another the fire ants will
be back again, so you’ll have
to be on guard and ready to

treat again.”

Conservation
Systems Can
Be Improved

Farmers have an unparal-
leled opportunity this year to
improve their soil and water
conservation systems, said
Peter Myers, chief of the
USDA’s Soil Conservation
Service.

Under the Payment-In-
Kind (PIK) program and
other acreage limitation pro-
grams, farmers in Texas are
taking 9.3 million acres out
of production. One-fifth of
the nations cropland is
pledged to the program and
now farmers can put a great
deal of soil and water conser-
vation on the ground.

Some of the erosive and
less productive acreage will
be taken out of annual crop
use and planted to grasses
and legumes as cover crops.
This has the potential for
saving soil and water resour-
ces as well as building up
natural fertility.

Myers said this is also a
good time for planning ways
to fit no-till or other conser-
vation tillage methods into
the farm operation.

On more erosive acres,
permanent conservation prac-
tices such as terraces, grassed
waterways, windbreaks and
other enduring practices can
be installed without interrupt-
ing cash crop production.

On the most erosive or
other marginal land, farmers
are encouraged to discontinue
use of those acres for crop
production. Those acres may
be best suited for permanent
grasses, trees, or wildlife
habitat.

The 1983 programs, ac-
cording to Myers, offer farm-
ers a rare opportunity to
balance their short-term cash
needs with their longer con-
servation and productivity

goals.

Utility Help Available To Low Income Families

Some low-income Texas
households may be eligible
for help in paying their cool-
ing bills, according to the
head of the Texas Depart-
ment of Human Resources.

Human Resources Com-
missioner Marlin W. John-
ston said the assistance with
paying utility bills is avail-
able to low-income house-
holds who in June 1983
received food stamps, Aid to
Families with Dependent

Children, Supplemental
Security Income, or needs-
tested Veterans Administra-
tion benefits.

Eligibility is limited by
gross income. For instance,
aid is available for a one-per-
son household having less
than $334.49 gross income
per month. The gross income
limit is $546.49 for a two-

Write Your Own
Insurance Policy

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice has insurance against
damage by wind erosion. It’s
not free, but it’s not for sale
either, you have to write your
own policy. During the
spring of 1983 more than
4000 acres of land were dam-
aged here in Knox County by
wind erosion. Although the
wind season is almost over,
right now is the time to begin
taking steps to ensure a mini-
mum of damage by wind ero-
sion next year.

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice is working on a new con-
cept called Wind Erosion
Control System. Wind Ero-
sion Control Systems can be
very simple or very complex,
depending upon the erodi-
pility of the soil and the de-
sired level of control. A sys-
tem might consist of merely a
rotation of small grain with
cotton to maintain organic
matter in the soil to prevent
erosion, or might also in-
clude several components
such as strip crops, stubble
mulching, cover crop, and
field windbreaks. These prac-
“tices all contribute to your in-
surance policy against wind
erosion. The more com-
ponents that you put into
your insurance policy, the
less your deductible will be in
terms of tons of soil that you

will lose from your farm each
year.

He suggested that motor-
ists check all hoses, fan belts
and tires and make sure the
vehicle is in good mechanical
condition before making any
trip. He also advised motor-
ists to get plenty of rest each
night.
