Mayor Issues Proclamation Requesting 
Customers to Save City Water Supply

The water supply in the Crowell City Lake is almost ex- 
hausted and the ( lty Council has is-ued a proclamation to the 
effect that water customers will not be allowed to use city water 
for any purposes other than “ actual necessities.99

. , Th® natural supply of water has been exhausted and water 
is being pumped from wells, but the supply obtained from wells 
is only about half the normal consumption, Mayor C T Schlaga! 
stated.

The proclamation says:
The City Council hereby notifies nil water customers not 

to use the City water tor any purpose other than actual neces- 
sities. Do not water lawn, flowers, trees or garden, wash cars, 
or allow water to be hauled in tanks to the country or any­
where. If any of the customers are caught violating this or­
der, their individual City water supply will be cut off; and if 
this does not serve the purp se, the City water will be cut off 
at the stand pipe and tuined on for only an hour or two in the 
morning and afternoon.

“ The City water must be reserved for emergencies such as 
fire and drinking water.

“ The City Council asks your co-operation in this matter. 
Do not force them to take more severe action.”

There is no central museum where 
documents, rare old books and his­
torical objects can be assembled 
under one roof where they will be 
available for inspection by this and 
future generations o f Texans.

Documents, old letters, rare 
books and photographs are mould­
ering in dusty attics or musty cel­
lars throughout Texas. There is 
little incentive at present for their 
owners to donate them to libraries 
or State institution«. When this 
central historical shrine is com­
pleted, they will be encouraged 
to give thi« priceless material to 
the State so that it may be pre­
served a- a permanent record of 
Texas history-

Libraries throughout the State 
have accumulated a large amount 
o f this material, but since it is 
scattered and unindexed it is of lit­
tle value. When it is collected in 
the Memorial Museum, as it un­
doubtedly will be. it will become 
r f  inestimable value to present- 
day students of history and his- 
t rians of the future.

Texans should join enthusiasti­
cally in this project by purchasing 
the commemorative half-dollars.

War and Navy Department 
Appropriations Bills

The House and Senate passed 
finally and approved the confer­
ence report for the War and Navy 
Department Appropriations bills 
providing the largest peace time 
appropriation ever carried in bills 
of this character. It is admitted 
that these bills place the' national 
defense of the Nation in better 
condition than ever before during 
peace time.

The writer made an urgent ap­
peal to maintain his 10 per cent 
profits limitation amendment plac­
ed in the War Department Appro­
priation bill, but to no avail. The 
d’ fferent lobbies ojterating for the 
aircraft Trust and Munitions Trust 
were too strong with the result, as I 
pointed out in debate, the Govern-1 
ment will be forced to pay several 
times as much for these commodi-! 
ties as would be paid if we could 
have honest competition in our 
procurement o f such commodities. | 
Taking the supervision o f Fuch j 
purchases out from under the con­
trol o f the Comptroller’s office and 
placing them exclusively under 
the War and Navy Departments 
as shown by Government records 
has practically eliminated compe­
tition in such procurement.

Tax Bill 193«
The Tax Bi’ ’. already approved 

in the House by more than 3 to 
1 vote, is due to be considered by 
the Senate this week; they have 
been holding hearings the la«t two 
weeks on same. The Amendments 
to be added to this measure in the 
Senate still remain a mystery.
