{check up on your physical re-
sources as it is to look into the
state of your financial possessions.
By regular care under your phy-
sician’s direction, you can con-
serve your physical
avoid the accumulation of de-
structive liabilities.”

“Each of us starts with a cer-
tain amount of physical capital,
Merely as a business proposition,
it is worthwhile to conserve it to
the best of our ability.
