Typhus fever is on the increase- 
in TYxa». said Dr. Cox, and the- 
rat is the cause of it» spread. Old 
World typhus feve-i ha- a high 
death rate, while the type we- have- 
in Te-xas. sometimes alle-d Brill's 
Disease, has a low death rate. It 
occurs among persons who work 
or live in rat infested buildings. 
It was the observation of this fa t 
that led to the discovery that rats 
are carriers or transmitters of the 
disease. It appear.» that the rat 
suffers attacks of this form of 
typhus fever and that the tlea- 
harbored by the sick rat bite man 
and thus human infection results.

Although this disease is not 
c mmonly fatal, it cannot be' con- 

! sidered lightly. The intense head­
ache, the high fever and the gre'at 
mental depression are- it» most un­
pleasant features. Like in se-a sick- 

, ness, the patient's greatest fear is 
that he is not going to die. The 
illness lasts about two weeks.

The control of typhus is very 
difficult and it depends upon the 
extermination of rat» and this is 
no easy matter. Trapping and pois­
oning help, but the best results 
are obtained by starving the rats. 
This is done by having all build­
ing.» where fo.id is stored rat-

The phenomenal growth of the 
Texa- grapefruit by-products in- 
d -try is shown in the report that 
< itiu- ( anning plant- this season 
will pay $500,000 for 60.000 tons 
o f oranges and grapefruit for con­
version into juices, concentrates, 
marmalades, wines, flavoring, bev­
erage bases, and candied peels. 
Two years ago. the All-South De­
velopment Council recalls. 25,000 
tons were thus sold, for $226,000, 
and in 1933 th<‘ canned portion of 
the crop amounted to only $10,- 
000. The number o f Texas plants 
has grown from three to 25.

T e x a s  S c r e w  W o r m s  
S h o w  In c re a s e  in M a y

Screw worm infestations in 
wounds of animals reported from 
Texas increased from 3,665 in 
April to 7.831 in May. which is a 
little more than one-fourth of one 
per cent of the animals on which 
rep its were obtained. An In­
festation o f tw o per cent or more 
of the animal population i> con­
sidered h- an outbreak proportion 
and one that can cause noticeable 
losses among animals.

O f tin cases reported during 
May. 5,518 o f them occurred in 
cattle and 1.961 occurred in sheep. 
The greatest losse- were report­
ed among sheep, where the nnn 
talitv amounted to more than thn-e 
pei cent o f the infestations. More 
than haif (56 per cirnti of the cas­
es occurred in the navals of young 
animals <n n after birth, which 
emphasize- the importance of con­
trolling the breeding o f livestock 
so t ’rat young may be born before 
.-crew worms appear. Snug-, 
scratches and prickly pear furni-h- 
ed wounds which i aused over 14 
p«-r cent o f the infestations.

The fact that man-made injuries 
rt suiting from castrating, dehorn­
ing. marking, branding, shear 
cuts and lamb docking furnished 
less than 15 per cent of the 
wounds which became infested 
with screw worms is. evidence of 
the precautions being taken by 
ranchmen and farmer.- in perform­
ing operations on livestock, ac­
cording to the Division of Screw- 
Worm i'untrol office at 1010 Trav­
is Building, San Antonio, Texa-
