“nearly all this new capital is sup-
plied by industry itself.”

Analysis of this function of cap-
ital was seen by the Council as “‘of |
particular interest to Texas, whose |
relatively high living standards
have been and are so dependent
upon the ‘new processes, new dis-
coveries, exploration, and improv-
ed machinery’ which Mr. Snyder
