Hospital

Lymg in a hospital bed for the
first (and second) times in my
life recently has given me quite a
bit of opportunity to do two good
things. To stop and to think.

At first, I admit, I had only
such lofty thoughts as, how am
I going to get from point A to
point B without ripping stitches
out, or how am I going to waltz
with this [V pole and not pull
tubing out, or how am I going
to sneeze and not turn my toe-
nails completely inside out

thoughts began to take shape.

For one thing, it really is
quite a commentary on the pace
of our lives, that we need some-
thing like an appendix to give
up, rupture, and die before we
really take time to stop—and
think. Sooner would really be
better. And more fun.

Have you noticed lately that
getting out under God's big sky
is a very good thing? So is
breathing his fresh air. At one
point, I was afraid a nurse
might think | was trying to jump
out of a 10th-floor window.
(That may come later when I
get the bill.) Really, I was just
trying to get my head under the
sky for a minute and steal a few
breaths of some outside air.

Life does roll on, even when
the train of your life seems to
be sitting on a side rail with
other trains passing by. Some-
times even the side rail holds
some surprising blessings.

I am quite sure that God

knows how we feel all of the
time, and he cares, and he
doesn’t minimize our hurting,
even though he knows quite
well, and we would do well to
remember, that almost always
someone around us hurts worse
than we do.

I had a nice room on a nice
floor of the hospital. It just hap-
pened to be largely a cancer
ward. Now, to be sure, a really
bad appendix is not a good thing,
but the patients around me, and
other sicker friends in the hospi-
tal, well, . . . seeing their situa-
tions made it hard even to feel
very good about feeling bad. But
God knows how we feel. All of
us. And he cares. About all of
us. No matter how intense the
level of our sickness, or our fear,
or our anxiety. He understands
and he cares.

Lying in the hospital and/or
being sidelined at home for a
few weeks, I've also noticed
how badly I've missed being
with my family. Oh, my physi-
cal family, both here and else-
where, has been great. So has
my church family, and I'm so
very thankful for so many dear
and treasured community
friends and for every Sunday
School class or church or pastor
who called or wrote or visited to
assure me of their prayers. But
I've really missed being at wor-
ship with my Christian family.
As a sidelined part of the Body,
I've been cared for by them
very well, but I've missed actu-
ally being with the Body in wor-
ship. We're a very small part of
Christ’s larger Body, and there
are many other fine parts. 1
hope you love yours as much as
I love mine. But may | say with,
I hope, pardonable pride, this
little church is an incredibly
good part of the Body and of
my life. It'll be nice to be back.

Citrus pectin may help prevent cancer

WESLACO — A study pub-
lished in the June issue of the
Journal of Agriculture and Food
Chemistry suggests that a com-
ponent in citrus pectin may help
prevent prostate cancer.

The study is the result of col-
laborative research among
scientists at the Texas A&M-
Kingsville Citrus Center at
Weslaco, the Uaiversity of Texas-
Pan American at Edinburg and
Texas A&M'’s Institute of Bio-
technology at Texas Medical
Cenier in Houston.

Pectin is a complex carbohy-
drate found in many plants, but is
most abundant in citrus and has
alrcady been shown to reduce
cholesterol and blood sugar.
While tke current study focused
mainly on prostate cancer, scien-
tists say pectin also may inhibit
other types of cancer.

Dr. Bhimu Patil, a physiologist
at the Citrus Center who isolated
pectin from four citrus varieties,
said the study is preliminary but
justifies further investigations in
pre-clinical animal models, then
possibly in humans.

A Texas A&M-Kingsville
graduate student, Yan Liu, who
worked under Patil and recently
completed her master’s degree,
conducted 2 major part of this
study, Patil said.

“This is the first study that iden-
tifies a specific molecular target
by which citrus pectin may affect
the developmentof cancer,” Patil
said.

The study shows that acompo-
nent derived from pectin can
effectthe miscommunication that
occurs between cells of the pros-

tate that can lead *o malignancy,
the life-threatening stage of can-
cer.

“There’s cross-talk among cells
of the prostate that keeps the pros-
tate healthy,” said Dr. Wallace
McKeehan, a cell biologist at the
A&M institute.

“During malignancy, the sig-
nals get garbled and the cells don’t
understand each other. You end
up with rogue cells that are not
behaving properly becauce they
are not getting the right signals.
They begin signaling and stimu-
lating themselves and grow too
much.”

Overgrowth of cells, or the fail-
ure to properly stop growth, is a
symptom of cancer, McKeeiian
said.

“We’ve plugged the elements
of citrus pectin into the signal
mechanisms that have gone hay-
wire and shown that pectin can
potentially effect that systcm and
set it back to normal,” he said.

The next step is to chemically
identify the active ingredient in
pectin that produced the favor-
able, in-vitro test results.

“Once we identify exactly what
it is in pectin that has this effect,
the long-term goal would then be
toresolve the issue of how best to
deliver it to the consumer,”
McKeehan said.

Patil said that could be accom-
plished inseveral ways, including
enhancing pectin’s presence in
citrus by altering growing and
harvesting practices, or by ex-
tracting and modifying the active
ingredient of pectin and making
it available in other foods or as a
supplement.
