An extensive campaign is now 
being launched by the City Coun­
cil to make collections on delin­
quent taxes due the City, accord­
ing to an ad placed in this issue 
of The News. The City, hereto- , 
fore, has not pressed delinquents 
6o any great extent, but a vital 
necessity now exists for collec­
tion o f delinquent taxes.

Penalty, interest and costs will 
not be added until after August 
Hi of this year, thereby allowing 
all taxpayers the opportunity to 
make payment prior to incurring 
thi- additional expense.

Taxation is the major suste­
nance o f a city. Without this 
source o f revenue, a city cannot 
exist. The City Council in all 
earnestness requests that every 
individual make payment before 
August Iff, for, despite rumors to 
the contrary, penalty, interest and 
costs will be added at that time 
and will remain just as much a 
part o f the taxes as the original, 
according to city officials.

Under present circumstances, 
the City is unable to meet all of 
its financial obligations with the 
promptness that a city must, if it 
is to maintain its dignity and take 
advantage o f opportunities pre­
sented it for improvement and de­

velopment. The preservation o f 
the city and its growth commen­
surate with other cities o f its size 
depends entirely on the collection 
of delinquent taxes to finance 
such a program.

It is hoped that the citizenship 
o f the town will join the City 
Council in this campaign and elim­
inate the necessity of any other 
action having to be taken by the 
Council in collection of delin­
quent taxes.

Yields. Tests 
Running Higher 

Than Expected
Harvest W ill Be In Full 

Sway in County- 
Next W eek

During the first week >f the 
11*3!» wheat harvest season, ap­
proximately 106.000 bushel- have 
been delivered to elevators in 
Foard County, according to re­
ports received Wednesday after 
noon. With the exception o f a 
slight shower Monday morning, 
weather condition- have been 
ideal for harvesting

Of the wheat already gathered 
in the county, 85,500 bushels have 
been delivered to the elevators in 
Crowell. The elevators at Foard 
City have handled about 19.000 
bushels o f 1030 wheat and tho 
elevator at Margaret has received 
2,000 bushels.

About 36 cars o f new wheat 
have been shipped from the 
county during the first few days 
o f the harvest season, according to 
the reports. Twenty-two o f the 
cars have been shipped from Crow­
ell elevators, while 14 have been 
-ent from Foard City.

Yield High
Shortly before harvest started, 

it was believed that wheat yields 
would range around ten bushels 
per acre, but since the first load 
was received in Crowell last week 
yields as high as 34 bushels per 
acre have been reported and all 
of the wheat now being gathered 
appears to be averaging between 
15 and 20 bushels per acre. Wheat 
men o f the county are surprised 
at the unexpected high yield o f 
the early wheat being cut. but it 
is believed that the later wheat 
will not yield as high.

Wheat Testing High
Practically all o f the wheat that 

has been delivered to elevators 
during the past week has tested 
60 pounds per bushel or higher. 
Much wheat is testing as high as 
65 pounds, and only a very little 
o f the grain has fallen below 60 
pounds in testing. The lowest 
test recorded in Crowell is 58 
I ounds. Most of the wheat is test­
ing around 62 and 63 pounds.

Weather conditions for the 
wheat this season are nearly in 
direct contrast from those expe­
rienced last season. Last year 
wheat was damaged by a snow 
and freeze early in April, and 
numerous hail storms and driving 
rains, while this year wheat has 
only suffered from want o f mois­
ture which came in time to give 
Foard County a good wheat yield.

Getting Started
Practically all o f the wheat 

that has been gathered during the 
past week was early wheat and 
the harvest season for the county 
is now ready to swing into full 
sway. There are a number of 
farmers who already have their 
wheat out o f the field, but the 
larger portion o f the 560 wheat 
farmers of the county are just 
getting started or getting ready 
to start harvest.

A  large number of combines 
and trucks have come into the
