Vaccination may save a
period of prolonged absence from
school, doctor’s fees, and even life
itself. It is foolhardiness not to
require that all school children be
rendered non-infectious from the
communicable diseases, smallpox,
diphtheria, and typhoid, before
they start to school this year,”
Dr. Cox stated.

Because of the fact that author-
ity of school boards to pass such
regulations has been upheld by
the courts, the Texas State De-
partment of Health wishes to
| recommend that the various local
school boards adopt such regula-
 tions, taking further into consid-
| eration that such action on their
part may mean the difference be-
| tween a successful school year
and prolonged illness, failure in
class work, or death.

It is desirable that parents take
the child to the family physician
for a physical examination before
school opens. Such examinations
are valuable in determining the
readiness of the child for learn-
ing. A child suffering from de-
fects is carrying an extra load,
and when the weight of school
problems is added, he may become
ill, develop serious bad habits, or
respond with character or emo-
tional upsets. These examina-
tions, when reported to the school,
enable the school to adjust the
curriculum to the needs of the
child and thus minimize the pos-
sibility of failure with its attend-
ant inferiority complexes.

Parent - teacher organizations,
the public health personnel, and
local medical organizations are
strongly in favor of preschool ex.
aminations and vaccination. In
this campaign against unnecessary
