During January, February an 1 
March, the county received 5.97 
inches of rain, and the remaining 
1.311 inches during April. One and 
twenty-two hundredths inches of 
rain were recorded here on Mon­
day, .52-inch on Tuesday and .82 
on Wednesday.

Common House Fly 
Carries Diseases 
That Kill Thousands

Austin.— Thousands . iron
and adults die every ■ v from 
diseases carried by the f.y. Ty­
phoid fever, tuberculosis, summer 
complaint, cholera, intestinal dis­
cuses, and frequently death follow 
closely in the trail of the common 
house fly.

‘ ‘Control of the fly menace 
conies at the top of the list of 
necessary public health measures
which should be applied by every 
city and individual in the State.” 
urges Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

"Most effective measure for con­
trol is to prevent breeding," he 
said. "Flies breed in filth and 
about eight days are required to 
complete a life cycle. During her 
lifetime of several months one 
house fly lays from 600 to 1,000 
tggs. Thus it can easily be seen 
that in a season, which usually 
begins in the spring o f the year, 
the descendants from one fly num­
ber countless thousands.

"T o  eliminate flies, breeding 
places must be destroyed. Manure 
piles, garbage, and other organic 
filth furnish the requirements of 
warmth, moisture, and food neces­
sary for the propagation of the 
fly. The flies should be kept from 
contact with food or drink or 
utensils in which food and drink 
are prepared and served. Like­
wise. they should be kept from 
access to privy vaults where they 
pick up the infections which they 
later spread to humans by contact 
with food and drink and by un­
washed hands and utensils. See 
that your windows, doors, and 
porches are screened so that t ie  
stray fly from some careless neigh­
bor will not molest vour familv. 
Also, see that your grocer keeps 
his meat, vegetables and fruit- 
tree from flies.

“ Organized health measures t , 
destroy the breeding places, con- 
trol o f flies’ access to your home 
ami food, and established stand­
ards o f cleanliness in your com­
munity will eliminate the fly. The 
number o f flies is an index to the 
cleanliness o f any community, and 
they can he entirely eliminated.”

As of January 1, 1941. there 
were 63.113 individuals in the

ble the number o f a year ago 
when there were 31,264 licensed 
airplane pilots.

In 1929 there were 513 persons 
in the United States with an in­
come o f $1.000.000 and over.

Defense Savings 
Bonds Will Go on 
Sale Today, May 1

The United State - Defense .Sav­
ing- Bond- and Postal Savings 
Stamps will be placed on .-ale in 
the main post office at the open­
ing of business on Thursday. May 
1 , as (.art o f the national effort to 
make America impregnable.

Postmaster General Frank C. 
Walker, in a letter to postmasters 
throughout the country, said that 
the help o f local postmasters 
would be “ a real service to the 
country.” He transmitted the 
thanks o f Secretary o f the Treas­
ury Morgenthau for the help that 
local postmasters had already giv­
en in the sale o f United States 
secuiities, and also Mr. Moi'gen- 
thau's thanks in advance “ for tht 
co-operation which he knows you 
will give to this new effort.-’

The new Defense Savings Bono
similar to the familiar “ Baby 

Bond,”  of which more than fiv.
I ’llion dollars worth have been 
bought by more than two and r, 
half million Americans since 
1935.

A Defense Bond may be pur- 
chased May 1. • ■ thereafter, for 
>18.75. In ten yems. this bond 
will be worth $25.00. This i- an 
increase o f 33 1-3 per cent, equal 
to an annual interest return of 
2.9 per cent, compounded semi­
annually. Any time after sixty- 
lay- from the date o f purchase, 
the bond may be redeemed for 
cash, in accordance with a tabl, 
c,f redemption values printed on 
the face o f the bond.
