H. G. Wells Offers
‘New Bill of Rights
For a Lasting Peace

| There are eleven basic rights of
'men in the Declaration of Rights
that famed author H. G. Wells
offers in the current Rotarian
magazine. These, plus the tried
and tested institution of a con-
solidated opposition, “dovetail in-
'to the plan of creative political
action I am putting before you,”
he writes,

First is the right to live, *‘with-
in the measure of these (natural)

iresources and without distinction |

of race, color, or professed be-
liefs or opinions, to the nourish-
ments, covering, and medical care
needed to realize his (man’s) full
possibilities.”

Second is the right of protec-
tion of minors. The third “right”
is a duty—a man’s duty to the
|community within his beliefs and
'capabilities. “To perform no so-
leial duty whatsoever is to remain

& unenfranchised and under guard-

ianship.”

|  The next five rights in the dec-
laration are the right to knowl-
|edge, freedom of thought and
fworship, the right to work, the
{right in personal property, and
{freedom of movement. “A man
‘'may move freely about the world
at his own expense... So long as
iby his movement he does not in-
itrude upon the private domain of
any other citizen ... he shall have
the right to come and go wherev-
er he chooses.”

’ Personal liberty, so long as one
does not forfeit it by illegal ac-
tions under the other rights, is
another inalienable right under
;this declaration. So is freedom
{from violence. And lastly, in man
'is the right of lawmaking.

“The fount of legislation,” con-
cludes Wells, “in a free world is
the whole people, and since life
flows on constantly to new cit-
izens, no generation can, in whole
or in part, surrender or delegate
this legislative power which is in-

'alienably inherent in mankind.”

The State Department of Public |

Welfare announced last week that

it would start accepting applica- |

tions for aid to dependent chil-
dren at its local offices throughout
the state, beginning Friday, Sept.
19, Although this date represents
the opening of the program, it is
not mandatory that all applicants
apply on September 19, as ar. |
rangements will be made to ac-
cept applications on subsequent
intake days, which will be an-
nounced for each localitv,
Parents or relatives of depend-
ent children should call at the|
State Department’s local office |

in the county in which they reside ;*

and talk with the worker who will
be prepared to explain the eligi-
hility requirements and
filing the application. It will @
be necessary that the children be |
brought to the office as the local
‘worker will later make a visit t
the home at which time the chil- |
dren may be seen.

For a child to be eligible for
aid to dependent children
|the laws of Texas, the child: i

(1) Must be a citizen of the
United States,

(2) Must have resided in Tex-
as at least one yvear preceding the
date of application; or must have
‘been born within the state within
one year preceding the date of
‘application provided the child’s
mother had resided in Texas at
least one vear preceding the
ichild’s birth,

i  (3) Must be under the age of
fourteen.

(4) Must be deprived of par-
ental support, or care, by reason
of one of the following factors:
(a) death of a parent, (b) con-
tinued absence from home on the
part of a parent, (c) physical or
mental incapacity of a parent.

(5) Must be living with his
father, mother, grandfather,
grandmother, brother, sister, step-
father, step-mother, step-brother,
step-sister, uncle or aunt in a
place of residence maintained by

one or more such relatives as his
or her home,
(6) Must be in need. This is

defined as not having sufficient
income or other resources to pro-
vide a reasonable subsistence com-
patible with health

and decency.

The department called particu-
lar attention to its item 4 in ex-
iplaining that the program was not
designed to provide for all needy
{children but only those whose
need is due to their being depriv-
ed of parental care and support
by virtue of one or more of the
specified reasons. The department
gave the following explanation of
some of these reasons.

Death of a parent is interpret-
ed literally, except that it cannot
be said that a child is deprived of
parental support if the surviving
parent has re-married and the
child has one natural parent and
one.step-parent.

Continued absence from hore

is interpreted to include absence
that might be due to imprison-
ment, desertion or abandonment,
or divorce.
| The phyysical or mental inca-
pacity of a parent is interpreted
|tc mean an incapacity that re-
!stricts the occupational activity
of a parent to such an extent that
‘the parent is unable to provide
;support. The parent’s condition
‘must be of such chronic nature
{that it can reasonably be antici-
pated to incapacitate the parent
{for a period of at least six months.
| The Constitution of Texas,
Article III, Section 51D, restricts
payments in such a way that no
{more than $16.00 can be given for
{one child in an eligible family,
;and no more than $24.00 can be
Igiven for two or more children in
{an eligible family. The constitu-
itional amendment also restricts
the total expenditure of state
funds for the ADC program to no
more than $1,500,000 yearly,
iwhich means that the total
amount available, including fed-
eral matching funds. cannot ex-
jceed $3,000,000 yearly.
