By apply now, a veteran can
beat the rush and can eliminate
any chance of a delay at the last
minute, VA ald. To Relp veterans
get started, VA issued this check
list.

1, Since the law allows a vet-
eran to change his GI course on-
ly once, he should give plenty of
thought, in advance, to his goal.

2. If he decides about what to
train for, he' may ask for VA
3. He should be sure that his

| Enforcement will be made by all
iduly authorized peace officers..

Classifications
Motorboats subject to the pro-
| vislons of the Act have been di-
vided Into four Classes:

Class A. Less than 16 feet In
length.

Class 1, 16 feet or over and
less than 26 feet In length.

Class 2. 26 feet or over and
less ‘than 40 feet in length.

Class 3, 40 feet and over.

Lighting

Any kind of self-propelled
boat, when underway between
sunset and sunrise, must use at
least one bright light and exhi-
bit it so as to avoid a collision.

Motorboats of Class 1 must
use two lights: A white light aft
to thow all around the horizon
and a combined lantern In the
front (lower than the aft light)
that will show a green light to
the starboard (right) and a red
light to the port (left).

Classes 2 and 3 must carry a
bright white light in the front
of the boat, as near the stem as
practicable, that will show an
nnbroken light over an arc of
the horizon of 20 points of the
compass and fixed to throw the
light 10 points on each side of
the vessel. Also, a bright white
light aft to show all around the
horizon (higher than the for-
ward white light). Port and
starboard lights must be fitted
with an Inboard screen that will
prevent these lights from being
seen across the bow,

Motorboats of Classes A and
1, when propelled by sail alone,
must carry the combined lantern
but not the white light aft. Mo-

propelled by sall alone, must
carry a lantern or flashlight
showing a white light that can
be ued in sufficient time to avert
collision.

Many farmers in the Lower
Clear Fork, Middle Clear Fork
and Central Colorado Soll Con-
servation Districts are now mak-
ing plans for the seeding of win-
ter cover crops. Have you made
plans yet to include a legume In
your cropping rotation?

The most commonly used cov-
er crops are winter peas and
vetch. Vetch and small grain do
good on sandy and mixed solls,
Winter peas grow well on tight

gumes can do much for the soll.
They will condition' the soll al-
lowing a much faster rate of in-
tiltratlon of water in the soll.
Legumes also add organic mat-
ter to the soll.

Winter peas should be planted
at the rate of 15 pounds per acre
in regular width rows. Vetch
should be seeded at the rate of
10 pounds of seed per acre when
drilled with small grain. These
legumes will do best when ferti-
lized with approximately 100
pounds of 13-39-0 fertilizer or its
equivalent per acre.

Vetch and winter peas should
be seeded on or before October
15 for best results; however,

All of the upped Panhandle
counties now are under the reg-
ulatory authority, as well as the
countles of the Trans-Pecos area,
There is an unbroken chain of
countles extending from the Pan-
handle southeast to include Jef-
ferson County on the southeast
corner,

the list.

Hearings are now being held
in each of these countles to set
up hunting and fishing regu-
latlons for the coming season.
At these meetings information is
glven concerning avallabllity of
game and range conditions.
