Coturnix Quail Being I
d i ___ i____■ i  a __ ___ 1Planted in Trial Areas
AUSTIN — Sportsmen of Tex­

as will find a new quail In some 
areas when the season opens 
December 1, according to the As­
sistant Executive Secretary of 
the Texas Game and Fish Com­
mission.

I t  Is the Coturnix quail, a Ja­
panese Import, iwhich now Is be­
ing released In, various areas of 
the state. It  is ■ estimated that 
some. ’ eight thousand will be 
produced by the state Quail 
Hatchery at Tyler. Already a 
number have been realesed, with 
several more plantings schedul­
ed before the! breeding season 
ends. -

The cotumlxj closely resembles 
the Illustrious jbob white. Their 
feeding hablti are somewhat 
comparable, but the coturnix Is 
more migratory than the bob 
white. It Is supposed to be a very 
hardy bird.

It already hah been released In 
the El Paso area. Others areas 
Include Travis! Midland. Kerr, 
Wise, Taylor and McCulloch 
counties. They! will be released 
In different'types of quail range 
for research’ purposes. All birds 
are banded and sportsmen arc 
asked to return bands of the 
birds they kill!to the game de­
partment and Report the kill of 
unbonded birds.

BANKRUPTCY
Bankruptcy came from the 

Latin “bancus" ( tradesman’s 
table) and "ruptus”  (broken.)

Under old English law a bank­
rupt was a trader who hid him­
self or did other things to de­
fraud his creditors.

Under the Roman law credi­
tors could cut up the banyrupt’s 
body and each take his due 
share. Other laws would put the 
debtor In prison or In chains, al­
low whipping and hard labor. 
East Indian creditors could sell 
the debtor and his family Into 
slavery forever.

In the Middle Ages a bankrupt 
was a criminal. Later he got 
some rights: Though creditors 
could force him to turn over all 
his goods, he could escape prison.

The basic concepts of our 
bankrupt law: (1) Prorate the 
bankrupt’s assets among his cre­
ditors, (2) discharge him from 
most of his debts, and (3) “ grub, 
take” him by exempting certain 
things from the creditors’ reach.

The English wanted to dis­
courage extravagance, yet they 
saw that a debtor's misfortune 
could trap him. So the early 
bankruptcy laws grudlngly were 
only for actual tradesmen. 
Others had to take their medi­
cine.

Our constitution gives Con­
gress power, first used In 1800, 
“ to establish a Uniform . . . Law 
on the subject of bankruptcies.”

After Congress had passed and 
then repealed three laws it pass­
ed our present bankruptcy act 
In 1808. It amended the act In 
1938 to refine liquidation and 
rehabilitation procedures.

Today the 'act relieves the 
debtor through liquidation, or 
reorganization and rehabilita­
tion. His creditors have always 
worried about the debtor, but 
now the state through law has 
declared the public concern In 
putting him back on his feet.

The Supreme Court has said 
that the act alms to “ relieve the 
honest debtor from the weight 
of oppressive Indebtedness, and 
permit him to start afresh, free 
fro mthe obligations . . . conse­
quent upon business misfor­
tunes.”

This purpose is ” . . .  It gives 
to the honest but unfortunate 
debtor who'surrenders (his pro­
perty) a new opportunity In life 
and a clear field for future ef­
fort . . . ”

Also the law puts creditors on 
notice to watch out that their 
debtors do not overextend them­
selves. ,

tanks and farm-ponds have been 
dry since they were built now 
are wanting fish to stock them, 
according to the Director of In­
land Fisheries of the Texas 
Game and Fish Commission.

On Tuesday the Department 
received 204 applications In one 
mall. During the past two weeks 
thousands of others have pour­
ed Into the office.

Several of the hatcheries have 
been badly crippled by flood wa­
ters, curtailing the production, 
materially. Applications will be* 
processed and efforts will be 
made to distribute fish as equit­
ably as possible to the major; 
Impoundments, according to the j 
Directors.

On ponds smaller than ten | 
acres, no fish can be delivered 
by the Department before Sep­
tember 1. Owners, however, 
whose applications have been 
approved, can pick up fish by 
calling at the hatcheries. Since 
bass fry are no longer available, 
likes in excess of 9 acres cannot 
be stocked with them before the 
spring of 1958.

Pasture Grasses 
Crowd Out Weeds
A "keep out” sign won’t scare 

undesirable weeds out of your 
pasture. A carefully planned 
mowing or chemical control 
program Is the only efficient 
answer to the pasture weed pro­
blem.

Farmers can get a head start 
on weeds with proper establish­
ment of adapted plants. Good 
stands of desirable grasses can 
usually “outgrow” pasture weeds 
under optimum conditions, says 
Extension Pasture Specialist E. 
M. Trew, especially when pro­
perly fertilized. Good grazing 
also limits pasture weed popu­
lation.

Trew advises mowing when 
th; worst weeds start blooming 
sine.- they are .more easily dam­
aged at this stage. Mow all weeds 
before seed Is produced, and re­
member that som- require sev­
eral operations. Sometimes fall- 
blooming weeds ca'l for both 
early supimcr and fall mowing.

Avoid mowing when desirable 
grass Is scarce, or during hot. 
dry weather if crass stand is 
not thick enough to shade the 
soil. CAUTION — many mid and 
tall native bunch-grasses such 
as bluestem cannot stand re­
peated mowings.

Spray annual broad­
leaved we<fds early with 1-2 to 
3-4 pound 2,4-D or M.CJ»A. to 
the acre. Apply with a low vol­
ume, low-pressure broadcast 
sprayer In 20 or 30 gallons water 
per acre. Add about 4 ounces 
liquid detergent or 1 pound dry 
for best leaf coverage. Peren­
nials may require slightly high­
er chemical rates.
