"As secretary o f the War 

Hoard, we met each month with 
this board taking care of war 
problems. In co-operation with 
the U. S. Employment we assist­
ed in placing some 1.250 cotton 
pickets in the county. Assisted 
through committees, in meeting 
war production goals and machin­
ery and labor shortages. Terrace 
and contouring lines were run on

whole Hock demonstrations and

visited regularly. Also improv- 

i ed equipment used. The county 
j lias grown more poultry and eggs 
i than at any time before.

“ An improved grain sorghum 
campaign was carried out. 2,000 

|ibs. certified seed were distributed 
to 10 growers, who planted 425 

I acres. Some of these failed to 
produce becau-e of drouth. Re­
ports on others below. However, 
sufficient was grown to indicate 
that tlie improved varieties are the 
best vielders.

"Tests in improved cotton on 
i farms using D. P. Ji L. Certi­
fied seed. Organized 4 gins in­
to a seed improvement associa­
tion. These sent in cotton sam­
ples and received grades and sta­
ple length free.

"One farmer reports that the 
cotton grown from the above im­
proved seed netted an average of 
.■¡1104)0 per bale over other va­
rieties.

“ You. I am sure, will he inter­
ested in a summary of last year's 
work taken from the records o f 
4-H Cluh hoys.

"In  dairy work we had 9 boys 
reporting, showing a gross income 
of $625.00. and a net o f $135.00 
after deducting $390.01) for ex­
penses.

“ In poultry work we had 19 
hoys with a total receipt of 
$493.15 and a net o f $3:', 1.59. at 
a cost of $174.0t5.

"Only ore hoy grew a lamb 
with a net profit o f $2.50,

"Boys grooming beef cattle were 
23. with a gross receipt o f $ !.- 
003.15. and a net <>f $1.081.81.

"Only 2 boys grew grain sor­
ghum with a net receipt o f $35.00 
on two acres.

“ Twenty-five boy- grew gar­
dens with an estimated value of 
$375.00. a very conservative es­
timate.

“ Only three hoys reported 
growing 9Ms acres o f cotton with 
a net income of $96.35.

"While 54 hoys grew 9 4 swine 
with a gross return of $1.82«.80 
and a net return o f SJ.137.35 at 
a profit o f $649.60. an average 
o f $7.40 per head.

“ Each boy set out to make a 
distinct contribution to feeding 
a soldier; so from the above re­
port, you can see Foard County 
4-H Club boys, made a fine con­
tribution. They grew sufficient 
meat to supply 22 soldiers one 
year from beef calves and bogs.

"M ay we congratulate you boys 
who participated in this program 
as well as your pari nts and teach-

Considi rable discussion and 
concern has developed since the 
outbreak o f the war because o f 
the growing problem o f child and 
youth delinquency. In some sec­
tions, according to reports, youth 
delinquency has reached such pro- 1 
portions that it has become the 
cause o f real concern. What 
should be done about it has be­
come a real question— a question 
that finds no ready answer or so- 
lution.

Reports indicate that the caus- ! 
es producing youth and child de­
linquency are broken homes, , 
homes from which the parents are ! 
both absent in war work or work 
made necessary because o f the 
war. and from homes in which no 
knowledge of how to properly rem­
and discipline children exists, or !

' in which there appears to be no 
' concern for their welfare. Then i 
a certain amount o f delinquency i 
appears in homes o f well mean- j 

1 ing parents who are concerned 
, about the welfare o f their chil- ; 
dren but who lack the knowledge 
o f how to properly rear children 

I and to inspire in them self-con­
trol and self discipline.

These groups. I think, embrace 
j most of the sources and causes o f subscriptions to 
youth delinquency except possibly 
the few who seem to incline to­
ward wrong doing and who resist 
all efforts on the part o f any lead­
ership or oversight to prevail up­
on them to see and do right. For­
tunately. I think, this group rep­
resents a small minority.

In my opinion the correction 
o f youth delinquency is best ac­
complished in the formative years 
o f the child's life. It is easier to 
teach a child to do right than it 
is to correct it after it has step­
ped over the line.

