amount of 100 octane gasoline 
than was available at the time of 
Pearl Harbor.

my and navy when the U. S. enter­
ed the war.

From the signing of the Gem-va 
Treaty in 1882 until 1944. the 
development of the Red Cross has 
been continuous. Today, with Red 
Cross workers in every theater of 
war rendering morale-building ser­
vices, back home the American 
Red Cross has nearly one-third 
o f a nation enrolled in its ranks.

In war or peace, in time of dis­
aster or the never-ending battle 
against accidents, to the men. 
women and children o f the nation, 
the American Red Cross brings 
its services which make for a bet­
ter way o f life.

The abandoned wounded soldier 
at Solferino is a far cry from to­
day's warrior who has "your Red 
Cross at his side" wherever he 
may* be, bringing him aid and en­
couragement.
