While the majority of the na-
tion's 50 million taxpayers will
find their 1944 federal income tax
obligations taken care of through
withholding by their employers,
an estimated 15 million will be
required to file declarations of
their estimated 1944 tax by April

Revenue to all persons who filed
declarations last fall. The first
quarterly payment of estimated
