'Favors Guidance
'in Migration of
Youth from Farms

The annual migration of young
people from farms to the city,
which even in normal times in-
volves several hundred thousand
persons, has surpassed all former
bounds and presents a social prob-
lem meriting all the attention that
it is now receiving, and more, be-
lieves Dr. M. L. Wilson, Director
of Extension Work, Department
of Agriculture,

Dr. Wilson expressed the hope
that the Institute on War and

Migration would hold a

ence this year similar to the one !

| held in 1943.

' “In my opinion,” Dr. Wilson
said, “the 1943 Institute report
recommends a broad and basic
guidance program for all
boys and girls to be developed
co-operatively by rural schools
and other leading rural agencies
such as the Extension Service. It
seems to me that such a program
should make adequate provision
for acquiring these young people
with the comparative advantages
of rural and urban life and es-

| pecially for helping them to de-
| cide wisely what is best for them
| individually as regards migration

to the city.
“Such a program,” Dr.
added, “will do much toward mak-

tion. At present when war needs
are so largely controlling rural
yvouth movements from their
homes, their. diverse needs for
guidance before they leave home
are large and urgent.

“Already service men and wom-
en and others returning from war
industries are yielding significant
clues to the heavy postwar guid-
ance tasks ahead both in the cities
and in the smaller centers in re-
gard to re-migration back home,
as well as for oncoming rural
yvouth still at home.”
