Association and its 2,500 affiliat­
ed associations. The Seal Sale,

! to finance the tuberculosis con­
trol work of the associations, op- 

I ened Monday, Nov. 19, and con- 
jtinues uiitil Christmas.

The President's complete state­
ment follows:

“ The historic trend of an in- 
, crease in tuberculosis after war 
can he reversed today if the 
American people co-operate with 
the medical profession and official 
and private health agencies in the 1 
nation-wide campaign against this 
disease.

“ Due to improved methods of 
case-finding and more widespread 
knowledge about the disease, tu­
berculosis did not increase in this 
country during the war, though 
it rose to alarming proportions in 
Europe and Asia. Nevertheless, 
it is deplorable that tuberculosis 
took more than 205,000 American 
lives during the war vears.

I “ The American people cannot 
i lie complacent about a disease 
which exacts such a tragic and 
needless toll o f lives. Today, in 
particular, it is inexcusable to 
permit disease to undermine the 

: strength o f our people when all 
their energy is needed in the 

j building of a better world.
“ T'lberrolosis can he controlled 

and the fight against it must he 
continued until it is controlled. 
The National Tuberculosis Asso­
ciation and its affiliated as ocia- 
tions in the forty-eight states, 
the District of Columbia and the 
territories are campaigning rea-e- 
lessly a g a i n s t  tuberculosis.

Thompson said that Sterling C. 
Evans, president of The Federal 
Land Bank o f Houston, discussed 
with the group the progre s that 
had been made by the hank and 
associations during the past sev­
eral years. He called attention 
to the fact that tlje interest rati­
on ail Land Bank loans has been 
reduced to 1 per cent for the life 
of the loan. He also stated that 
since organization, 2K years ago, 
the hank had paid the national 
farm loan associations cash divi-j 
dends totalling 150 per cent. For- ’, 
ty per cent o f this amount has 
been paid in the last two years.

Mr. Evans pointed out that the 
national farm loan associations in 
Texas are all solvent and have 
strong reserve accounts. The 
statewide average is about CO per 
cent o f their capital.

He stated that improvements in 
service offered by the bank and 
associations include the elimina­
tion o f all fees except a nominal 
application fee for the appraisal 
of the land. No fees are collected 
for partial releases, subordinations

Hunters Urged to 
Use Precautions 
in Wooded Areas

Austin.— With the hunting sea­
son now open. Dr. Geo. \\. Cox. 
State Health Officer, is urging 
tha* all hunters or other persons 
spending time in wooded areas 
use all possible precautions against 
being bitten by ticks which may 
infect the victim with relapsing 
fever. He further advises that 
when a tick is found, it he remov­
ed from the body as soon as pos­
sible and that care be taken not 
to crush the ticks in handling 
them.

“ Tick-bite fever is contracted. 
Dr. Cox explained, “ either from 
the bite of infected ticks or hy 
absorbing the infectious material 
♦Frnngh breaks or scratches in the 
skin.’’ According to Dr. Cox, the 
disease does not spread from per­
son to person hy direct contact 
hut only through the bite of an 
infected* tick or body louse. 
Prompt removal o f the insect is 
o f the utmost importance.

Relapsing fever is characterized 
hy sudden onset, intense head­
ache located in the front part o f 
the head and pains in the hack 
and limbs. The fever lasts from 
three to five days before slowly 
declining. The temperature will 
then remain normal for about a

week when the fever repeats 
itself. There may be three, four, 
or even more such relapses, which 
accounts for the name of the dis­
ease.

Dr. Cox said that the wearing 
o f suitable clothing so as to pre­
vent ticks getting next to the 
skin is o f importance in the pre­
vention o f this disease. The in­
sects may be removed with the 
fingers but the use o f tweezers is 
recommended since this helps to 
prevent leaving the head embed­
ded in the skin. A fter removing

Adherence, rigid and uncom­
promising adherence, to these two 
points has created an impasse

m wages and at the same time 
make an effort to sell its product 

I -it prewar peace time prices. T his 
proposition was acceptable to la­
bor since it granted all its con-) 
tentions but did not meet vi th 
the approval o f industry.

I such a plan industry would be tak- 
| ing all the risk and labor would 
! be taking no risk and yet would 
: ' rive in full its demands.

In my opinion nothing can be 
! dune toward settling the dispute 
I at the present time. 1 believe 
I the best thing to do is to let the 
matter stew a while. It might 

1 not have to stew very long end 
then again it might have to stew 
quite a spell.

[l is obvious that as long as the 
. present attitude o f mind exists 
I nothing can be done. All efforts 
■ i force the issue but solidfies the 
opposition on both sides and 
makes more unyielding the pres­
ent impasse.

Labor, having had a taste of 
war time wages, is in no frame 
of mind to bargain for less than 
it demands, and industry, con­
cerned and uncertain as to the fu­
ture is likewise too worried and 
harassed to reason calmly and 
dispassionately.

While there is a huge backlog 
o f buying power in the form of 

| bonds ai.it cash and while the pub­
lic is clamoring for many things 
vitally needed before reconver­
sion and the individual peace time 
program can get under way. I be­
lieve the best course is not to hur­
ry. Let us take our time and 
give the thing a chance to work 
out.

