But it is up to individuals 
to learn the danger signals of 
( ancer— persistent lumps, irregu­
lar bleeding or discharge, soi is 
that don't heal, persistent indiges­
tion, sudden changes in wart or 
mole growths and persistent hoais- 
r.ess or coughs unexplained by a 
cc4d.”

Mrs. Magee continued, "T o  my 
way of thinking, the cause of can­
cer control deserves attention from 
ail of us. Statistically, cancer 
strikes one in every two homes, 
it  may touch any of us.’’

V E T E R A N S ’
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q. What happens if a disabled 
veteran fails in his course while 
ho is being rehabilitated under the 
Vocational Rehabilitation Act
(Public Law 16)?

A. Generally, Veterans Admin- 
istration will take special steps y
to enter him in another course 
in which there is every likelihood 
he will be able to complete suc­
cessfully. The situation depends 
on the facts and the circumstances 
in each case.

Q. I am considered totally dis­

abled for insurance purposes but 
receive only 20 percent for com­
pensation. Can my award be in­
creased?

A. Your compensation will be 
increased only in the service-con­
nected disability is shown to have 
increased in severity. For insur­
ance purpose, there may be other 
disabilities, not service-connected 
which, combined with the compen­
sable condition produce total dis­
ability. Facts and material for de­
termining the existence of per­
manent and total disability are 
different in insurance and com­
pensation matters.

Q. Will a disabled veteran’s 
compensation be reduced because 
he goes into training and receive 
subsistence under the Vocational 
Rehabilitation Act (Public Law 
16)?

A. No.
Q. What are the conditions of 

eligibility for rehabilitation under 
the Vocational Rehabilitation Act 
(Public l^tw 16)?

A. A disabled veteran must have 
had active service on or after 
September 16, 1940, and before 
July 25, 1947, with a discharge 
under conditions other than dis­
honorable. He also must have a 
compensable service - connected 
disability incurred in or aggra­
vated by such service. He must be 
in need of vocational rehabilita­
tion to overcome the handicap of 
his disability.

His Message to Exiles
L e a a o n  f o r  A p r i l  1 1 ,  1 9 4 8

Continuing the theme of last
Sunday's lesson, we go further 
into the ministry of Ezekiel as
God’s messenger to a people in ex­
ile. For this Sunday we 

have chapters 18 
and 34, and por­
tions of the 36th 
and 37th chapteri.

The 18th chapter 
opens with a re­
vealing rebuke to 
Ezekiel. God tells 
him expressly that 
he is not to say any 
mors to the Jews 
that ‘‘the fathers

Dr. Newtsn have e«t*n sour 
grapes, and the 

children’s teeth are set on edge. As 
I live, saith the Lord God, ye shall 
not have occasion any more to use 
this proverb in Isreal. Behold, all
souls are mine.” And then God
adds, "The soul that sinneth, it shall
die."

GOD? LOVE AND CARE
All through these chapters in

Sunday’s lesson, two solemn truths 
appear— God’s love for his people, 
manifest in unwearied care; and 
the responsibility of each soul for 
the sin which such commits against 
God.

This truth, or these truths, I 
should say, are equally applicabk- 
for us today. As Ezekiel was sent 
to remind the people of God's 
love and care, so must we, early 
in our youth, accept the responsi­
bility of accepting his love or re­
jecting his love.

We cannot claim his care if  we 
despise his will. That is the mes- 
s^re of Ezekiel for us.

WHAT GOD IS LIK E

Nowhere in the Old Testament 
is the love of God more manifest 
and compelling than in Ezekiel 
34:11-27. 1 hope that you will 
open your Bible to this passage. 
Here the Bible speaks in words 
that burn with the compassionate 
love of God for sinful souls.

“ I will both search my sheep, 
and seek them out. As u shephei d 
seektth out his flock in the day 
that he is aiflong his sheep that 
are scattered'; so will 1 seek out 
my sheep, and 1 will deliver them 
out of all places where they have 
been scattered in the cloudy and 
dark day. . .And 1 will bring them 
to their own land, and feed them 
upon the mountains o f Israel by 
the rivers.”

One is reminded here of Jesus, 
when he said, “ For the Son of 
man is come to seek and to save 
that which was lost.”

A NEW HEART

A new heart also will I give 
you, and a new spirit will I put 
within you,” Ezekiel 36:26.

Here, we have, perhaps, the 
sublimest sentence in the prophecy 
of Ezekiel. God is speaking. Ezek­
iel is merely the messenger —  the 
voice, as John the Baptist delight­
ed to describe himself.

Ezekiel has faithfully declared 
that each individual is responsible 
unto God, and ju st as faithfully 
he has proclaimed God's love and 
care, and now he adds the third 
great truth, namely, that God waits 
to bestow the new heart and the 
new spirit to every repentant soul.

A new heart and a new spirit. 
That is what the Jew s needed. That 
is what the world needs today—  
a new heart and a new spirit. On­
ly God could give a new heart then 
and only God can make such gift 
today.

EZ EK IEL'S M ESSAGE FOR US

Would we listen to Ezekiel to- j 
day? He has the message* we need | 
above all other words that may j 
be spoken. He called the Jews to j 
repentence of sin. That is what 
America needs today. Boys and 
girls need it. Men and women need | 
it. And ju st as God waited pa­
tiently to bestow the new heart I 
and spirit to Israel in the long ago 
so does he wait to grant us today 
a new heart and a new spirit.

His church are made evident by 
this figure.

First, we are told that the way 
to enter this body is not through 
any effort of our own, but through 
the power of the Third Person of 
the Trinity. "F or by one Spirit 
are we all baptized into one body” 
(I Cor. 12 :13). When a person 
receives Jesus Christ as Saviour, 
he is born of God, and is made 
a member of this spiritual body 
of Christ through the agency of 
the Holy Spirit.

This figure also speaks of the 
authority of Christ as Head over 
the body. We are told He is “head 
over all things to the church, which 
is his body” (Eph. 1:22, 23 ). 
There is certainly no place in the 
church for human “bosses.” Christ 
is the true authority and the! 
church should receive its direc-l 
tions from Him.

The picture of the head and the! 
body illustrates the fact that each 
Christian, no matter how g rea t: 
or how humble, has his place of 
service, working in unity with the I 
rest of God’s people (I Cor. 12:-i 
12-27). The figure also indicates! 
very clearly the wonderful fel-| 
lowship that should exist between : 
Christ, the Head, and His own,! 
who are the members of the body. |

But it is sadly true that mem- j 
hers of a body sometimes become 
disordered and fail to fulfill their! 
proper function. So Christians are i 
exhorted to endeavor “to keep the j 
unity o f the Spirit in the bond of! 
peace" (Eph. 4 :3 ) . In the same' 
chapter, the apostle tells us that 1 
as the members walk in obedience 1 
to the head, the body will “ make j 
increase,” that is, grow and thrive. |
