Grow Your Own Fish 
by the Acre, County 
Agent Burkett Says

Ever go fishing and wonder if 
there were really any fish in the 
lake or if you were just* going 
on a boat ride with a fishing pole
in you1- hand? Raise your own, 
ays Ji Burkett, county agent. 

There are ten state fish hatcheries 
undei the direction of the Texas 
Fish, Game, and Oyster Commis­
sion of Austin, and nine federal 
hatcheries produce tingerling fish 
for lake and pond owners through­
out the state.

Applications for fish may be 
made during the year to Game, 
Fist, and Oyster Commission, Aus­
tin. Texas.’ All applications re­
ceived up to August 1 o f any 
year are usually processed after 
that time, and at a time when the 
-mall fish are abou fingerling si-»'.

Many Texas pond-owners are 
now Blinking o f producing pounds 
o f fish in acres o f water in a like 
manner to the production of b ee ft 
on acres of land. An acre pond, 
properly managed, will furnish: 
the average family with an ade­
quate supply o f fish meat the year 
round. There is lots o f tun and 
recreation connected with the har- 
ve-t of the fish crop too.

Fish require plenty of food, and 
the best source o f food is to raise 
it l ight in the pond where the iish 
live. Tiny plain.- and animals in 
the pond, commonly referred to 
as “ the bloom" or the plankton, 
make up the main diet of fish. 
Therefore, the amount o f plankton 
in the water will determine the 
number of fish present'; likewise, 
the amount of plankton is depen­
dent on the fertilization program 
of the lake. A good fertilizer pro­
gram should be earned on each 
vear, and three months is all the 
time needed for this program. 
Make up a mixture of 400 pounds 
of cottonseed meal and 200 pounds 
of 20 per cent acid phosphate for 
each acre o f pond area. Broad­
cast 300 pounds of this fertilizer 
mixture around the edge o f the 
pond in the early spring, and at 
30 dav intervals apply 100 pounds 
until all of the fertilizer has been 
applied.

\ well managed pond also 
means a well fished pond. One o f 
the greatest troubles in farm pond 
management is overstocking. Bal­
anced stocking should be practiced 
in order to help maintain the bal­
ance through the years. Your 
hatchery will assist by sending 
the proper kinds and numbers of 
fish for your particular pond, and 
the county agent can help you m 
properly stocking and managing 
your fish pond.

With a good farm pond, the 
farmer can practice conservation 
o f fish, and at the same time pro­
vide kiaawlf and the family with
recreation.

State General Fund 
Balance at New All 
Time High April 6

150,301,231.00 is now the 
amount o f surplus cash in the 
General Fund, according to a 
statement released April *5.

A fter the first o f September the 
hnlance in the fund went down 
slightly each month until March. 
The last raise in the price of crude 
oil reached the fund in the form 
of taxes snd reversed the down­
ward trend. Geo. H. Sheppard. 
State Comptroller, predicts that 
the balance in General Revenue 
will continue to rise.

Spending from all funds for 
fiscal operations has now dropped 
seven million per month behind 
receipts.

Motor F'uel Tax fell behind the 
same month a year ago for the 
first time in over a year. Sheppard 
does not think this is an indication 
of a reversal in our prosperity 
but is explained by the bad weath­
er during February.

The school funds o f the state 
are being added to in increasing 
amounts from Oil Royalties, Leases 
and Bonuses. In fact the prosper­
ous condition o f Texas fiscal af­
fairs and the optimistic outlook 
are primarily a result o f the pros­
perity o f the Oil and Allied busi­
nesses.

Parents Warned to 
Immunize Children 
Against Diphtheria

Austin, Texas. —  It is a trag­
edy that Texas parents continue 
to allow their babies to suffer 
and die from that painful and 
killing disease diphtheria. This is 
the opinion o f i>r. Geo. \\. Cox, 
State Health Officer, who says 
“ It i< up to the parents. I f  they 
protect their children with immu­
nization, they need not have diph­
theria."

Dr. Cox said that it is amazing 
that this disease should be allow­
ed to take its toll o f young lives 
when it can be entirely stamped 
out by proper immunization. Vet 
in the past week, 33 cases were 
reported in this state.

"Babies should be immunized by 
the age o f eight or nine months," 
Dr. Cox advised. Authorities on 
the care of infants recommend a 
first dose by the age of eight or 
nine months, and sometimes as 
early as six months. A second dose 
is usually given later.”

To maintain complete immunity. 
Dr. Cox said that a reinforcing 
«lose of toxoid is advised when a 
. hild is old enough to enter school 
,f a Schick test reveals the need 
of one. Children who have never 
been immunized certainly should 
h<‘ protected without any further 
delay, the State Health Officer 
declared, and added that it is the 
responsibility of the parents to 
save the lives o f their children.

The 1948 potato crop will be 
government supported at a basic 
price o f $2.65 a hundred pounds, 
for No. 1 grade.

Weekly Sermon
The Brodegrocm and the Bride

by G. Coleman Luck, Moody Bi­
ble Institute, Chicago.

