The Crowell High School base­
ball team dr» ,»p< d its second game 
of the season to the Archer City 
Wildcats last Tuesday afternoon 
at Archer City by the score of 
7 to 3. The Crowell boys placed 
more men on the bases than Arch­
er City did but their inability t*» 
hit in the pinches cost them th • 
game. Crowell went into the lead 
,n the first inning by making two 
-cores and was leading three to 
nothing until the third innine- 
Archer City scored two runs on an 
error and another on a hit in that 
inning. The score remained tied 
until the last half of the sixth 
when a walk, and two Archer City 
boys getting hit hy pitched ball- 
filled the bases. One error and a 
timely hit by Patrick, short stop 
for Archer City, resulted in four 
runs.

Clifford Ohr continued to pitch 
good ball, but he was no more 
effective than Powell was for 
Archer City. Both boys allowed 
only seven hits, but Crowell’s three 
errors were much more costly than 
the three committed by the Arch­
er City boys. Dale Everson and 
hob Edwards were the only Cro­
well boys that were able to con­
nect for extra-base hits. Patrick 
was the only Archer City boy to 
hit for ex**'a bases. All three of 
these hoys hit doubles.

Battleship Texas Headed Home; 
Admiral Nimitz Will Present the
Vessel to Governor Jester April 21

■* finally headed home, aceord- 
ng to a special from Houston.

She has waited for more than 
two years at the Portsmouth Navy 
.aids, Norfolk, Vn.. for that final 
• ca voyage, and on March 15 Navy 
in. - were to begin towing her out 

to sea, down the East Coast, and 
home to Texas.

The big question now is what 
will happen to her once she gets 
to the Lone Star State and starts 
up the Houston ship channel to 
the San Jacinto Battlegrounds.

A total of $40,000 is still nee»l- 
cd to cover the costs of berthing 
the vessel, it has been reported 
hy Lloyd C. Gregory, chairman 
of the Battleship Tc no Commis­
sion. Mr. Gregory urges that every 
Texan join in one final effort to 
rsise the money needed. Contri­
butions are to be sent to Allan 
H. King, Treasurer, Battleship 
Texas Fund, Citizens State Bank, 
Houston, Texas.

Meanwhile, preparations for re­
ceiving the man-o’-war are under­
way. Fleet Adm. Chester W. Nim­
itz will personally present the ship 
to Governor Beauford Jester for 
the state of Texas at San Jacinto, j 
April 21 —  San .Jacinto Day. The 
presentation will take place at the 
battleground in a colorful cere-1 
mony which will he attended by i 
a host of high naval officials and! 
civic leaders.

Lloyd Gregory announced re­
ceipt of a telegram from Secretary 
of the Navy John L. Sullivan ad­
vising him that the native Texan 
strategist of the Pacific Fleet, 
Admiral Nimitz, will come to Tex-, 
as for the occasion.

With him will be Assistant Sec­
retary of the Navy Mark Edwin 
Andrew, native of Houston, who 
was a naval captain during World 
War II and Adm. Louis E. Den- 
feld, chief of naval operations.

Mr. Gregory said the presenta­
tion would take place shortly be­
fore noon San Jacinto Day.

The ship should reach the bat­
tle}*; ounds about April 10. It will 
be permanently berthed in a slip 
to I e dug near the ship channel 
in the western section of the bat- 
ib-ground, almost directly north 
of the San Jacinto Inn. 
Gregory said the commission had 

een able to save about $ 12.000 
of the dredging costs through an 
arrangement with J .  B. Hine of 
Syracuse*. N. Y., a former Hous­
tonian, who owns land adjoining 
the battleground. Mr. Hine agreed 
to let the contractor pour the silt 
dredged from the slip on u 219- 
.\cie tract, free of charge. There 
will be about 250,000 cubic yards 
of silt, and at five cents a cubic 
yard, the amount usually charged, 
.his would have amounted to $ 12,- 
500 but for the generous agree­
ment by Mr. Hine.

