A storm of public opinion now 
brewing may sweep the unsightly
billboard or advertising sign from the 
roadside of main thoroughfares in 
this country I p to this turn* trn»\ 
have been multiplying in numbers, 
but there are indications that the 
public is soon to register a protest 
that will go far to abolition of these 
.•vesores and vision breakers.

The roadside signboard has a ce r ­
tain advertising value and the p u b ­
lic neither envies the advertiser tor 
hi- profit nor does it desire to deprive 
the advertiser of any business ad ­
vantage, but the highway.- are pri 
trurily for the benefit and pleasure 
of the people and the advertising 
sign detracts from those benefits and 
pleasures.

Motorists find the poster-board 
obnoxious for the three reasons that 
it mars the landscape, obstructs the 
views of the > enery and creates a 
traffic  hazard by interference with 
the vision of the driver. All are suf 
ficientl.v valid reason» why the a d ­
vertising -ign should be prohibited 
along the main highways.

In the early day- of the automobile 
the roadside poster-board was limited 
to circus posters on barn broadsides 
and motorists never dreamed of  them 
hi a future problem of highway a d ­
ministration. Public opinion then 
could not have been molded against 
the signboard. Today it i- molding 
itself and may strike any time.

When the advertiser find- that his 
signboards are distasteful to the pub­
lic he will not vva't. if he is wise, un ­
til the passage of legislation before 

i .m  ves them.

TURKEYS IN INCREASE

Lovers i f turkeys for the Thank- 
giving Day dinner will read with 
pleasure that th. turkey crop this 
y,.ar is excellent, and a larger pro­
duction exists than last year. This 
word comes from the departm ent of 
;ig r> ill!urc. which sti.ti s that (he 
production is increased nine per cent 
over last year.

The increase is noted in all »1 the ,  
loading states that raise turkeys, but 
tin largest increases are in the east­
ern and southeastern states.

The bulletin from the department 
d, c- not make any a t tem pt to esti­
mate the price for Thanksgiving tu r ­
keys but the history of these things 
usually reveals that the price is not 
regulated by the production but by 
the appetite.
