J. W. Babb, 78, who operated 

dry goods stores In and around 
Abilene for 51 years, died of a 
heart attack at his home at 3 
p. m. Tuesday. Mr. Babb oper­
ated a store in Clyde until the 
first part of this year.

Born Dec. 12, 1878 in Arkan­
sas, he married Pearl Hunter in 
Santa Anna Oct. 2, 1900.

The couple continued to live 
there, and he opened his first 
store there in 1902. In 1905 he 
moved to Winters, opening a 
store there. Around 1919 he mov­
ed to Cisco, operating a  store 
there and In Eastland.

Mr. Babb moved to Abilene In 
1921 to open the LaMode, his 
first store In Abilene. At this 
time he also had an interest In 
the already existing Babb Dry 
Ooods Co. owned by his brother 
W. P. Babb.

He closed the LaMode about 
1929, and afterwards had stores 
In Memphis and Hamlin.antf had 
an Interest in a wholesale un­
derwear manufacturing com­
pany In Greenville.

During all this -.time his per­
manent home was Abilene, and 
he reopened a business called 
Babb’s Men’s and Boy’s Store In 
1944. He was forced to sell this 
In 1953 due to 111 health. He 
opened at store in Clyde and 
operated It until recently.

Mr. Babb was an active mem­
ber of the Methodist Church, 
Mason, a Knight of Pythias, and 
was active In Chamber of Com­
merce work.

If an area (rural or non-ru- 
ral) being served by a  Co-op la 
annexed by an Incorporated city 
or town in which central station 
service is supplied by the muni­
cipality or by a. public utility 
located there, the Co-op can 
continue to serve those: persona 
who were members on the data 
of annexation.

Persons in such an area who 
were not members on the annex­
ation date may become members 
of the Co-op and thereafter re­
ceive service, if they cannot get 
electric service otherwise — 
through the municipality or a  
public utility.

Further, even though c e n tra l. 
station service Is now available, 
persons living in an Incorpora­
ted or unincorporated city o r 
town (rural or non-rural) who 
have been receiving electricity 
from a Co-op can continue to  
avail themselves of Co-op ser­
vice, provided central station 
service was not available to them 
when they began to purchase 
from the Co-op.

In addition, as in the past, Co­
ops may furnish electric service 
to persons in rural areas who 
are not receiving central station 
service.

The Co-ops have always been 
authorized to furnish wiring fa­
cilities and electrical or plumb­
ing equipment to their members 
in addition to electricity. House 
Bill 547 continues this authority 
and extends lt to cover persons 
in annexed areas who are auth­
orized to receive electrical ser­
vice.

NEW LAW AFFECTS 
ELECTRIC CO-OPS

Under some conditions inhabi­
tants of cities and towns can 
avail themselves of the services 
of rural Electric Co-operatives, 
according to a law passed by the 
Fifty -Fifth Legislature.

As the name Implies, these Co. 
ops are made up of customers 
and furnish services to their 
members on a cooperative basis. 
Persons residing in' rural areas 
and unable to cbtain electrical 
service from public utilities or 
municipally-owned plants (cen­
tral stations) have been able to 
purchase electricity through 
such co-ops for a number of 
years. However, there has been 
some argument about non-rural 
customers.

Sometimesjniral areas served 
by a  jjo-our become non-rural.

So far, Aslan Influenza, which 
is really a  new strain of a virus 
type well known to laboratory 
technicians, has been compara­
tively mild. This very fact has 
caused many people to ask why 
so much noise is being made 
about lt. There are several good 
answers.

First, even mild influenza can 
be disabling for four or five 
days, followed by a  period of 
lassitude a n d  weakness. If 
enough people are stricken a t 
the same time, as in an epidemic, 
medical care facilities may be 
overtaxed and vital community 
services may break down. These 
possibilities may be averted by 
forewarning and careful plann­
ing: :

Second, Influenza is alw&ys 
unpredictable. Cases are fre­
quently complicated by bacter­
ial Infections. And, even when 
uncomplicated, the illness has a 
particularly dangerous Impact 
on persons suffering from heart' 
ailments or other chronic dis­
eases.

Experience has shown th a t 
the average period of local epi­
demic is about four weeks, but 
80 per cent of those who become 
111 do so within a  period of about 
two weeks. Frequently whole 
families get sick a t  the same 
time so thrfre is no one to care 
for the sick, to fix meals, or 
look after family affairs.

