POINSETT1A FOR 
NEXT CHRISTMAS

When the poinsettia plant loses t 
1 its leaves after being on display 1 
during the holidays, many of us | 
suppose that the plant is dead ' 
and throw it away. The plant is , 
merely going into its resting pe- | 
riod, and it can be preserved to j 
bloom again next Christmas.

When the red leaves drop off, 
set, the plant in a cool place and 

oil in the pot dry out. j 
Water the plant sparingly, using ! 
barely enough water to keep it 1 
alive, for about three months.

As soon as danger of frost i- 
over, cut the stalks back to a 
height of I to S inches and re­
pot the plant, shake the old soil 
from the roots and placing it in 
a pet .iust large enough to hold 
the roots without crowding them. 
Limbs that are trimmed off may­
be used for new plants. A soil 
mixture of two parts good garden 
loam, one part leafmold and one 
part well roted manure is rec- 

After repotting, set 
the plant in a warm, light place 
and water it just enough to keep ; 
the soil moist, but never soggy.

When the weather is warm in 
the spring you can set the plant ! 
on the ground outdoors where it

The authority of our Lord shows 
here in three different ways:

I. He Commands (vv. 1-8). I 
He was neither host nor was '

he the one charged with responsi­
bility for the serving, but when , 
the time came for him to do his ; 
mighty act the servants were | 
ready to obey that admonition of 
his mother and do what he said.

Mary may have had some re- 1 
sponsihility for serving the guests. ; 
Why then had she not looked to ' 
the supply of wine? Apparently 
“he who knew of what had taken i 
place at the baptism of Jesus and ' 
immediately after, and having in 
her heart the memory of what oc- ! 
curred at his birth (Luke 2 :14), \ 
thought it time for him to do 1 
some great miracle.

He was indeed ready to do so, 
but in his own way. “What is j 
that to thee?" in verse 4 really 
carries the meaning: “This is a j 
matter which I must care for in i 
my own way,’’ and he did.

We do well to seek grace to bo 
like the servants who did what 
the Lord commanded, even though 
it did not seem to he a sensible so­
lution to fill the jars with water. , 
Obedience without hesitation and 
without question is the price of . 
blessing!

II. He Creates (vv, 9-11).
The act of creation was already

done, but now the fact came to 
light. He had changed the water 
into wine, the juice of the grape. 
This was not a case of adding 
something or diluting the remain­
ing wine. Here the water, as he 
decreed it even without the use of 
a spoken word, was no longer here, 
but the best of wine.

Jesus was and is the Creator. He 
was present at the beginning of 
nil things (note the “let us” in 
(Jen. 1 :26). and it is declared that 
“by him were all things created" 
(Col. 1:16. 17). In fact, “without 
him was not anything made’’ (John 
1:3).

What he created was good, so 
good in fact, that the one in 
charge of the feast remarked 
about it. The Lord never does 
anything bv halves, nor in a care­
less or defective way. He made 
a great quantity of wine (prob­
ably more than 100 gallons) and 
it was of the greatest excellency.

Some would read verse 10 as 
though our Lord were here helping 
along a drunken wedding party, 
but of course, that is not true. 
The steward was simply recogniz­
ing the ordinary rule of serving 
whereby one uses the best one has 
until there is no more like it, then 
takes the inferior provision. To 
use this verse to excuse drunken­
ness ia only possible for those 
“eager to mar, if by means they | 
could, the ¡.mage of perfect holi- i 
ness which offends and rebukes 
them” (Trench, quoted by Len- 
ski).

“racketeers" out of the temple.

People like to hear about a God 
of love, one who knows their weak­
ness. and is kind toward their in­
firmities.

I and holy hatred of sin, and a de- 
■ sire to deliver us from that sin. 
i This means that he must and will 
deal in drastic fashion with those 

! who persist in their sin.
I This is a majestic picture. The 
I Son of God and Son of Man steps 

into the center of this unholy 
traffic and with mighty, holy in­
dignation (not anger) drives it 

1 out.
Why did these men who were 

; so deeply intrenched and so eager 
to make .money flee before the 
wrath of a lone man? It was on­
ly because they recognized divine 
authority. He has a right to con­
trol men, for he is God.

It is not a mere matter of re­
form, for here he was cleansing 
the temple, the very heart of the 
life of the Jewish people. He dealt 
with a present situation to es­
tablish an eternal principle.

We cannot help but admire this

He came to Peter 
who ^aid, “You shall not wash 
my feet, no, never.” Out Loid

13:8). Peter answered, “Not my 
feet only, but also mv hands an.I 
my head." Jesus answered, “He , 
iha! has been bathed perfectly 
is bathed, and does not has 
need except to wash his feet, but 
is perfectly clean."

Our Lord wa- teaching a spirit­
ual lesson in addition to the c r ­
umple of humility which He 
forth. The Roman empire es­
tablished public baths in its cities. 
A Roman would leave his home 
for the public bath, where he 
would perform a complete ablu­
tion. Thus entirely cleansed, he 
would walk home through the 
dusty streets, and his feet, only 
partially protected by his sand­
als, would contract defilement. 
When he, reached home, it was not 
necessary for him to bathe again, 
but merely to cleanse his feet.

So at Calvary, the believer is 
completely cleansed from his sins 
for time and eternity, his present 
justification depending on th** 
jiast perfect complete action of 
God when the sinner trusted in ! 
the blood of Jesus for salvation.
