Salvation of the Lord

"Neither is there salvation in 
any other: for there is none oth­
er name under heaven given among 
men, whereby we must be saved" 
(Acts 4:14).

From the beginning of th* dis­
pensation of grace, when the gos­
pel of the Lord Jesus Christ was 
first preached, there have been 
two attitudes toward it. Some 
have believed in the Word of the 
Lord, taken Him into their hearts 
by faith and entered into the as­
surance of salvation. Others have 
gone stubbornly on in their own 
way. rejecting the gospel of our 
blessed Lord.

This rejection of salvation has 
taken many forms, all of which 
boil down to the assumption that 
man is his own saviour. There are 
those who seek fame for them­
selves. The ultimate goal of their 
live» is to appear great before the 
world— this is salvation in their 
eyes.

Others, like the rich fool (Luke 
12: ld-201, seek only to amass all 
the wealth that they can.

Still others 
strive to earn salvation by their 
own works, as did the rich young 
ruler (Mark 10:17-22). These say.

Kitty Hawk, North Carolina, on 
December IT, 11*03. The Wrights, 
Orville and Wilbur, of Dayton, | 
Ohio, began experiments early in 
the century. Their first efforts 
were confined to gliders which 
were flown in the air like a kite i 
by trailing them behind an auto- ] 
mobile. Their first machine was 
powered with a sixteen horsepow­
er motor. The wings were made ' 
>o that they could be tilted up or 
down to control the flight. The 
first test was made at Kitty Hawk. 
North Carolina, December 17, 
11*03. where four successful flights 
were made. In one of them the 

I machine rose hv its own power 
ami remained in the air fifty-nine 
econds and traveled a distance o' 

eight hundred and fifty-two leet. 
This was the first demonstration 
that man could fly. From then on 
it was a question of developing 
the plane. The next machine built 
by the Wrights traveled twenty- 
four and a half miles remaining 
in the air chirty-eight minutes and 
three seconds. This plane had a 
maximum speed of thirty-eight 
miles an hour. The plane was de- | 
veloped slowly until the World 
War in It* 14 when money became 
available and the effort became in­
tensified. The next few years 
-aw remarkable progress. Planes 
were made that could fly great 
distances with bombs and were 
equipped with machine guns. W ith 
this impetus the development of 
the plane has not let up. Increas­
ingly greater effort is spent each 
year upon its further development 
and perfection.

Scarlet Fev er Raging  
in T exas, H ealth  
Officer Reports

Austin.— The incidence of scai- 
let fever is at the present time 
nearly one-third higher than the 
seven-year median in Texa-. One 
of the most disabling and danger­
ous of diseases usually associat­
ed with childhood, actually it is 
confined to no age limit, accord­
ing to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer. Fifty-five cases 
were reported in the state during 
the week ending November 15, 
bringing the year’s total to 1,242.

The Doctor described scarlet 
fever as an acute infectious dis­
ease, the onset of which is sud­
den. The first symptoms including 
sore throat, vomiting, fever, anil 
headache, may appear in three to 
five days after exposure. These 
are followed by the distinctive 
scarlet rash which gives this dis­
ease its name, Dr. Cox stated.

Complications can result in pro­
longed disability or death. Chil­
dren suffering with scarlet fever 
may develop sinusitis and middle- 
ear infections which can lead to 
mastoiditis. As the germs spread 
the child's system, the joints, kid-1 
neys, and heart may become in- j 
volvt d, causing life-long invalid-1 
ism or crippling.

“A child with any kind of sore I 
throat should» he seen by the fam-j 
ily physician promptly,” Dr. Cox 
asserted. “If scarlet fever is 
present, the treatment the doctor 
prescribes will do much to allevi­
ate discomfort, and reduce the 
possibility of dangerous compli­
cations.”

Social Security account num­
ber cards are not intended for use 
as poker chips, courtesy cards, or 
identification for cashing checks 
or buying on credit, Erton F. Tate, 
manager of the Wichita Falls so­
cial security office, pointed out to­
day.

Tate called attention to the fact 
that these cards are issued for 
the sole use by the rightful own­
er f >r getting credit for the wages 
ho ear; - in employment covered 
by the Social Security Act.

Instances have been reported to 
tiic Social Security Administra­
tion of individuals winning sev­
eral account number cards in dice 
games, and then attempting to 
“cash them” at local social se­
curity offices. Frequently account 
number cards are offered as identi­
fication when persons attempt to 
cash personal checks at banks 
where they are not known.

As right and proper uses of 
social security cards, the Admin­
istration official stated that the 
owner should always present his 
card:

1. To the employer, when start­
ing work on a new job.

2. To the social security office, 
when a woman changes her name; 
when claiming old-age or surviv­
ors benefits; when asking for a 
report on his social security ac­
count.

There have been upwards of 
1*0 million accounts for workers 
set up by the Social Security Ad­
ministration. It is important to 
every worker that the account 
number card be used in matters 
relating to his social security ac­
count. This will help to insure the 
payment of the proper benefits to 
the workers and their beneficiaries 
who are entitled to them.
