!n 1929 u group of teachers in 
Dallas were faced with the fact 
that as individuals they could not 
save enough to pay hospital bills 
in an emergency. Millions of oth­
er Americans have found them­
selves in the same plight without 
doing anything about it. But 
these Dallas teachers did some­
thing aliout it. By a little figur­
ing they found that as a group 
they could easily pay all the hos­
pital hills they would likely in­
cur. so they per-uaded the Baylor 
University Hospital to agree for 
a small amount each school se­
mester to provide pie-paid hos­
pital care to any o f them who 
needed such care. When the ex­
periment proved successful, oth­
ers besides school teachers, asked 
tn lie included in the plan. Other 
hospitals learned about it and 
followed suit. As a result of this 
experiment at Baylor University 
Hospital in 1929, the present Blue 
C ross was started, covering all 
but on** of the forty-eight states 
and several foreign countrie-. 
with a total of over 28.000.00o 
people enrolled, and a growth of 
23,000.000 enrolled since 1940.

Blue Cross originally started 
out as a gtoup plan opened only 
to persons who were employed, 
such as school teachers and oth­
er groups. This did not protect 
the farmer, the man who was re­
tired or self-employed people.
Sevet al different methods were
tt ied but did not prove as satis-
far t t>i■y as in connnunity group«
surh as the few here in Foard
Count y.

In 1916 Group Hospital Ser-
vice. Inc., which « the Blue Cros-
pian fm Texas, started a Cooke
< 'nuli!Ly Advisoi y Council in
(Lune•.«villo. which was highly suc-
cessiiil from tl <* standpoint »f
peripli ■ who coulril not qualify in
empioyee groups. The Advisory
( c u l l i ul idea has worked succes«-
f ully in n.unerous other counties
in Texas. T w o  adjoining count: .

Wet Mash Ups 
Egg Production

This hot weather we’ re having 
is, of course, pretty tough on egg 
production, a« any poultryman 
knows. And Prof. I', H. Reid, at 
the Texas A. & M. College poul­
try farm, says that he and his 
boys have found that we can ex­
pect to lose a hen or so on the 
nest when the temperature gets 
up above 100 degrees. They lost 
six out there at A. i!i: M. the othei 
day when the mercury climbed 
up to 107 degrees, according to 
Joe Burkett, county agent.

But “ Prof.”  says that they've 
discovered that at the poultry 
farm they can bring up their egc 
production during hot weather In- 
feeding wet mash about half an 
hour before sundown. Says that 
milk-wet mash would be best, but 
their hens paid off with about six 
dozen more eggs following a feed­
ing of mash wet down with wat­
er. And that, he says, is pretty 
good pay for about twenty min­
utes work.

They've been putting the wet 
mash in the feed hoppers right on 
top of the dry mash, and “ Prof." 
says its really surprising how the 
pullets and hens go for that wet 
feed. They learn to look for it 
and expect it each evening.

The total amount 
received by Newman for this bale 
of cotton was $250.60.

The bale brought to Crowell 
was not all the cotton Newman 
had picked. He furnished the 
first bale ginned at the Rayland 
gin and also on Aug. 29. and on 
Aug. 30 he had the first bale gin­
ned at the Farmers Co-Op. Gin 
at Thalia. The first bale of the 
sdasen is always ginned free.

Campaign to Recruit 
Nurses Started at 
Houston Hospital

Houston, Sept. 1. —  Jefferson 
Davis hospital. Texas' largest civil­
ian hospital, is launching a cam­
paign throughout the state to re­
cruit students for its Sepember 
mu sing class, A. D. Reaves, hos­
nital director, said today.

This announcement came at a 
time when the shortage of nurses 
threatens to become so severe as 
to close wards in many hospitals 
over the country.

The Jefferson Davis campaign 
is directed toward the girl gradu­
ates of high schools over the 
state, particularly those front the 
small cities and rural areas, who, 
the hospital has found, make ex­
cellent nurses.

“ Nursing offers to those whose 
educational and job opportunities 
might otherwise he limited, a wide 
opportunity for a career in a pro­
fessional field,”  Mr. Reaves said. 
"Nurses are in demand in hos­
pitals, factories, department 
stores, hotels, schools, colleges and 
all government agencies concern­
ed with health work.”

To enroll in the Jefferson Davis 
hospital class, a student must be 
between the ages of 17 and 30, a 
high school graduate in the up­
per third of her class, and in good

A loan fund is available, inter­
est free, to eligible applicants who 
lack the registration fee and oth­
er expenses of the class. This loan 
may he repaid after graduation.

When enough prospective stu­
dent nurses have applied for 
entrance to the September class, 
they will be invited to spend n 
week-end as guests in the nursing 
home and will he given a trip 
through the hospital, Mr. Reaves 
said.

VETERANS’
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q. I am a World War II vet- 
eral and work part time. I intend 
to apply for readjustment allow­
ance and would like to know how 
the amount I receive is computed.

A. As a partially employed vet­
eran you can receive the max­
imum number o f allowances to 
which the length of your service 
in the armed forces entitles you. 
but each weekly allowance would

be reduced by the wages you re­
ceive so that readjustment allow­
ance and wages combined will not 
exceed $33 a week. Each week­
ly allowance thus received, re­
gardless of the «mount of pay­
ment, would reduce by one the 
number of remaining payment- 
available.

I establish good will (Prov. 15:1, 
18). The soft answer does turn 
away wrath. The man who is slow 
to anger appeases strife.

Let us not confuse a soft an­
swer with an unconvincing one, or 
with that mealy-mouthed proced­
ure that we commonly call double 
talk. Happy is that man who 
knows how to present the truth 
convincingly, who can make men, 
despite his opposing standards, 
understand that he lias their good 
at heart. Of course, there is one 
absolute requisite to such a tes­
timony. and that is a life wholly 
lived for God.

Another factor in making good 
will is the act of kindness (Prov. 
25:21, 22). This passage, you will 
remember, is quoted in Romans 
12. Here is the opportunity for 
us, in all matters of personal in­
jury, to place our case in the hands 
God rather than to seek revenge. 
By such acts of kindness, as we 
trust God. we shall be obeying the 
Lord; and who knows but that 
our enemies may thus be turned 
to him.

A third contributing factor in 
making good will is that of mak­
ing peace (Matt. 6:9). So often 

j this business of attempting to 
: make peace is a thankless task, 
j but that thanklessness is only 
i from human sources. So far as 
! God is concerned, he has placed 
his seal of approval upon every 
child of his who seeks to lead men 
into peace with God and to make 
peace between men.

God speaks of them as being 
“ called” sons of God. It is one 
thing to be a son of God; it is an­
other thing to be acknowledged 
as a son of God.

III. The Source of Good Will 
(James 3:17).

That wisdom wall be character­
ized by purity, peaceableness, 
gentleness, approachableness, mer­
cy. and will be without partiality 
and without hypocrisy. This wis­
dom which is from above is guar­
anteed to those who know him 
who has been made unto us wis­
dom (I. Cor. 1:30).
