Extension 
Service have bad a look into this 
trouble, and they say that for | 
troughs and small reservoirs, your 
best bet is simply to put o cov­
er or roof over the water to ke» p 
out sunlight, according to Joe 
Burkett, county agent.

You have to 
be careful with blue-tone, how­
ever. since it is harmful to stock, 
fish and humans if you get too 
much in the water.

HISTORY
Birthday of James Whitcomb 

Riley— October 7: James Whit- _ 
comb Riley was born in Greenfield, j 
Indiana, on October 7. 1953. His: 
death occurred in 1910. Riley is | 
ono of the few men in history, the 
public celebration o f whose birth­
day, began while ho was still liv­
ing. Riley’s father was a well to 
do lawyer but the profession did 
not appeal to his son who took up 
the vocation >>f a sign -painter. 
Shortly aftei he joined a group 
of strolling players for whom he 
wrote 'otigs and arranged plays. 
In 1^73 he joined the stall' of tins 
Indianapolis Journal. llis first 
verse appeared in the Journal in 
1S7 , After his dismissal from 
the Journal he traveled about the 
country for a number o f years 
leading his verse before audiences.
1 !ss:i his first book of verse ap­
peared. Its appearance brought 
mn-ediate recognition and honor. 
He was elected to the American 
Academy of Aits and Letters and 
i eceive I the gold medal o f the 
National Institute of Arts and 
Letters. Before he had reached 
the age of forty his reputation 
as a writer was firmly established. 
In 1912. four years before his 
death, arrangements were made 
to celebrate his birthday in all the | 
schools o f Indiana. In 1915 in - 
addition to the observance o f his I 
birthday by the schools, a dinner i 
was held in Indianapolis attend-1 
ed by most of the notables o f the 1 
day. Following his death the 
Janie» Whitcomb Riley Memorial ; 
Association was formed. It has1 
preserved his home in Indian- 
apolis as he left it and it is kept 
open for visitors. As a permanent 
Memorial the Association lias built, 
through p o p u l a r  subscription 
amounting to $3,000,00, a hospital 
for children in Indianapolis named 
for him. *'
