Nothing that has been injected 
into American politics since the 
Civil War has raised quite the 
storm of protest and violent dif­
ference of opinion that has been 
caused by President’s Truman's 
championship o f his civil rights 
bill. The bill provides, among other 
things, for the abolishment of 
the poll tax, anti-lynching, and 
that no preference shall be shown 
between members o f the white 
race and members of the black 
race in the matter of employ­
ment or in the advancement of 
employee to positions as foreman 
or other executive jobs.

So strongly does President Tru­
man feel in regard to the matter 
that on the eve o f the election 
he has gone all out for the meas­
ure, and by his act, has alienated 
the support of many of the South­
ern voters as well as people in 
the North who formerly lived in 
the South.

It is obvious that President Tru­
man has accept* 1 the advice of 
no one in his espc-i-a. ■ ' this 
cause at this particular time be­
cause even the novice in politics 
knows that a Democrat must have 
the support of the South to be 
elected to the office of President 
and he also knows that he cannot 
contend for this bill and receive 
the support of the South.

While it is desirable that th 
people who live together and work 
together in a state and a nation 
should enjoy a measure of equal­
ity the matter aimed at in thi- 
bill is not the major need of 
this country today. There are oth­
er questions of equally great if 
not greater importance to the well 
being of America to which at­
tention could well be directed

| privileges that come to citizens 
j of this country hut they realize, 
I and sensibly, too, that there are 
some things that cannot be changed 
i by law or edict. They can only 
I he changed as time wields its 
I molding influence and does away 
with prejudice. This is a process 

! which most people believe cannot 
be hurried and cannot be forced. 
The people of the North before 

| they can break down an attitude 
of mind that is a hundred years 
old in the South, must get the 
viewpoint of the South. Until and 
unless they do they cannot assume 
to take from it what it has come 
to feel is its right and ruthlessly 
outlaw it and expect love, and 
tolerance, and' forebearance, and 
lack of vindictive reprisals in 
return. Human nature just doesn’t 
work that way.

There is a lot of people in this 
country who believe that the cause 
of civil rights and equality of the 
black and white man would he 
further and more securely ad­
vanced by the gradual processes 
of time by which many human 
problems are solved. They believe 
that the cause of civil rights has 
been hurt by the efforts of the 
President to force it down the 
throats of a people who are not 
yet ready for it.

They feel that in view o f the 
many needs of the people, the 
many issues that have to do with 
the welfare of the people as a 
whole and upon which there is 
more or less agreement it is un­
fortunate that this matter of such 
highly controversial nature should 
have been selected. As desirable 
as its purpose may lie the matter 
of attempting to bring it about 
could easily retard rather than 
advance its realization.

Building Permits 
in Texas Decline

Austin. Texas. July 31— Btiill- 
ing permits in Texas declined 8 
per cent from May to June, the 
University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research reported.

The Bureau's seasonally-adjust­
ed index rose 11 per cent in June 
to 521 per cent of the base per­
iod (11)35-3!*). Compared to June 
11*17, building permits stepped up 
14 pel cent.

Many substantial increases were 
reported. Cities whose building 
permits more than doubled from 
May were: Kerrville. Lockhait, 
Del Rio. Texas City. Wichita Falls. 
Marshall. Victoria, Brownsville, 
and Plainview.

On the other hand, a number 
of cities turned in decreases for 
June. Paris permits fell 86 per 
cent; Big Spring. 70 per cent; 
Brownwood, 63 per cent; Chil­
dress, 57 per cent; and Dentin, 
56 per cent, for the greatest de­
clines over the month.

The most outstanding gains over 
the year occurred in Lockhart and 
Kenedy. McAllen permits increas­
ed seven-fold; Burger, five-foil; 
Panvpa. four-fold; and Browns­
ville and Victoria, three-fold, from 
a year earlier.

The greatest decreases in per­
mits in the June-to-June period 
were registered by Cleburne, $4 
per cer.t: Texarkana, 62 per cent; 
Bryan, 61 pes cent; Texas City, 
31 per cent, and Nacogdoches, 50 
per cent.

Ih.lla- led the State with $6,- 
120,881; followed by Houston, 
$5.170,1*80; Fort Worth, $3,567,- 
453; and San Antonio, $2,11*1,- 
735.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an Amendment o f Sec­
tion 1-a of Article V II I  of the 
Constitution of Texas to provide 
that no ad valorem tax shall be 
levied for State general revenue 
purposes after January 1, 1951, 
and authorizing the several coun­
ties to levy additional ad valorem 
taxes for certain purposes, pro­
viding for a Three Thousand Dol­
lars ($3,000.001 residential home­
stead coemption, and providing 
for tax levies in counties having 
tax donation.-»; providing for sub­
mission to the qualified electors 
and for the necessary proclama­
tion by the Governor.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­
ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 1-a of 
Article V II I  o f the Constitution 
be amended so as to be and read 
as follows:

“ Section 1-a. From and after 
January 1, 1951, no State ad va­
lorem tax shall be levied upon 
any property within this State 
for general revenue purposes. From 
and after January 1, 1951, the 
several counties of the State are 
authorized to levy ad valorem 
taxes upon all property within 
their respective boundaries for 
county purposes, except the first 
Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000) 
value of residential homesteads, 
not to exceed thirty cents (30c) 
on each One Hundred Dollars 
($100) valuation, in addition to 
all other ad valorem taxes author­
ized by the Constitution of this 
State, provided the revenue de­
rived therefrom shall be used for 
construction and maintenance ->f 
Farm to Market Roads or for 
Flood Control, except as herein 
otherwise provided.

