HISTORY '

Laying o f the Corner Stone of 
the White House— October 13: 
The President's house in Washing­
ton, D. C., is known as the White 
House. It is sometimes called the 
executive mansion. Construction 
on the White House was started 
on October 12, 1792. A prize c f 
$500 had been previously o ffer­
ed to the person who would sub­
mit the most acceptable plan. 
Many plans were submitted and 
the prize was won by James IF - 
ban. an architect o f Charleston, 
South Carolina. The White House 
is said to be modeled somewhat 
after the mansion o f the Duke 
o f Leinster in Dublin. It is 170 
feet long and Sii feet deep. The 
East Room 40."8(‘. Hoban, who 
submitted the winning design was 
chosen to superintend its construc­
tion. Though construction was be­
gun in 1792 it was not complete ! 
until 1800. John Adams was the 
first President to occupy it. Un­
til the administration of Theodore 
Roosevelt it was both the offi e 
and the residence o f the President. 
President Roosevelt had an o f­
fice building built which is con­
nected with the White House by 
a corridor. The White House was 
damaged by fire when the British 
-urned Washington in the Wa-

The question

BETTER CITY”  is a 
good slogan. No one would 

think of objecting to it. If the great 
city of Ephesus, capital and metrop­

olis of the wealth­
iest and most thick­
ly populated prov­
ince of the Roman 
Empire, had had a 
chamber of com­
merce, no doubt 
they would all have 
been in favor of a 
Better City. There 
would be no argu­
ment about that 

Is: What makes S 
city better? Four different Ideas od 
that line—two very bad ones and 
two good ones—can be seen in the 
story of Acts 19.

You should read the story itself 
before looking over these Com­
ments. Because we are beginning 
toward the er. 1 o f the story, with 
the very lowest and silliest o f the 
four idea-- how to make a city 
better, it is a very simple idea: 
Just “ holler." veil, make a dem­
onstration. Make it long, make it 
loud, and the city will be the i,eT- 
ter for it. For two mortal hours 
that absurd mass-meeting kept the 
uproar going: "Great is Diana of 
the Ephesians!”

A inirious thing, the mob-mind. 
I f  something is true, how can 
noise make it truer? If  a thing 
is a lie, how can all the shouting 
in the world make it respectable'.’ 
But the mob-mind thinks that if 
a thing is said loudly enough and 
by enough people, it is bound to 
be true.

So that theater-full o f fools 
wasted a good afternoon shouting 
a lie into the deaf blue heavens. 
It did Diana no good. She wes 
as dead as Marley's ghost, she 
had never lived, in fact. It was no 
use drumming up the decibels. Do 
you know people who think they 
can make your town better by 
shouting about it? It won’t work. 
Y'ou can make a town or county 
famous if you -hout long enough; 
but you won’t make it better.

MAKING MONEY

The silversmiths there in Eph­
esus had another theory. The way 
they looked at it, the big thing 
is money. They used to make mon­
ey selling their little silver shrines. 
Now this fellow Paul had COtne 
along, persuading people that 
hand-made gods are no gods at 
all, and the trade in "sacreu” 
trinkets had fallen o ff. It looked 
like a bail year for the silver­
smiths. To make things bettei, 
they decided, they needed more 
money. More business! More pro­
duction! the fact that what they 
produced was not only worthless 
but actually harmful, did not sesm 
to bother them.

I)o you know people like that 
today?

ABIDING BY THE LAW

The town clerk of Ephesus had 
a simple idea, vastly better than 
these other two. He saw no sense 
in the mass meeting, he see n- 
not to have been taken in by the 
silversmiths’ crocodile tears. I f  
anything was wrong in Ephesus, 
he said, the courts were open, and 
trials were open, and trials could 
be held. YY’e have laws— let us 
live by them; that was the gi-t 
of his idea. That is not bad advice.

A ll honor to the honest ser­
vants of the public who now as 
then give their best efforts to see­
ing that good laws are made and 
well enforced.

CHANGING LIVES

Speaking o f laws, there are 
three kinds o f people in the world. 
One kind will not obey the laws 
whatever they are. These are the 
criminal classes. A second kind 
stay “ inside the law”  but they nev­
er advance a step beyond them. 
A third kind, too rare, will go far 
beyond the law’s requirements in 
personal living and in social help­
fulness. S

Now Paul had been in the city 
of Ephesus for some months, and 
he had nothing to do with the 
laws o f that city. Yet what he 
was doing was ntoie effective in 
making that city better than any­
thing the courts could have done.

For what he was doing was 
nothing less than changing lives. 
“ Tite trouble with people is that 
they're people,”  and the business 
uf Christianity first o f all is 
changing people. It is no use 
hanging out the slogan “ For a 
Better C ity" unless you are work­
ing for better people.

A tree is no healthier than it- 
roots, and a community's roots 
are the characters o f her people. 
And from St. Paul's day to this, 
the one and only organization 
which sets out to change people 
frem the inside is the Christian 
church.
