Now is the time to start ge*- 

ting ready to plant Hairy vetch 
for winter cover and soil improv­
ing. Vetch should be planted a 
early as possible when moisture 
is available. For best results plant­
ing should be done by the 15th 
o f October. Vetch seems to J 
better when "planted with rye or 
other small grain. A good mixture 
to use is ¿-) to ¿5 pounds o f rye 
and 10 to 15 pounds of vetch.

Several soil samples have been 
taken on various types o f sandy 
soils here in Foard County and 
the analysis show the soil to be 
low in phosphorous and nitrogen. 
These are two o f our most irnpoi- 
ttnt elements for ciop produc­
tion. By using 150 to ^00 pounds j 
o f 20 per cent superphosphate 
per acre and planting vetch, this 
deficiency can be greatly helped. 
Not only is vetch a good soil im­
proving crop, but it furnishes a 
cover on the ground during the 
winter and spring months when 
blowing is a problem. Also win­
ter pasture is furnished.

More farmers should include :t 
soil building crop such as vetch 
in their rotations in order to main­
tain or improve their soil fertility. 
The time to start a practice is 
now while there is still some pro­
duction power in the soil and not 
wait till the available resources 
are completely gone.

Er- 
ton F. Tate, manager o f the Wich­
ita Falls office o f the Social Se­
curity Administration, states that 
monthly payments can be made 
retroactively for only three months 
prior*to the filing of an applica­
tion. F'pon death, payments whicn 
are made monthly to minor ch.l- 
dren and to widows with such 
minor children in their care are 
made without respect to the de­
ceased worker's age.

Most workers in commerce and 
industry know about their ow i 
retirement payment at 65 or old­
er, but in too many cases the fam­
ily does not know about payments 
in the event the worker dies.

Veteran* New*
World War II veterans still can 

reinstate their National Service 
Life Insurance, the Veterans A 
ministration says.

Some veterans are under t'.t. 
impression they can no longer o' - 
tain this government insurant 
World War II veterans who can 
pass ;■ ihvsical examination ma 
reinstate their lapsed in«uran 
at any time.

The deadline for reinstating 
NSI.I without a physical examina­
tion was July 31, 1948, VA ex­
plained. Prior to the deadline, a 
veteran could reinstate lapsed in­
surance by certifying that hi- 
health was as good as it was when 
the policy lapsed.

This deadline confused some 
veterans who feel that they can­
not leinstate lapsed insurance 
since the deadline passed. That 
is not correct, VA 'aid.

Veterans my reinstate their in­
surance at any time by passing 
a physical examination. I f  the 
policy has lapsed less than three 
months, it still can be reinstated 
without taking the physical exam­
ination.

The average age o f World War 
II women veterans is slightly 
higher than that on their male 
fellow-veterans, VA reports. The 
feminine average is an even 30 
years, while the average age of 
the men is 2'.* and l*1 a months.

The number o f veterans o f ail 
wars reached 18,744,000 on May 
1, 11*48, VA says. O f these, 14,- 
887,000 served in Woild War 11. 
The remainder were veterans of 
World War I and other wars.

When the nation's population 
of veterans and members of their 
families reaches its expected peak 
o f 00,000,000 in 1955, VA pre­
dicts that the number o f veterans 
o f all wars will lie 17,200,000, and 
the number of persons in the.r 
families, 42,900,00 .
