Q. My husband is a World War
IT1 veteran suffering from a ser-
vice-incurred disability and is in
need of a prosthetic appliance.
Will Veterans Administration pay
for the appliance?

A. VA will furnish a prosthetic
appliance if the veteran has a
service-connected or service-ag-
gravated disability requiring an
appliance.

Q. I enlisted in the war during
July, 1947. Am 1 entitled to loan
benefits under the G-I Bill?

A. If you served at any time
between Sept. 16, 1940 and July
25, 1947 and you were discharged
under conditions other than dis-
honorable after at least 90 days
you may qualify for a GI loan.

Q. What  is the last date on
which a vetegan of World War
II may apply for a GI loan?

A. Such veterans have until
July 25, 1957 in which to apply
for GI loans. Armed Forces Re-
cruitment Act enlistees will have
10 years after their period of
enlistment is ended where the dis-
charge date is later than July
25, 1947.

Q. My son was disabled during
World War II. Will Veterans Ad-
ministration pay him an addition-
al sum for dependents?

A. If your son is rated 60
per cent or more disabled, he is
entitled to an additional sum for
his dependents.
