The Tennessee Gas Transmis­
sion Company is going to double 
its capacity and increase its take 
to more than a billion feet a day, 
and so is the Texas Eastern Gas 
Transmission Company and the El 
Paso Natural Gas Company.

The Transcontinental, not yet 
complete, is planning to increase 
its capacity by a couple of hun­
dred million feet per day.

The total capacity of these new­
lines and of the increase in exist­
ing systems will he nearly four 
billion feet a day.

The gas that goes to the new 
pipelines will come from wells and 
fields ‘dedicated' to them by con­
tract. and they ‘dedicate’ enough 
gas to last the pipeline for at 
least 20 years.

There is great significance to 
Texas in the dedication of our 
state's gas reserves. Recently, in 
the Supreme Court, in the oral 
argument of the Federal Power 
Commission vs. Panhandle Eastern 
Pipeline Co., the question came 
up as to who would get gas, which 
in this case was Kansas gas, when 
there wasn't enough for both Kan­
sas and the out-of-state users.

, The answer was that the gas 'ded­
icated' to the interstate pipeline, 
being in interstate commerce, 

i would get preference. This caused 
Mr. Justice Jackson to observe 

| that the gas producing state 
might be worse off than the state 
which gets its gas from a distant 
state whose reserves are dedi­
cated to the interstate pipelines.

Many may ponder the sound­
ness of the law and the wisdom 
of the authors of the Tenth 
Amendment. There is little doubt 
as to who will get the last gas from 
Texas. It will be the pipelines 
that we permitted to secure the 
dedication while we sat idly by.

Texas industries will ho burning 
wood while people in Philadelphia 
and Detroit are frying eggs or 
warming their feet with Texas 
ftas.

The -problem is serious, but it 
can bp solved. The Senate of the 
State o f Texas has before it a 
resolution, HCR-18, that I intro­
duced, directing the Texas Rail­
road Commission to appear before 
the Federal Power Commission and 
oppose the granting of these per- 
mits. If this resolution is passed, 
we can expect to see these per­
mits denied instead of approved, 
and wo can look forward to Texas 
future with less fear of dying 
cities and decaying industries.

If this Resolution is not adopt­
ed this session, we may expect 
Texas to become an industrial 
wilderness. For when we have to 
buy our gas from the coal pro- 
duced gas o f Pennsylvania, we 
won’t be able to compete with 
industry in the coal-rich states 
of the North-East.

If enough people will write 
asking their Senators to support 
the House Concurrent Resolution 
No. 18, it will pass at this session, 
which will conclude its labors in 
a week or two, concluded Mr. 
Chambers.

County Agent Releases Methods of 
Fumigation by Which Stored Wheat Can 
Be Protected from Damage by Insects

Conservation of stored grain is 
necessary to prevent heavy losses, 
especially in this area of the state. 
In Texas' the insect pests of stored 
grain breed with little interrup­
tion the year round. The most im­
portant of these are the black 
weevils or rice weevils, Angoumois 
grain moth, saw-toothed grain 
beetles, flour beetles, Indian meal 
moths, and bean and pea weevils, 
according to Joe Burkett, County 
Agent.

Bins used for storing grain 
should be thoroughly cleaned of 
grain and dust to reduce reinfes- 
tatUm before storing the new crop. 
Sprays are useful in eliminating 
infestation in cracks and pockets 
of the bins. If the grain is not 
tin storage yet, clean the bins and 
spray thoroughly with a 5 per 
cent' DDT spray. Small quantities 
of old grain from the previous 
season should be fumigated, fed 
out or otherwise disposed o f be-

The sides and floors of the bins 

and cribs should be made as near­
ly air tight and rat proof as pos- 

. sible. The sides should be at least 
six inches higher than the grain 
after leveling off.

Fumigation is the best and most 
economical method of protecting 
grain in storage. Temperatures of 
65 to 75 degrees Fahrenheit are 
best for fumigation.

Where bins are not tightly scal­
ed above, tarpaulin or other gas 
tight sheets can he used to cover 
the surface o f grain.

