! to social security is still in effect,”

Weekly Sermon

SIMPLE TRUST

by M. W. McKenzie, Moody Bible
Institute, Chicago

Who is so trusting as a little
child? Jesus was a lover of chil-
dren, and said that the kingdom
of God is made up of those that
are as little children. He also
said that ‘“whosoever shall not re-
ceive the kingdom of God as a
little child, he shall not enter

therein” (Mark 10:15). The gos- |
pel, therefore, is not necessarily |
just for those who have great in-
tellects, but for those who have,l
with childlike faith, received Je-
sus Christ as their Saviour andl
Lord, irrespective of their station |
or rank. “But as many as received
him, to them gave he power to

them that believe on his name”
(John 1:12). 1

The prayer life of the Christian
should be characterized by this
same childlike trust. Each of us
can remember saints of God whose
prayers and lives witnessed to a
simple trust in God. Many Chris-
tians, such as George Mueller,
founder of a large orphanage in
England, have believed in God,
most of all for their spiritual needs
but also for their daily bread.
The food which the children ate
in his orphanage was an answer
to the prayers of Mr. Mueller and
his Christian friends, and it some-
times arrived just when the need
was desperate. Mueller time and |
again experienced the fulfillment |
of one of Christ’s prayer prom- |
ises, “If ye shall ask anything |
in my name, I will do it” (John |
14:14). |

The walk or life of the Chris- |
tian must also be one of simple |
trust. When Jesus gave Philip the
challenge and command, “Follow
me” (John 1:43), Philip not only |
followed Him, but brought a|
friend. Nathanael, who also fol- |
lowed Jesus. Such implicit obedi- |
ence shows implicit trust.

“When the Son of man cometh,
shall he find faith on the earth?”
(Luke 18:8).

Subsoil Water
Reserves Being
Depleted Rapidly

It is becoming a generally rec-
| ognized fact that the subsoil water
reserves in this country are be-
coming depleted at an alarming
rate. This fact is sharply brought
out in the recent book by Henry
Vogt, former chief of the Pan-
American Union, “They Road to |
Survival.” After calling attention
to the fact that because of our
system of draining off all rain-
{ fall as rapidly as possible the sub- ‘|
| soil water level in this country
| has fallen greatly, The author
points to several specific instances |
| which prove his claim. For exam- |
!ple, in the neighborhood of Balti- |
more, Maryland, the subsoil water |

level has fallen 146 feet in 32|
| years. In the Louisville, Kentucky |
larea the water level has dropped |
|40 feet in ten years. At Indian- |
lapolis, the level has dropped fifty |
|feet in ten years. The ‘
| Vogt says, is that water is now
J‘!winx drained off rapidly allow- |
ing it no opportunity or time to |
penetrate the soil. Several west
coast cities are already faced with
an acute water shortage, Notwith-
standing these disturbing facts,
Vogt says, the Eightieth Congress
authorized a study of 65 million

ard draining and reclaiming them
for agricultural use. If this is
done, Vogt points out, another
source of subsoil moisture will be
cut off. Los Angeles, California,
engineers are of the opinion that
the time is not far distant when
some means will have to be de-
vised to convert ocean water to
domestic use. Experts already are
reckoning the day when the last
newcomer will cross the Rockies
heading west, because there won't
be enough water for all. Some Los
Angeles engineers have even set
the deadline 1968. Nature can only
| give back the water that has been
tstored in the soil. As man destroys
the means by which this can be
done, the supply grows increas-
ingly less and less.

A group of widows in Califor-
nia have organized and has ap-
pealed to the government for as-
sistance in locating eligible bach-
elors. The object is matrimony,
and the organization is located
at Whittier, California.

Every Child Needs
Benefit of Dental
Care, Dr. Cox Says

Austin, Texas—Solution of the
nation's dental problems lies in
making dental health education
and dental care available to every
child, said Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer.

He said it is possible to prevent
loss of teeth from decay if
person starts early in life to fol-
low these simple rules:

1. Early and frequent examina-
tion of the mouth by a dentist.

2. Early treatment of small cav-
ities and other dental defects.

3. Proper diet with refined sug-
ars held at a minimum.

4. Proper brushing of teeth af-
ter eating.

A child should be
{ shortly after
his first teeth appear at about
the age of two, he declared. Fre-
quent examinations and treatment
of dental defects by dentists should
follow, he added.

Experiments are under way in
research laboratories to find the
answer to dental decay and other
dental diseases, he said, adding:

“It has been learned that the
very active element, fluorine, can
be used to curb dental decay to
