Austin Highlights
j (By Senator George M offett)

Austin, Texas, Feb. (i— Mem- 
1 hers o f the Legislature have clone 
I some serious thinking in these 
early days o f the thirty-day spec­
ial session. Most o f us are con­
vinced that the people o f Texas 
want suitable steps taken to care 
for the more than twenty-two 
thousand inmates o f the state's 
eleemosynary institutions, which 
include state orphanages (hotn 
white and colored*, state tuber­
cular sanitoriums, epileptic insti­
tutions, schools for the blind, deaf 
and feeble minded, as well as the 
large institutions for the adult 
mentally ill.

There are more than twenty 
o f these institutions in Texas. 
Some o f the buildings are more 
than seventy years old. Very little 
construction was done during the 
depression and almost none during 

I the war period because o f the 
scarcity o f labor and materials. 
It is the state’s plain duty to start 
a suitable building program to re- 

! lieve crowded conditions in the 
| above named institutions.

The Board for State Hospitals 
and Special Schools which super- 

j vises the above named institutions 
estimates that at least forty mil­
lion dollars is needed for buildings 
and equipment. However, most 
members o f the Legislature be­
lieve that this building program 
should be carried out over a period 
o f years so that the cost will he 
spread out over a reasonable time.

The state’s present financial 
shortage has been brought about 
partly because o f a decrease in 
the demand for crude oil. In the 
fiscal year o f 194ti, the tax on 
crude oil alone brought thirty- 
seven million dollars into the state 
treasury. In 1949 it brought 
eighty-seven million dollars, a fifty- 
million dollar difference. In 1950, 
the revenue from the crude oil 
tax will be much less than in 1949 
because o f smaller demand for 
Texas crude oil. Foreign oil is 
being imported into our country 
in great quantities and nation­
wide conditions are such that not 
as much crude oil is being consum­
ed as was the case one year ago. 
These two factors (imports o f 
crude oil and decreased consump­
tion) will bring about a decrease 
•in the state’s revenues and are 
partly responsible for the neces­
sity o f raising new taxes. One 
proposed method o f securing the 
needed revenue, is to increase the 
tax on cigarettes a penny a pack­
age. Texas now collects three cents 
per package. All o f our neighbor­
ing states now have at least a 
four cent tax on cigarettes and 
some have eight. In addition, there 
has been proposed a 10 per cent 
increase in the present rate o f 
taxation upon oil, gas, surphur, 
carbon black, automobile trans­
fers, etc., to provide operating 
expenses for the eleemosynary in­
stitutions. These are substantially 
the Governor’s recomendations.

I personally would appreciate 
an expression from you concern­
ing the best course for the Legis­
lature to take in solving this seri­
ous problem.

Fort Bend County 
Health Unit Formed

Austin, Texa^— Public Health in 
Texas lias received another boost 
with the February 1 formation 
o f the Fort Bend County Health 
Unit.

State Health O fficer Geo. W. 
Cox, in announcing the commis­
sion o f the Fort Bend Unit, said 
Dr. John R. Turner, a public health 
man o f long experience in Texas 
and elsewhere, had been named 
as director. The budget is set up 
to include a director, a sanitarian, 
a public health nurse, and a clerk. 
Their operations will cover Fort 
Bend County in its entirety.

Texas now has forty-nine units, 
some o f them serving more than 
one county. Altogether, fifty-seven 
counties within the State have pro­
tection o f full-time health units.

“ We’ve come a long way toward 
our goal o f raising the standard 
o f public health in Texas to a 
high plane.” Cox asserted. He cau­
tioned: “ But we still have a long 
road ahead o f us."

Ideally, a local health unit is 
designed, according to Cox. to 
promote better health among Tex­
ans it serves by performing those 
functions:

1. By investigating cases o f com­
municable diseases, and tracking 
down, i f  possible, the source o f the 
germ.

2. By teaching people, through 
meetings and personal visits, how 
smallpox, diphtheria. whooping 
cough, and other diseases ate 
spread, and how immunization and 
sanitation will prevent their 
spread.

.4. By making studies o f venereal 
diseases (mainly syphilis and gon­
orrhea). tuberculosis, poliomyelit­
is, etc., and providing for patient 
education concerning the illness 
affecting them.

4. By making home visits to ex­
pectant mothers referred by pri­
vate physicians, and by holding 
well-child conferences which are 
designed to keep children in tip­
top health.

5. By making periodic inspec­
tions o f food-handling businesses 
like dairies, slaughter houses, gro­
cery stores, and cafes to make 
sure the operators are sticking 
close to sanitation laws.
