| “Neighbor Groups” Speed Up Soil

Conservation Work

By cashing in on one of the
most fundamental qualities in hu-
man nature, soil conservation dis-
tricts throughout the United

| States are speeding up the appli-

cation of our national soil conser-
vation program to a degree which
should become even more marked
as time goes on. This quality

have known
that humans form groups, some of
them natural groups and some ar-
tificial. In the time of the stone
age man, the tribal group was prob-
ably the largest unit in human so-

Sociologists long

[ ciety and the smallest was the fam-

ily group. The Neanderthal man
gnawed his joint of meat at the
family fire but he belonged to a
larger tribal group. This developed
because primitive man banded to-
gether for protection and
learned they could hunt more suc-
“ganging up.”

In modern times the family
group survives, divorces to the
contrary, but the tribal group has
been replaced by others more com-
plex. In rural sections, farmers
may become neighbors because
they like each other, are interested
in the same things, belong to the
same church, or for a variety of
other common reasons., These nat-
ural groups of neighbors exist in
every part of rural America.

Recognizing this fact, soil con-
servation districts throughout the
country are turning to the neigh-
bor group as a means of speeding
up their program. In every neigh-
borhood are men who because of
personalities or their nat-
ural qualities of leadership, exert
an important influence on their
neighbors. For, it is human nature,
not only to want companionship,
but also to follow patterns of con-
duct established by an individual
in whom you have confidence.

There are now more than 2000
soil conservation districts through-
out the United States. And the
average district must rely for its
technical assistance on about two
soil conservation technicians, These
men are supplied by the U. S.
Soil Conservation Service. For help
in their educational programs, the
districts lean heavily on county
agents and other representatives
of the State Extension
When only two technicians attempt
to assist 2,500 farmers in the
average county-wide district on an
individual basis, progress is neces-
sarily slow. .

It is for this reason that dis-
trict governing bodies throughout
the country are turning to the
neighbor group approach. Although
the average SCS planner is paid
for only 40 hours a week, he usu-
ally works overtime, at night or
before and after usual working
hours. Even so, the limited num-
ber of farm planners available to
districts have been unable to keep
up with demand.

But by cashing in on the human
desire for neighboring, districts
can now give assistance to 10 or
12 farmers simultaneously through
the neighbor group approach. Al
of the preliminary stages of farm
conservation planning can be done
on this basis before individual as-
sistance begins. In eight middle-

western states, for example, farm-|

ers in nearly 6,000 neighbor groups
were already working with their
districts on the neighbor basis by
late summer of 1950. A geperal
speed-up in applying a national

soil conservation program, seems |

likely as a result of this new ap-
proach.

What We Think |

(By Frank Dixon)

This is written before the re-
sults of the intervention i
Korean affair are known. I want
to take this opportunity to ex-
press my approval of the decision
made by President Truman and
his committee to treat the invad-
ing North Koreans as a group of
outlaws who should be controlled
and driven back by prompt police
action,

One of the most wholesome de-
velopments to date is the prompt
action of other nations in throwing
their lot in with the United States
and offering their aid. This to
me, was most heartening in that
it revealed the attitude of {
whole world toward outlaws of
this type. It required the prompt
decisive action of this govern-
ment to crystalize the world's
thinking and to show to the o
laws that this sort of thing would
not be tolerated in the world any
more, |

The decisions by President Tru-
man and his committee of Demo-
crats and Republicans is also sig-
nificant and will go down in his-
tory as one of the most remark-
able stands ever taken by this or
any nation against a major pow-|
er. It is also significant for the
reason that it establishes in the|
minds of the man on the street|
for the first time in the history|
of thiz country a clear cut and]
tangible foreign policy — a for-|
eign policy that heretofore has
alwayvs been vague, nebulous and
uncertain — a thing concerning |
which we were always talking and
to which we were always point- |
ing, but which no one seemed to|
have a clear cut idea of what it
consisted or covered.

The thing that made the deci-
sion a memorable one was the
realization that the invasion by|
the outlaws of North Korea was
not planned and conceived and

.

| executed by the North Koreans.

It originated in the Kremlin. Of
that there is not now and neve:
will be any doubt. The Kremlin
without doubt planned the inva-|
sion and without doubt gave the|
order for it to proceed. The whole
motive, as I see it, was a feeler or |
a bluff on the part of Russia to|
see how far she could go in the
matter of invasion of smaller pow- |
ers before her hand would be
called. I think the committee and |
President Truman realized this
and realized in the calling of the |
bluff there lurked a possibiilty of |
war with Russia. ‘
The decision is important in|
that it sets a precedence. Never
again will this country and the
other sixty-eight nations of the
world sit idly by twiddling their|
thumbs while smaller nations are
linvaded and outraged by larger
 unscrupulous powers. By this act,
i the United States has suddenly
| grown up, become of age, assumed |
in fact its place of leadership at|
the head of the list of nations of |
the world. This marks the first|
time in history where one great |
nation has said to another great|
power, “Stop, you cannot do this |
thing.” |
I wonder if many persons real- |
ize what this act, establishing as!
it does a momentous precedent |
means to the peace of the world. !
{ I don't believe it can be overesti-
mated. I think that the President
and the members of his committee
of Democrats and Republicans were
inspired the evening the decision
was made
, This, to me, is the most signi-
ficant step toward world peace
that has yet been made. It es.

Austin State Health Officer
Geo. W. Cox has turned the bright
light of optimism on the hereto-
fore dark picture of polio in Tex-
as,

Observing that the state's 1000
cases of polio since the year’s be-
ginning has occurred among a
population of seven and one-half
million people, the health official
Thursday deplored “the attitude

|of hysteria that polio creates in

a community.”

That didn’t mean people should
not be concerned, the doctor com-
mented, for a case of illness in
any form is good reason for great
concern.

“I'm talking about the fear
that keeps a person or a whole
community from thinking straight,

and insect breeding places, per-
sonal cleanliness, and getting milk,
water and food from safe, ap-
proved sources will aid in prevent.
ing a number of communicable
diseases.”

National statistics, Dr. Cox as-
serted, show good reason for op-
timism in most cases of polio.
According to the figures, from
40 to 60 per cent of all victims
completely and can do

hey choose.
to 40 per cent recover
with only minor disability, and
can, within very wide limits, lead
perfectly normal! lives. From 15 to
20 per cent are more severely
handicapped, and 5 to 10 per cent
terminate fatally.