One might illustrate this by the 
story of the two men who stood 
on a bridge over a stream and 
seized and threw into the water 
below everyone who attempted to 
cross the bridge. Their activities 
kept a large number of people 
busy dragging the unfortunate 
victims from the water and saving

God has a message for us who j 
are Christians that is just as defi­
nite as His message for the un­
saved. For the person who has nev­
er accepted Christ, God has just 
one message— Jesus died to pay 
the penalty we deserve for our 
sins, so that we might receive Him 
as our Lord and Savior, and thus 
escape the wrath of God.

in near future. Gains in 1944 will 
show in this category when com­
pared with 1943. An optimistic 
on postwar home building.

The shoe and clothing indus­
tries are beset by price ceilings 
and increased costs. These will 
continue through 1944. Woolen 
industry will remain very active. 
Rayon will continue at capacity 
output. Cotton textiles will be 
fairly active— nearly equal last 
year’s level. With Germany out, 
consumer demand for these goods 
should quickly replace war or­
ders. Dairy products will be 
scarce because of feed problems. 
Slaughter houses should do a big 
volume. Cereal products will do 
well. Canned goods will feel ef­
fects of sharply higher costs and 
lower output. Bituminous coal 
depends upon labor union policy, 
but I expect output to be at least 
10 per cent better in 1944 than in 
1943.

Air transport will gain in equip­
ment and efficiency. Manpower 
is far from solved. The trend of 
the industry is up for both air 
passengers and freight. Railroads 
will continue to suffer from equip­
ment shortages. War peak of 
traffic is passed, tiailroad needs 
arc so acute that higher priorities 
for equipment will be forced. A f­
ter the war, ¿ailroads will have a 
terrible slump. With much less 
to haul, they will face, as never 
before, competition from coast­
wise shipping, river transporta­
tion, new pipe lines, airplanes and 
trucks. Eastern roads will slump 
as soon as Germany collapses.

Electronics and television should 
boom. Heavy electrical equip­
ment orders may decline slightly 
in 1944. Kilowatt output may be 
10 per cent better in 1944 than 
in 1943. Lumber volume will 
continue to be reduced. Backlog 
of machine tool orders is declining 
sharply. Subcontracts may help. 
Nonferrous metals are held down 
by acute manpower shortage. Pa­
per and pulp will be affected by 
the cut in newsprint Paperboard 
output in 1944 should equal 1943.

Refinery petroleum output in 1944 
will run 10 per cent above 1943. 
Higher prices for crude probable. 
All-time peaks in steel output 
scheduled for 1944. Shipbuilding 
may not show further gains, but 
launchings will.

Outlook For Labor
Crux is whether sufficient skill­

ed and unskilled workers can be 
channeled into critical war indus­
tries. It is estimated that 2,000,-
000 worker? must be added to es­
sential plants in the next few 
months. However, over 2,000,000 
men and women reach age 18 ev-

I ery twelve months. Therefore, 
the labor situation may begin to 
ease. There will be many dis­
putes but most upsets will be of 
short duration and small scope. 
Labor leaders must threaten 
strikes for publicity and to hold 
jobs. The cost-of-living situation 
will dictate the rise and fall of 
strikes. I f  rolling back prices is 
successfuj, pressure for higher 
wages will be considerably re­
duced. A fter Germany cracks, 
there will be no scarcity o f labor. 
Labor’s honeymoon is approach­
ing its end. There will be no 
railroad strike in 1944.

The 1944 long-term trend of 
stock prices is definitely upward. 
A growing hoard o f money seeks 
investment. Few new stocks are 
available. Present holders are 
less willing to let stocks go. ex­
cept at higher prices. The rise 
from May, 1942 to July, 1943, 
was a long, unbroken advance. A 

| period o f consolidation, such as 
from July 14 to date, was in or­
der. The next few months may 
still be marked by irregularity. 
This should not disturb real in­
vestors. Corporations are adjust­
ed to wartime operations. Any 
material change in the war situa­
tion may create temporarily up­
setting uncertainties. On the bull­
ish side o f the market strengthen­
ed in the face of the largest War 
Bond Drive in our history.