Reconciliation

The hope is often expressed that 
it will be possible to bring about 
a real reconciliation between the 
United States and its allies on one 
side, anti the enemies o f these 
countries. It is pointed out that 
peace imposed by force and mili­
tary power has not usually lasted 
long. Only a peace accomplished 
by reconciliation of the former 
enemies, anti the disappearance 
o f the desire to make war, can be 
a sure foundation for peace.

A thorough and complete recon­
ciliation between the United 
States and its former enemies is 
most earnestly to be desired. To 
bring about such a reconciliation, 
it is necessary for both parties to 
give up the idea of war, and seek 
only to live together in friendship. 
Our former enemies have as yet 
shown no convincing sign that 
they are ready to give up the idea 
o f fighting.

They have lost the power to 
fight for many years, but if  in 
time new leaders should seek to 
persuade those people to secretly 
prepare for a new war, it is not 
clear that the majority would not 
follow them. A reconciliation 
with these people is not possible 
until they recognize the terrible 
error they have made, and show 
signs o f profound sorrow for that 
mistake.

It should not be assumed that 
all the Germans and Japanese have 
been followers o f these warlike 
ideas. Allowance has to be made 
for peoples who have been fed a 
steady stream of government and 
war propaganda. They have not 
had any chance to hear any crit­
icism on those policies, except 
what they might get from listen­
ing to forbidden foreign broad­
casts, or reading of leaflets drop­
ped from the skies. Probably 
many Germans never believed the 
Nazi propaganda at all.

At least our people should be 
ready to meet the Germans and 
Japanese half way, and respond 
to any sincere desire they may 
show for permanent peace and har­
mony between nations. When they 
; how such a real desire, reconcilia­
tion will be possible.

This compared with 1,090 million 
bushels on the same date in 1944, 
and 1,115 million bushels in 1913.

The bulk o f the 1945 wheat is 
stored as follows:

Over 539 million bushels on 
farms.

More than 181 million bushels 
in interior mills, elevators and 
warehouses.

Almost 131 million bushels in 
merchant mills

Over 170 million bushels in 
commercial stocks at terminals.

And 22 million bushels in Com­
modity Credit Corporation bins.

NO 1946 COTTON ALLOTMENTS

There will be no cotton acreage 
allotments  ̂ and no marketing 
quotas in Texas and other cotton- 
growing states during the 1940- 
19 17 production and marketing 
season. This information is con­
tained in an announcement by the 
U. S. Department o f Agriculture 
received by the A. A- M. College 
Extention Service.

This action was taken in ac­
cordance with provisions o f the 
Agricultural Adjustment Act o f 
1938, designed to protect both 
consumers and producers in main­
taining adequate supplies o f food 
and fiber, the announcement said.

WILD TURKEYS M ULTIPLY

With the co-operation o f land 
owners, Texas' most famous game­
bird, the wild turkey, can live 
and multiply. This bird \\a< the 
manna o f the pioneers, the dclicu'-y 
o f their first generations and the 
sport o f nimrods when the state 
began to grow up. Their number 
dwindled as the land became set­
tled until they were pushed hack 
to the d ie "s  and bushlands. r.nd 
faced extinction. But the Texas 
W ildlife authorities took them un­
der its protection and in recent 
years their numbers again are 
showing an irm ase.

By securing some breeding 
stock, a few hens and gobblers, any 
ranchman can grow wild turkeys.

I be turgeys arc fed grnir, and 
oft ;n remain in the vicinity o f the 
ranch home lor long periods. Then 
they disappear and remain hidden 
for months. They range over 
rough, broken land along a 
stream or in the breaks an I can­
yons of the ranch. They eat in­
sects, especially grasshoppers 
which is one o f their favorite 
foods, also cedar berries. Covot -s 
are the birds' biggest hazard. No 
hunting is permitted, hut regard­
less o f that, poachers will some­
times get into their habitat and 
kill a few.

MORE FARMERS,
FEWER FARMS

A warning to “ look carefully 
and go slowly” was addressed to­
day to veterans seeking a place 
in agriculture by Dr. Ide P. Trot­
ter, director o f the Texas A. & M. 
College Extension Service.

“ While agricultural workers are 
always hoping for more farmers 
who are sold on farming as a mode 
o f life, we are not interested in 
t ncouarging veterans to engage 
in agriculture unless they have a 
good chance o f making a go of 
it,”  be said.

Dr. Trotter cited estimates re­
cently released by the National 
Planning Association whica nat 
ed that more than a million vet­
erans want to own or operate 
full-time faints while another half 
million want part-time farms. An 
additional three hundred thou­
sand war workers left full or part- 
time farms for the factories and 
now want to go back to farming.

It is also estimated that not 
more than 750,000 farms will go 
tn the market during the next 
fi.v ytr.rs. Many farms it is U - 
lieved, v ill be combined to fo-m 
larger or more mechani-ed units. 
The anticipated result is that in­
flated 7f ues for farm land will 
continue.

The Texas Extension Service di­
rector laid down a three-point 
program to veterans:

“ I f  you have no farming ex­
perience, get some before you take 
a chance on your own farm.

“ I f  you haven’t money to buy 
a farm big enough to pay out at 
present inflated land values, rent 
a place until you have.

‘‘ I f  you have both the expe­
rience and the money, consult the 
county a»rricultural agent in the 
countv where your prospective 
buy is located, to check its worth 
and to get estimates on your prob­
able yield and income.”