The second great figure used 
in the New Ttestament to illus­
trate the relationship between 
Christ and the church is that o f 
the bridegroom and the bride. This 
figure looks perhaps more to the 
future than any o f the others. In 
the Old Testament, the nation 
Israel is 'pictured as the “ w ife”  o f 
Jehovah, hut sad to say, as an un­
faithful wife (Jer. 3:1). But the 
present illustration is very d iffer­
ent. Here we have the picture of 
a bridegroom and a bride. “ He 
that hath the bride is the bride­
groom” (John 3:29). In this in­
stance the bride is spoken o f as 
“ a chaste virgin”  ( I I  Cor. 11:2».

The printipal passage concern­
ing this figure is to be found in 
Ephesians 5:31-33. Notice several 
beautiful comparisons brought out 
there. First, it speaks o f the head­
ship o f Christ. As “ the husband 
is the head o f the w ife,”  so “ Christ 
is the head o f the church." Re­
member the husband is “ head" of 
the wife, not as a cruel taskmas­
ter, nor as a “ boss,”  but as the 
leader in a wonderful partnership.

Then we find that the illustra­
tion speaks pre-eminently o f the 
love of Christ for His own. “ Christ 
loved the church, and gave him­
self for it." Even as a true hus­
band loves his wife, so Christ loves 
the church, and has proved that 
love by giving Himself for our 
sins on the cross.

We find too, that our Lord is 
preparing the bride for a glorious 
wedding. He is sanctifying and

The Return From Exile
Lesson for April 18, 1948

COWPER’S lines come to mind 
as we study the dramatic re­

turn of the Jews from their exile 
in Babylon to Jerusalem in the 
first year of the reign of Cyrus, 
king of Persia, 536 B. C.:

“ God moves in a mysterious way 
His wonders to perform;

He plants his footsteps in the sea 
And rides upon the storm."

And yet it is not 
altogether strange, 
for if you will 
turn to Jeremiah 
29:4-14, you will 
find a prophecy 
given 50 years be­
fore the event that 
t h i s  very thing 
would occur.

There were two 
other deportations 
of the Jews from 
Babylon, prior to 
the incident in our 

lesson—the return led by Daniel, 
606 B. C., and the one led by Eze­
kiel, 597 B. C.

PROCLAMATION OF CYRUS

THE proclamation of Cyrus, 
Ezra 1:1-5, records the happy 

word to the Jews that they would
not only return, but that the tem­
ple would be rebuilt. Cyrus call­
ed upon all the people who would 
to make offerings hy which the 
temple might be restored. Cyrus 
was acting under divine impulse 
in this gracious and generous proc­
lamation.

“ The Lord God o f heaven hath 
given me all the kingdoms o f the 
eurth: and he hath charged me to 
build him an house at Jerusalem, 
which is in Judah,”  said Cyrus, 
Ezra 1:2.

Fifty thousand Jews, their 
hearts rejoicing at the thought of 
returning to the land o f their 
fathers, set out on the trek of 
600 miles, laden with gifts from 
the Persians for the restoration 
o f the temple in Jerusalem. They 
could now sing the song o f the 
Lord, and no longer did their harps 
hang silently on the willow trees.

THE DECREE OF ARTAXERXES

The fourth chapter o f Ezra 
brings us to the halting o f the 
work on the temple, after they had 
raised the magnificent sum of ap­
proximately $400,000, and had j 
laid the foundation for the tem- j 
pie. with imposing ceremonies.

This delay was occasioned by 
the jeolousy o f the Samaritans 
who went to Artaxerxes, through 
employed counsel, and convinced 
him that it would be dangerous 
to allow these Jews to rebuild 
Jerusalem. At first, the Samaritans 
proposed that the Jews let them 
use the temple in joint worship, 
but the Jews feared the Samari­
tans and refused their offer, it 
was then that the Samaritans e f­
fected the delay in the building 
o f the temple by the space o f 14 
years. Meanwhile, the Jews went j 
forwatd with the building o f their’ 
homes and re-establishing them 
selves and their civilization in 
Jerusalem.

STICKING TO ONE’S PURPOSE

We come now to the part Hag- 
gai played in summoning the Jews 
to their duty and obligation to | 
God to restore the temple. It was 
in the second year o f the reign 
o f Darids that Haggai received 
the word of the Lord. “ Is it time 
for you, O ye, to dwell in ycur 
ceiled houses, and this house lie 
waste? Now therefore thus saith I 
the Lord o f hosts. Consider your |

"cleansing the church. How is this | 
cleansing brought about? “ By the 
Word.” God’s Word should have I 
a cleansing effect u îon our lives 
as we read and put it into prav-1 
tice.

Finally, we are told that some I 
day He will "p r^en t it to himself I 
a glorious church.” A t the time 
chosen by the Father, perhaps not 
far hence, our Lord will call His 
own to be with Him forever, and | 
then will come the glorious con­
summation o f all these things. I 
Read of this in Revelation 19. 
Will you be present then to enjoy I 
these Wonderful blessings? Trust I 
Christ as your Saviour now, so | 
that you may spend a joyful eter-j 
mty with Him.