T ointing out the need for im­
mediately raising the $40.000 still 
needed, Mr. Gregory issued an 
appeal to civic and patriotic or­
gan izttions, schools, and all others 
to help raise the money.

Rev. Liu has taught »chool at 
one of the colleges in China f**r 
the past ten years and plans t* 
go back as an instructor of the 
School of Theology as soon as he 
has completed his course here.

It will he a privilege for mem­
bers of these churches to hear 
first hand information regarding 
the nation of China. Rev. Liu 
spends each week-end visiting in 
the Methodist churches through­
out Texas, which is educational 
as well as inspirational for hun­
dreds of people.

Oldest Pioneers 
Dies Suddenly

Funeral for G. W . 
Harrell Held on 
Tuesday Afternoon
G. W. (Bud) Harrell, one of 

the oldest pioneers of Foard Coun­
ty, passed away at the home of 
his daughter, Mi- Roy F* :. about 
four miles northeast of Crowell, 
where he hail gone to spend Eas­
ter, at an early hour on Monday 
morning, March 29. He had been 
in apparent good health, though 
feeble, until stricken with a he irt 
attack while walking in the yard. 
He had made his home with Mr. 
and Mrs. Wallace Hazelwood in 
Crowell for about ten years.

Funeral services were held at 
the First Baptist Church in Cro­
well Tuesday afternoon, March 
39, at 3 o’clock, conducted by Rev. 
N. B. Moon, pastor of the church. 
A special musical number was a 
duet, ‘"Beyond The Sunset, ren­
dered by Mrs. W. F. Statser and 
Mrs. Homer Zeibig. They were 
accompanied by Mrs. N. B. Moon, 
who also played for the choir 
soags.

Interment was made in the Cro­
well cemetery under the direction 
of the Womack Funeral Home.

Mr. Harrell is survived by one 
daughter, Mrs. Fox; one step-son, 
Dempsey Wright of Oklahoma 
City; eleven grandchildren; nine 
great grandchildren; two nephews 
and one niece ami a ho.-t of friends.

“Uncle” Bud Harrell, he was 
familiarly called, was born in 
Louisiana on .March 1, ls57. He 
came to Texas when about twelve 
years old and began to work l or  
the late Tom Waggoner in Hen­
derson County. He was married 
to Mrs. Annie Wright in 1 nacKer- 
ville, Okla., on Dec. 21, ls^ i. They 
moved to w hat is now Foard Coun­
ty in 1885 where he worked as a 
cowboy for many years. Mrs. Har­
rell died on Juiy 4 , 1934.

Mr. Harrell had resided in this 
vicinity since 1885 and has been 
ulen titled with the progress of 
Foard County in many ways. He 
was one of tne oldest citi.cns of 
the county and nad resided nere 
pe: haps as long as auy one. He 
was converted m young manhood 
aiul had been a menioer oi tne 
baptist Churc-n for more tnan fif­
ty years. He had lived an exem­
plary Christian lite, always stand­
ing ior nnat ne deemed right and 
was a friend to ail.

Mrs. Halbert told 
of many reforms brought about 
by the cooperative efforts of the 
small community of Pilot KnoD, 
all of which were brought about 
through the efforts and foresight 
of one woman, a woman who re­
fused to acknowledge iailure.

John Steinbeck and Robert Cap­
a's trip to Russia with the purpose 
of observing the private life of 
the average Russian was discussed 
by Mrs. Jay Barker. One of the 
first oddities observed was the 
presence of women among the 
unskilled laborers. Many were ob­
served carrying loads which would 
prove staggering to an untrained 
man. The effect of a communis­
tic government was obvious, for 
all were equally ragged, well dress­
ed women on the street were miss­
ing entirely. One had no more or 
less than her neighbor. Women 
of the U. S. S. R. have the women 
of America pictured as being over­
dressed, over painted and overly 
lazy.

They 
have as much misinformation 
about the women of America as 
the vromen of America have about 
them.

Veterans News
Veterans needlessly take the 

chance of losing their money and 
their insurance protection when 
they mail cash to pay premiums 
on National Service Life Insur­
ance policies, the Veterans Ad­
ministration warned.