The unusual features associa­
ted with Aslan Influenza has re­
kindled Interest in events Just 
preceding the world-wide'epi­
demic in 1918-1919. I t  started 
in Western Europe in 1918, and 
by August had spread into Scan­
dinavia and the Orient. By Oc­
tober mose of the United States 
was involved.

In  January and February of 
1919, the lepidemic Intensified 
and mortality rates rose sharply, 
Before lt  was over it  had killed 
more than  800,000 people in the 
United States alone.
/ Fortunately, with modem epi­
demiology' and laboratohr tech­
nics, we are in a  better position 
today to cope with the situation. 
Too, for th e 'f irs t  time In his­
tory this nation is in  the unique 
position of having already begun 
production of a  vaccine before 
an anticipated epidemic actual­
ly struck. Six durg houses have 
been licensed to produce the 
vaccine and are working on 
around-the-clock schedule. Vac­
cine will be released to states on 
the basis of' population as lt  
becomes available.

Naw Patrolman 
Needed By DPS
Higher pay, better training 

and more opportunities were 
featured items In the Texas De­
partm ent of Public Safety's bid 
this week for more than a  hun­
dred new patrolmen.

The state police openings were 
announced by Col. Homer Oar- 

. rison, Jr., department director, 
as the first drive for additional 
manpower under the new re­
gional operational system, and 
since departmental pay .raises 
went Into effect.'

The patrolmen Jobs will fill 
vacancies in four functions of 
the department — Driver Licen­
se, Highway Patrol, Motor Vehi­
cle Inspection and Licence and 
Weight. Applicants may indicate 
the Job they prefer.

Garrison said many favorable 
features are now available to 
new members of the DPS that 
were not enjoyed previously.

Under the new system, train­
ees will draw 3300 per month 
while attending school a t the 
DP8 Training Academy In Aus­
tin. They will get automatic pay 
raises a t the completion of their 
training period.' New employees 
will receive thorough training In 
most every function conducted 
by the Texas DPS, qualifying 
them for Immediate transfers 
and promotions to other posi­
tions outside their regular func­
tion. The length of training has 
been extended for personnel and 
additional subjects have been 
Included In the training pro­
gram. Graduates will be among 
the best trained law enforcement 
officers In the nation.

Hundreds of applicants from 
qualified men between 21 and 
35 years of age will be accept­
ed until Oct. 10 a t the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety in 
Austin.

Employers Reminded 
Of Duty To Workers
Employers of farm workers 

were reminded of their responsi­
bilities under the Insurance pro­
visions of the Social Security 
Act by C. M. Vaden, Jr„ Field 
Representative of the Abilene 
Social Security office.

Anyone who is employed to do 
farm work.Is covered by the so­
cial security law If he; (1) re­
ceives wages of $150 or more 
from any agricultural employer 
In a year, or (2) works on 20 or 
more days In a* year where his 
wages are figured on a time ba­
sis such as by the hour, or the 
day, rather than on a piece­
work basis such as by the row, 
or the hundred pounds.

According to Vaden. the crew

leader who furnishes and pays 
the workers In his crew Is al­
ways the employer, unless the 
farmer and the crew leader have 
agreed In writing th a t the crew 
leader Is thb farmer’s employee. 
When there Is such a written 
agreement, the members of the 
crew, as well as the crew leader, 
are the farmer’s employees.

The employer of farm workers 
should: (1) keep a  record of 
each worker’s name, social se­
curity number, and the amount 
each one earns, and (2) arrange 
to pay the social security tax of 
4*4% of the total covered wages; 
one half of the taxes may be 
deducted from the worker's pay. 
The taxes are payable to the 
Director of Internal Revenue In 
January of each year.

I t Is from these annual re­
ports which are filed by crew 
leaders and farm operators th a t 
workers receive credit for their 
earnings. These wage credits are 
the basis for a  worker's retire­
ment income in his older years, 
or income to his family If he 
should die,".'Vaden explained.

Crew leaders; farmers, apd 
their hired workers may get so­
cial security numbers or infor­
mation about the insurance 
from the Abilene Social Security 
office. Additional information 
about social security taxes may 
be obtained from the Director 
of Internal Revenue.