“ Provided that in those coun­
ties or political subdivisions or 
areas of the State from which tax 
donations have heretofore been 
granted, the State Automatic Tax 
Board shall continue to levy the 
full amount of the State ad va­
lorem tax for the duration of 
such donation, or until all legal 
oblig-ations heretofore authorized 
by the law granting such donation 
or donations shall havo been fully 
discharged, whichever shall first 
occur; provided that i f  such do­
nation to any such county or poli­
tical subdivision is for less than 
the full amount of State ad va­
lorem taxes so levied, the por­
tion of such taxes remaining over 
and above such donation shall be 
retained by said county or sub­
division.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be sub­
mitted to a vote of the qualified 
electors of this State at an elec­
tion to be held on the date fixed 
by law for the General Election 
in November, A. D. 1948, at which 
all ballots shall have printed there­
on “ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment of Section 1-a of A r­
ticle V II I  of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas to provide that 
no ad valorem tax shall be levied 
for State general revenue pur­
poses after January 1, 1951, and 
authorizing the several counties 
to levy additional ad valorem taxes 
providing for a Three Thousand 
Dollars ($3,000) residential home­
stead exemption, and providing 
for tax levies in counties having 
tax donations,”  and “ AGAINST 
the Constitutional Amendment of 
Section 1-a of Article V II I  of the 
Constitution o f the State of Tex­
as to provide that no ad valorem 
tax shall be levied for State gen­
eral revenue purposes after Jan­
uary 1, 1951, and authorizing
the several counties to levy ad­
ditional ad valorem taxes, pro­
viding for a Three Thousand Dol­
lars ($3,000) residential home­
stead exemption, and providing for 
a Three Thousand Dollars 
($3,000) residential homestead 
exemption, and providing for tax 
levies in counties having tax do­
nations.”  Each voter shall scratch 
out one o f said clauses on the 
ballot, leaving the one express­
ing his vote on the proposed 
Amendment. In counties or other 
subdivisions using voting ma­
chines, the above provision for 
voting for and against this Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be 
placed on said machine in such 
a manner that each voter shall 
vote on such machine for or 
against the Constitutional Amend­
ment.

Sec. 3. The Governor shall is­
sue the necessary proclamation for 
said election and have the same 
published as required by the Con­
stitution and Laws o f this State.

A RE you ready ior a real story?
Then turn to Jeremiah 38, and 

read on to verse 18 in the 39th 
chapter. This Interesting story re­

veals a hero, Ebed- 
melech, by name, 
which means “ the 
king’s slave." Thia 
may have been his 
official title rather 
than his personal 
name. Anyway, he is 
the hero of our story, 
and a very admira­
ble hero, indeed.

He was a Negro, 
and Ethiopian eu­
nuch, in charge of 
the king’ s chambers. 

Zebekiah, as the story reveals, held 
Ebed-melech in high esteem. He 
was, obviously, a most honorable 
man. How he had come to know 
Jeremiah, and to esteem him so 
highly. Is a subject for profitable 
contemplation. The devotional read­
ing, Matthew 25: 31-46, offers f i­
nal opinion on the value of Ebed- 
melech’s ministry to Jeremiah. 
The golden text, "As we have 
therefore opportunity, let us do 
good unto men," Galatians 6:10.

JEREMIAH'S FRIEND

Ebed-Melech was Jeremiah’s 
friend. ,\Vhen he saw what the 
princes had done to Jeremiah, he 
went to the king and begged him 
to allow him to draw Jeremiah 
out o f the mire in the dark dun­
geon. He knew that Jeremiah 
would soon die in this awful place 
and Ebed-Melech risked his life 
in making the request to rescue 
Jeremiah. The wonder is that the 
princes had not ordered Ebed- 
Melech slain. Evidently, they rec­
ognized the hand of God.

Like as this Negro servant in 
the long ago served God by ren­
dering kindness to a man of an­
other race, so may we today serve 
God and civilization by good will 
and kindly service to all races.

FREEDOM THROUGH A SLAVE

The story o f Ebed-melech’s 
kindness to Jeremiah lifts to en­
nobling example the act of a 
slave on behalf of freedom. The 
world's benefactors are those who 
understand freedom, and cast 
themselves in utter self-forgetful­
ness into the struggle for rignt 
against wrong.

What has Jeremiah done to re­
ceive such harsh treatment. He 
had delivered God’s message to 
the people of Jerusalem, warn­
ing them that the city would be 
taken by the Chaldeans, and how 
they might escape destruction. Jer­
emiah was proclaiming freedom 
— not always a popular course. 
For this effort to help the people, 
he was thrown into the muddy 
dungeon. This servant of the king 
was the only man in Jerusalem 
who understood the purpose of 
Jeremiah.

A FRIEND INDEED

Granted permission from the 
king to rescue Jeremiah, Ebed- 
melech devised prompt methods 
of letting down old pieces of rope 
and rags, telling Jeremiah how 
to fasten them under his arms, 
and with the aid of thirty men 
drew him up from the mire, and 
brought him into the court of 
the prison.

And then God spoke words of 
great reward to Jeremiah on be­
half of Ebed-melech. "But I will 
deliver thee in that day, saith the 
Lord, and thou shalt not be given 
into the hand of the men of whom 
thou art afraid. For I will surely 
deliver thee, and thou shalt not 
fall by the sword, but thy life 
shall be for a prey unto thee, be­
cause thou hast put thy trust in 
me, saith the Lord.”

WHO SIDES WITH GOD
Ebed-melech’s noble ministry 

to Jeremiah lifts up a banner for 
every true follower of the Lord. 
Who sides with God must always 
win. That is the lesson o f the 
lesson. We should never have 
known about this Negro, had he 
not cast his all on the side of the 
Lord.