An ethylene dichloride-carbon 
tetrachloride mixture is cheap, 
non-inflammable and effective, 
and does not harm germination re­
gardless of dosage, exposure or 
moisture content o f the grain. It 
is made up o f 3 parts by volume 
of ethylene dichloride and one 
part o f volume of carbon tetra­
chloride.

The mixture weighs about 11 
pounds per gallon and can be pur­
chased in 55-gallon drums for 
about 6 or 7 cents per pound. It 
is applied with watering can or 
sprayer on the surface o f the 
grain at the rate of 6 gallons per
1.000 bushels or 5 gallons per
1.000 cubic feet If the tempera­
ture is higher than 70 degrees 
some o f the liquid should be {mur­
ed directly into the grain.

The ethylene dichloride . car­
bon tetrachloride mixture does not 
taint the grain which remains 
palatable and safe for both live­
stock or human consumption.

The second mixture recommend­
ed is one 'part carbon disulfide 
(highlife) and four parts carbon 
tetrachloride. Again, six gallons 
o f the mixture will fumigate 1000 
bushels o f grain. Pour it in shallow 
pans and place around the bin—  
it will evaporate and fumes soak 
through the grain.

Inspect the grain in storage at 
least once a month and fumigate 
it if found infested. Accumula­
tion o f  waste grain and feed 
around the farm buildings should 
be removed.

Caution: The fumes o f any fu­
migant are poisonous and should 
not 1m* inhaled. If signs of dizzi­
ness should occur the operator 
should get into fresh air imme­
diately. When much is to be ap­
plied a gas mask should be worn.

Most of these 
open wells have stagnant water that help mosquitoes to 
breed. A little oil thrown on the wells will prevent mosquitoes 
from multiplying besides killing many. It is an inexpensive 
remedy. Service stations have a lot of old oil that they 
throw away. If each one would help by getting some of this 
old oil and putting it on the wells in their vicinity, a pre­
caution against polio will have been taken.

Full and- complete success of united efforts to clean 
up and otherwise beautify or improve health and other con­
ditions in a city is basically an individual job. It is our 
cbligation and privilege to be sure we eliminate in our 
own homes and yards, by cleaning and spraying, the possi-! 
nility that we might be contributing to the deadly toll of 
carelessness anil neglect.

For this reason 1 am skeptical

I happen to be one o f those 
who is concerned about the nation­
al debt the same as I am concern­
ed about my own debts. I don't 
believe in spending money that 
I owe to some one else for non- 
essentials. I believe 1 should apply 
it to my own debts.

Another thing I believe is that. 
Congress, in justice to the stabil­
ity of this nation, should exercise 
more care and discrimination in 
the matter of levying taxes for 
this and that and the other things 
we do not have to have.

I believe it is as much o f a sin 
to take money from a worker and 
an earner by law and waste it in 
unnecessary expenditures as it is 
to take it at the point o f a gun 
and waste it in wild and reckless 
living.

If we keep on increasing taxes 
in the face of a debt, that we 
have evinced no ability to pay—  
even in the most prosperous period 
in our history, we are going to 
slowly hut surely strangle indus­
try and rob the worker of all 
initiative. It is so clear that any­
one who is sincerely interested can 
see it. The tax spenders can snap 
their fingers and laugh it o ff in 
their usual devil-may-care man- 

j ner, but the facts are there, where 
all who have the courage to be 
realistic, can see them.

"i recognize that we are told 
these immigrants will be ‘screened’ 
but I am sure we must all agree 
•hat tin ‘screening’ would be no 

than tlic individuals who 
do the job. I tnink it is perfectly ! 
evident that what is intended by 
the change in the law is to bring 
in a lot of people who could not 
meet the qualifi ations of the old 
law. Primarily these people are 
from East and Southeast Europe. 
Their philosophy of life is entirely

different from ours. I have seen 
some of them in concentration 
camps in Germany and Austria. 
Many of the refused to work. 
1 cannot see where the United 
States would be benfitted by 
bringing these people in, but I 
can very clearly see where the 
United States and the world at 
large would he hurt by lowering 
the quality of American citizen­
ship. If we ever come to a point 
where our people have the same 
outlook on life which these 'peo­
ple from Southeast and Eastern 
Europe have, we will have no 
better country than they have. 
There is noting wrong with Eur­
ope at the present time except 
the Europeans.”