Most listed companies are 
stronger than ever. Debts have 
been reduced, cash reserves in­
creased. Companies doing well 
in war work may get new build­
ings and machinery for a song. 
War stocks have gradually given 
ground in spite o f record earnings 
and growth in net current assets. 
Many peace stocks have forged 
ahead in spite o f declines in earn­
ings and lower dividend payments. 
It is possible the “ war babies”  
may become oversold and the 
peace stocks overbought, but the 
total industrial averages will go 
higher sometime during 1944 than 
they are at present. In case a 
Republican President should be 
elected in November a big bull 
market could quickly develop.

Whet Stocks To Buy
Some industrial groups appear 

more attractive than others. 
Building stocks should benefit 
from the expected boom after the 
war. Johns-Manville. Lone Star 
Cement and Eagle-Pitcher Lead 
hold prospects for good postwar 
earnings und liberal dividends. 
Flexibility o f merchandising com­
panies makes their stocks favor­
ites. I have recommended Amer­
ican Stores, McCrory Stores, 
Kroger, Jewel Tea. General Shoe, 
United Stores 6 per cent Prefer­
red and Preferred “ A .”  The 
railroad and farm equipment 
groups ought to show better-than- 
average progress. Favorites in­
clude American Brake Shoe. Gen­
eral American Transportation, 
Baldwin and Harvester; although 
postwar pirospects convince me 

t that selected steel and iron issues 
I hold appeal. U. S. Pipe Line &
' Foundry should benefit from 
building. Republic Steel $5 Pfd. 
“ A ”  offers liberal income. Na­
tional Steel and Allegheny-Lud- 
lum are sound issues. Electrical 
equipment should experience 
heavy postwar demand. General 
Electric is the outstanding lead­
er.

Bonds, Interest Rates and 
Preferred Stocks

The government forbids a cor­
poration to manipulate the price 
o f its securities but the govern­
ment is using artificial means to 
force down interest payments 
needed by widows, orphans and 
others dependent upon savings of 
life  insurance. This is unfair. 
Government Bonds dominate the 
high-grade field. Corporates are 
being called in increasing amounts. 
Institutional investors and trus­
tees have to bid very high on the 
few remaining corporates or buy 
Governments. In view o f the rel­
atively greater risk in corporates.
1 favor confining high-grade bond 
purchases to the E. F and G War 
Series, preferably E's. Otherwise, 
hold cash. Municipals are too 
high.

I expect no near-term shift in 
interest rates. They may remain 
low as long as government fi­
nancing must be carried on in large 
volume, or as long as restrictions 
are placed upon the expansion of 
business to meet civilian demand? 
and the money hoard continues to 
grow’. When the readjustment 
comes the investor should not be 
tied up in long-term, low-coupon 
bonds. Current yields on better- 
grade issues have been forced 
down too low. Investors looking 
for liberal income are, therefore, 
buying cumulative preferreds. 
Such i?*ues are also in favor with 
investors skeptical over the gen­
eral trend o f common stocks; but 
the field is very selective. My 
usual advice is to buy only first 
mortgage bonds or else common 
stocks o f companies with no cumu­
lative preferreds.

Taxes
There may be a small increase 

in 1944 taxes. This increase will 
hurt only a few industries through 
increased excise taxes. Income 
taxes, inheritance taxes, gift tax­
es. and probably corporation tax­
es will remain about where they 
are or lowered. Furthermore, 
1944 may be the last year of tax 
misery. Taxes should begin to 
decline in 1945. Investors should 
especially keep in mind that—

when excess profit taxes are elim­
inated— many corporations car» 
make more money and pay mon- 
dividends with much smaller gross 
earnings.

Postwar Jobs
Men arid women who left jobs 

to enter the armed forces should 
have no trouble getting jobs when 
they return. Those who entered 
the “ armchair”  forces at Wash­
ington or elsewhere may have real 
trouble with getting postwar jobs. 
Men who were unemployed w-her» 
they entered the armed forces 
will get postwar jobs based on 
their war records and behavior. 
Character and habits will be an 
important ton?¡deration. Men and 
women who left employers in the 
lurch to get more money or thrills 
may be left “ high and dry” when 
the w-ar is over. There will not 
be a good job for everyone after 
Germany cracks. In fact, there 
will begin to be unemployment 
when Roumania. Bulgaria or Hun­
gary give up, which 1 expect fa ir­
ly soon.