A number of NSLI policyholders 
continue to send cash to the VA 
Branch Office at 1114 Commerce 
Street, Dallas, Texas, for premi­
um payments. Early this month, 
an eastern VA Branch Office re­
ceived an envelope with $1,700 
in $100 bills to be applied to the 
veteran’s insurance account.

VA pointed out that a veteran, 
making his insurance payments in 
cash through ordinary mail, has 
no way to prove he made the pay­
ment in the e\ent it fails to reach 
VA. Failure to receive the money 
leaves VA no choice but to lapse 
the policy.

Veterans are urged to use money 
orders, postal notes (with the re­
verse side tilled out in full), or 
checks for NSLI premium pay­
ments, and also to use the yellow 
envelopes furnished by \ A in 
mailing the payments to the In­
surance Service in the Dallas 
Branch Office.

Housing costs must be reduced : 
if builders hope to continue serv­
ing the veterans’ market, Thomas 
B. King, director of the Veterans 
Administration loan guarantee 
service, has informed the National 
Association of Home Builders.

“The variance between the 
prices currently being paid by 
veterans’ families and the prices 
which can be afforded on the av­
erage’’ indicate that “the bottom 
of the barrel is being approached,’’ 
he said.

Nearly one-third of all patients 
in Veterans Administration Hos­
pitals take part in sports activi­
ties, many of which have been 
adapted to the limitations of vet­
erans’ disabilities.

Supplies of scrap for the steel furnaces are critically 
low. The furnaces thrive on a diet of about equal 
portions of pig iron and scrap. More scrap is urgently 
needed, if there is to be enough steel for making 
farm implements and countless other products. 
More than three million tons of steel scrap lie idle

on America's farms, according to the latest esti­
mates— scrap that only litters up the place, scrap 
that is wasted where it is. How much is there en 
votir farm? How about the old car body, that 
rusted cultivator, those old plow bottoms, discarded 
tools? Every bit helps — and it is needed now.

Emphasis Placed on 
Reading Labels on 
Drugs and Medicines

Austin, Texas. "Too much em- 
I ha.-i- cannot be placed upon the 
need for leading labels on drugs 

! and medicines before taking 
! them," says Pr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
I Health Officer. “Frequent iwports 
are received of accidents, some 
of them fatal, affecting people 
who have formed the hazardous 
habit of taking medicines without 
carefully reading the labels."

Equally dangerous is the habit 
of taking medicine after the di­
rections on the label have become 
obliterated, which many people 
do, thinking that they can remem­
ber what the bottle contained. 
Reaching for a bottle and taking 
medicine in the dark is another 
dangerous practice. It is impor­
tant to remember that the law re­
quires labels to be attached to 
drugs and medicines in order to 
protect the public.

Ur. Cox urges people to follow 
the simple rule of reading th'e la­
bel before using anything from 
a carton or bottle, either as food 
or as medicine. In brief, his ad­
vice to the public is: "B e sure 
you know what you are taking, 
and when in doubt, DON'T TAKE 
IT,”

COLD AND COVERED

Cold and covered is the best 
way to keep eggs fresh and in 
prime condition for eating, was 
the information Miss Louise Ma­
son extension food preparation 
specialist of Texas A & M College 
received front USDA home econo­
mists.

The quicker eggs are placed in 
the refrigerator, the better they 
will be when used. Experiments 
have shown that eggs at room tem­
perature have lost as much fresh­
ness in three days as they would 
in two weeks if put in the refrig­
erator.

There are two good reasons for 
keeping them covered in the re- 
frijrerator, says Miss Mason. One 
is to keep them from losing mois­
ture through their porous shell 
in the dry atmosphere of the re-

Ezekiel reminded the people 
that he had been sent from God 
i s a watchman, and he told them 
what terrible responsibility wa 
upon him in wurning them to re­
pent anti return unto God.

If the watchmen faithfully warn 
the people, and they refuse to heed 
the warning, their blood will not 
be on his hands; but if he fails 
to warn the people, their blood 
will be on his hands.