Another reason for being care­
ful about those we bring into 
this country, is that we find it 
almost impossible to get rid of 
those whom we discover to be a 
menace to our society. For sev­
eral years, 1 have been trying to 
get the Department of Justice 
to de-naturalize and deport one 
Gustavo Duran who came to this 
country in the early 40's, and 
became a naturalized citizen. Gus­
tavo Duran was the head of the 
secret police in the Spanish Re­
public forces. He was placed 
there by the Russians and has 
a long record as an international

Communist. Shortly after he was 
naturalized, he went to work for 
our State Department and has 
since that time held some impor­
tant government job.

For several years, a number of 
Congressmen, including myself, 
have been trying to get one Con­
stantine Georgies deported. He 
came to this country in February 
1936, as a Greek priest. He is a 
proven pervert and has been run 
out of a number of communities 
hecause of his conduct. It is ad­
mitted that he came in under a 
false passport. He has insulted 
women in various congregations 
and was known to patronize a 
colored house of ill-fame in one 
of the communities in which he 
lived. Still, by numerous appeals 
and technicalities ne has remained 
in this country.

The record of Harry Bridges 
is another case in point. He came 
into this country from Australia 
and while denying his Communist 
Party membership, he has fo­
mented trouble and followed the 
Communist Party line. His 
stooges are now busy wrecking 
the economy of the Hawaiian Is­
lands, according to reliable in­
formation. He is the master of 
the International Loiigshormen 
and Warehousemen's Union and 
has completely tied up the ports 
of the Hawaiian Islands. In 1940,
1 voted for a hill to deport the 
said Harry Bridges. His deporta­
tion was recommended by the Jus­
tice Department but he was able 
to remain. Now he has been in­
dicted by a Federal Grand Jury 
in San Francisco and charged with 
perjury and conspiracy. If con­
victed, he will again be subject 
to de-naturalization and deporta- j 
tion. Authorities are quite sure 
that a number of unsolved mur­
ders ami attempted murders in 
this country are the work of Com­
munists. The shooting last year 
of Walter Reuther, famous Presi­
dent of the United Auto Workers 
Union, was supposedly the work 
of Communists. The recent assault 
on his brotner is thought by auth­
orities to be the work of Com­
munists. The Communist program 
is to destroy the social and eco­
nomic foundations of this coun­
try.

O RG AN IZED  FOR EFFICIENCY

Meat provides an excellent il­
lustration of how an efficiently 
organized and highly competitive 
system >f production pnd distri­
bution works, says the Industrial 
News Review.

Our meat animals are bred and 
raised and fattened on thousands 
o f farms and ranches throughout 
the United States, some of which 
produce only a few head a year 
for market. It would obviously be 
impossible for many farmers to ! 
personally dispose of their stock | 
to retail outlets— just as it would 
be impossible for any considerable 
number of consumers to go to tne 
farm and lay in a season's supply ! 
o f meat. That is where the pack-! 
ing industry comes in.

This industry is made up of ( 
thousands of individual companies, 
all of which compete with each 

ther for the available supply of 
, dible livestock. They provide the 
farmer w ith an established market i 
for meat on the hoof, and pay 
him a price which is determined 
by the relationship of supply to ; 
demand. They prepare and process 
the ni. at. Finally, they move it 
to the consuming centers, where 
it finds its way to the butcher’ s 
show window in the form of steaks 
and roasts and hamburger and so 

And for this service, they 
averag a profit of a trifle more 
than one solitary penny out of 
, ach dollar the ultimate consumer i 
pays for his meat.