Politic! and Inflation
Unless Germany collapses be­

fore August, Roosevelt will be 
re-nominated and probably re­
elected. It looks now as if Willkie 
would be nominated if the Re­
publican leaders believe Roose­
velt ha> the election in the bag. 
This would be a good way o f get­
ting rid o f Willkie forever. An­
other possibility is that W illkie 
may accept second place on the 
Democratic ticket. The Repub­
licans will put their efforts upon 
Congress. In November. 1944 
they should secure a good major­
ity o f the House and six more 
Senators. When I look furthei 
ahead. 1948 seems now like a good 
Republican year with Gov. Dewey 
the victor, in case Willkie is not 
already President. During the 
1948-52 term will come the next 
depression followed by a return 
o f the Democrats in 1952. Then 
there will be more Socialistic ex­
periments and the real inflation­
ary period. In the meantime, we 
will have slowly creeping infla­
tion until 194»j but nothing rad­
ical. A fter Roosevelt is re-elect­
ed with a Vice President satis­
factory to him. I should not be 
surprised to see him resign to ac­
cept the head o f the new World 
Organization whatever this may­
be. This could take place as soon 
as Japan is whipped— possibly in 
1945.

1944. will assure this, he is not 
hurrying his Second Front.

(2 ) As the Republicans have 
not yet insisted upon “ uncondi­
tional surrender,”  the German- 
and Japanese people think their 
chances might be better with e. 
Republican President— which is a 
temptation for them to hold out.

(3 ) Stalin is definitely waiting 
until after November 6. 1944. be­
fore making certain decisions.

- and this will delay Germany's col 
j lapse.
i (4 ) Although the Washington 
New Deal group might do nothing 

j to prolong the war merely to in- 
j sure themselves another four 
I years o f power, yet they surely 
would not be adverse to others do­
ing so.

(5 ) Generally good war news- 
should feature 1944. The battle- 
hardened Russians should continue 
to drive the German hordes back. 
As we enter 1944 the war has 
rounded second base and is on the 
way home. As. however. I stat­
ed in my 1942 and 1943 Annual 
Forecasts, we should not expect 
an ending o f the War until gas. 
chemicals or bacteria bombs art 
used.

All o f the above may be upset 
by the death or serious illness o f  
Roosevelt, Churchill. S t a l i n .  
Chiang or perhaps even Hitler in 
1944.

Needed: More Research and 
Religion

Businessmen are faced with 
three vitally important questions 
(1 ) Is it time now to give up seek 
ing war contracts and prepare 
plants for civilian goods output? 
(2 ) Should subcontracting be r e ­
duced by approximately 50 per 
cent so as to be ready for civilian 
goods production? (3 ) Is all-out 
war production to utmost capacity 
the best course to pursue? My 
advice is: Continue to take all war 
subcontracting you can get pro­
vided it will not tie your plants up* 
beyond election day next year 
Stop further expansion giam? 
now. Work research and postwar 
planning departments overtime 
Give orders now for reconversion 
equipment.

Finally, 1944 will see a con­
tinuation of the conflict between 
those two philosophical theone.- 
which are splitting civilization to­
day. These may be expressed by 
the eternal question of whelhei 
man (1) is a spiritual being to be 
guided by the Ten Command­
ments; or (2) is an evolutionary 
animal permitted to follow the 
rules of the jungle even when 
possessing a college diploma and 
dressed in a tuxedo. If our first 
assumption, the one for which out 
churches stand, is adopted as a 
goal, the coming year can be the 
beginning of a glorious future. I f  
the second, which too many edu­
cators are teaching, is allowed to 
grow, then World War II may 
have been in vain. In the end 
spiritual forces must overeome- 
the material forces or civilization 
is sunk. The hope of a better 
postwar world lies with greater re­
search and more religion.