Tne virtues o f this system are 
self evident. First of all. no farm­
er could produce meat animals 
in needed quantities unless he 
knew thete was a ready market, 
which would pay him a fair price. 
S.-c ■ ilv, it is the only means ever

devised which can assure all con­
sumers everywhere in the country 
an adequate meat supply. Last.
it holds overhead costs down all 
along the line, and brings the 
meat to our dinner tables for as 
low a price as the economic con­
ditions of the times permit.

RESOLUTIONS

New Year's resolutions have 
been the but of innumerable jokes. 
And that's quite understandable 
— most resolutions are made as 
the result of remorse from an 
excess of holiday cheer, and are 
forgotten as soon as the headache 
goes away.

Rut there’s another kind of res­
olution which everyone should 
make soberly and sincerely, and 
carry out conscientiously. A reso­
lution of that character might be 
phrased in such fashion as this:

All of us 
pay for fire in one way or an­
other— in the taxable assets it de­
stroys. in its depressing influence 
on "employment and purchasing 
power, in its consumption of irre­
placeable materials, in higher in­
surance rates, and so on. And, 
more important, the family that 
never had a fire may be wiped out 
by one tomorrow.

Those piles o f paper and rub­
bish and discarded clothing— that 
frayed lamp cord you've meant 
to replace and haven’t— that faul­
ty heating unit that should have 
been repaired last week or last 
year— "little things" such as these 
are fire’s dependable allies. All 
of them can be corrected easily.

Weekly Sermon
The Chief Cornerilone and the 

Stone* o f  the Building

by G. Coleman Luck. Moody 
Bible Institute, Chicago

In Old Testament times God 
dwelt with Israel, first in the 
tabernacle in the wilderness, and 
later in the temple at Jerusalem. 
When Jehovah God instructed 
Moses as to the preparation of 
the tabernacle, He said: “ Let 
them make me a sanctuary; that 
I may dwell among them” (Ex. 
25:8). "There,”  He said, "I will 
meet with the children o f Israel, 
and the tabernacle shall be sanc­
tified by my glory”  (Ex. 29:43).

In the present age, however, wc 
find that God dwells not with but 
in the church. He dwells not in 
a material building, but in a spir­
itual temple composed o f all those 
who have received Christ as Sa­
vior. In this building, we are

I told that Jesus Christ Him-elf is 
I the ‘“ chief cornerstone ; in whom 
! ¿11 the building fitly framed to­
gether gioweth unto tn holy tem­
ple in the Lord; in whom ye also 
are builded together for an habi­
tation of God through the Spirit”  
(Eph. 2 :20-2 2 ).

In this picture o f the < hief 
Cornei -tom and the stones of the 
building, we have another beauti­
ful illustration of Christ and His 
church. Notice fit-t that He 1- the 
foundation stone (I Cor. 3 :11), 
the pre-eminent One. God uses 
men and women a- leaders in His 
work, but not one is in a class 
with our Lord, Peter calls Hint 
“ the living stone” (I Pet. 2 :4). 
Remember, the church is founded 
not -im'ply on Christ’s teaching, 
sublime as that was,, but on Christ 
Himself, the risen, living Savior.

Believers in Christ are describ­
ed as stones in the building: “ Ye 
also, as lively stones, are built 
up a spiritual house” (I Pet. 2 :5). 
This figure indicates the mutual 
relation and di pendencc of all 
believers on the Lord Jesus Christ 
and in a lesser measure on each 
other. Just as each stone in a 
building ha- its place of useful­
ness, so each Christian is impor­
tant in the work of the church.

Note that Christiana, like Christ, 
are called "living stones.”  This 
reminds us that the church after 
all is not the material building 
in which Christians meet, but 
Christian people themselves form 
the structure o f this living temple 
in which God dwells.

Participation by the Belgian 
Government in the 1949 State Fair 
of Texas has been assured by 
cable from Brussels, authorizing 
contract for 1600 square feet of 
space in the General Exhibits 
Building.
