The gate receipts at the Crow- 
ell-Seymour football game last Fri­
day night were $1534.50, which 
is about $300.00 more than was 
taken in at the 1 938 regional game 
with Newcastle here. Crowell’s last 
regional game here was with Bal­
linger in 1943 hut had weather 
cut that crowd down. Crowell foot­
ball teams have played before 
crowds as large as the one here 
last Friday night only twice be­
fore, once at Olney in 1934 in a 
district game, and another time 
at Wichita Falls in a regional 
game with Plano in the same sea­
son.

The good gate receipts this year 
have enabled the Crowell Athletic 
Department to pay out of debt 
for the first time since Crowell 
won its last football district cham­
pionship in 1945. The Wildcats cap­
tured the district championship for 
three straight years, 1943, 1944, 
and 1945. Bi-district games gen­
erally always pay off.

Rainfall Recorded 
a t JoeOrr Farm

Rainfall during 1950 in the Mar­
garet community, up to and in­
cluding September, was 31.70 
inches according to the record 
kept by Joe Orr at his farm home 
in that community. The precipi­
tation amounted to 11.63 inches 
more than fell at Crowell up to 
Sept. 10. according to the Govern­
ment gauge at the Crowell State 
Bank.

The record kept by Mr. Orr 
for the first nine months of the 
year is as follows:

January, .90; February, 1.65; 
March. 0; April, 1.45; May, 4.50; 
June, 2.75; July 4,50*; August, 
6.15; September, 9.80.

Good Plant Food 
Greatly Increases 
Crop Production

“ Feed the land and fatten the 
crops” is a good slogan for Texas 
farmers to adopt, because plants 
must have plenty of the right kind 
of food in order to grow well and 
produce good yields, says Joe Bur­
kett, County Agent.

Good crops cannot be grown 
without sufficient plant food, even 
when the best seed and cultivation 
methods are used. Burkett points 
out that plants also need plenty 
o f water and suitable soil condi­
tions to grow in.

He states that feeding the land 
by plowing under a well-inoculated 
and fertilized legume is the best 
way to provide these important 
items. Legumes supply plant food, 
especially the high-priced and bad­
ly needed nitrogen, which they get 
from the air by means o f bacteria 
in the nodules on the roots.

Organic matter or humus, sup­
plied by the legumes when they 
are plowed under, improves the 
condition of the soil and thus makes 
it more suitable for plants to grow 
in. And the more organic matter 
there is in the soil, the more water 
there will be for the plants be­
cause the vegetation that decays 
in the soil acts like a sponge and 
increases the water holding capac­
ity of the land.

Burkett reports that increased 
cotton yields of over 100 pounds 
o f lint per acre were obtained 
when cotton followed hairy vetch 
on the East Texas Experiment 
Substations at Nacogdoches and 
Tyler. And corn yields were more 
than doubled at these substations. 
On the more drouthy soils at Col­
lege Station, vetch increased cot­
ton yields 59 pounds per acre.

At the Temple Substation in the 
Blackland area, cotton following 
phosphated and inoculated hubam 
sweetclover produced a five-year 
average of 315 pounds o f lint per 
acre— and the hubam was harvest­
ed for seed before being turned 
under. On similar land where no 
legumes were planted, the five- 
year average was 165 pounds of 
cotton per acre.

The sweetclovers, hubam, Mad­
rid and annual yellow blossom, 
increase the yield o f crops that 
follow them. Hubam and annual 
yellow blossom are especially ben­
eficial because they also induce 
losses from cotton root rot. To 
farmers who are troubled by cot­
ton dying from root rot. Buikett 
recommends the planting of these 
two sweetclovers in the rotation, 
for a seed crop, for grazing and 
to be ‘plowed under green.

This program, it was said, would 
“ be in line with the President’s 
emergency plan and would also 
take care o f civilian growth.”

Here is simply a new version of 
the old story that only the gov­
ernment can provide the electric 
power we need. It is a story which 
is without a grain o f truth. Pri­
vate utilities carried the great bulk 
o f the power load in the last war. 
Since the war, they have under­
taken the greatest expansion pro­
gram in their history. They pro­
vide all the power in most of the 
industrial regions where the fac­
tories capable of war production 
are located.

Another gopd example is found 
in California. In 1937 the govern­
ment started a power and irriga­
tion project there on which it has 
spent $340,000.000. Of that. $180,- 
000.000 went for dams and power 
facilities rated at 450,000 kilo­
watts. In that same thirteen-year 

1 period, a single California utility 
i has spent $840,000,000 on new 
construction, and has created pow­
er facilities aggregating 1,300,000 
kilowatts— three times as much as 
the government system. And in­
stead o f swallowing tax money, 
the private utility has created great 
new taxable assets for all units of 
government. On top of that, the 
utility could readily have handled 
the construction and financing of 
plants equivalent to tln**c in the 
government system. In short, gov­
ernment didn’t do a thing that 
private enterprise wasn’t able and 
willing to do.

We must have economy in every 
department and activity of gov­
ernment. Socialized power is one 
o f the best places to start cutting. 
— Industrial News Review.

| try, for example, has decreased 
i its operational cost to a bare min­
imum. During the current infla­
tion, both chain and independent 
stores are holding prices down by 
constantly increasing efficiency. 
But efficiency alone cannot do 
the whole job.

If the domestic activities o f  the 
Federal and state governments 
were operated as efficiently as 
industry, our taxes and the cost 
of living would be lower and we 
would have better than a fifty- 
cent dollar. —  Industrial News Re­
view.

DON’T BLAME THE WAR

■ • Prices on almost every 
building material have risen since 
January, and are still on the 
climb,” said Wendell D. MacDon­
ald, regional director of the United 
States Department o f Labor Sta­
tistics in Boston. These increases, 
contrary to popular opinion, are 
found to be due to the heavy con­
sumer demand for housing and 
increasing wage levels, rather than 
to the present Korean conflict.

ONE-ARMED MEDICINE
A determined effort is being 

made by the Administration to es­
tablish a compulsory Federal medi­
cal service. The fact that countries 
already “ blessed”  with such mo­
nopolies lack the medical advan­
tages o f the United States, from 
the standpoint o f progress, has not 
deterred those who favor compul­
sory socialization o f the medical 
profession.

A sidelight on the issue has just 
been published by the Association 
o f American Physicians and Sur­
geons. The organization’s “ News 
Letter” contains a note written 
by Dr. William C. Black o f San 
Diego, California, formerly presi­
dent o f A A PS, on his arrival in 
New York from a several months’ I

European tour and study o f social­
ism. He says he “ stayed in Kenil­
worth, England, for a couple of 
days . . . Found out the proprietor 
o f the hotel was an anesthetist—  
specialist— and had quit a year ago, 
not because o f pay, but because 
under the regulations o f the Na­
tional Service Act he was not per­
mitted the freedom o f judgment 
and action essential to best inter­
ests o f the patient . . . Rather 
than do sub-standard work he just 
quit and now makes a living from 
the hotel . . . He cares for the 
chickens, goats, cows and garden 
and his wife kee>ps the hotel, cooks 
and irons.”

Dr. Black wrote that the physi­
cian-hotel proprietor told him: 
“ This Act had the same effect on 
me, as a physician, as though I had 
lost an arm or gone blind or de­
veloped some other physical dis­
ability which would make it im­
possible for me to do my work 
properly.”— Industrial News Re. 
view.

WHERE DO YOU STAND?
Basically there are but two po­

litical philosophies. One sets the 
citizen above the state— that is 
what we have had in this country 
under our representative form of 
government. The other sets the 
state above the citizen and results 
in the oppression that bedeviled 
the human race throughout the 
ages. Currently, socialism and 
communism represent the ultimate 
in the latter philosophy. That is 
why present-day planners who ad­
vocate greater and greater govern­
ment domination over the individ­
ual avoid these names like the 
plague. They promote government

ownership o f industry, they en­
dorse compulsory medical taxes, 
they tour the country at the tax­
payers’ expense in support o f Fed­
eral power “ authorities”  and con­
stantly haip on the theme that 
the capabilities of private indus- 
try are inadequate. Their program 
from start to finish is socialism, 
and yet if it is so defined they 
cry “ libelous.”

Regardless o f the sensitivities 
of the disguised socialist, it is of 
the greatest importance to define 
his aims. If this country is to aban­
don the system of government 
upon which it was founded, let’s 

i do it deliberately, not by subter- 
i fuge. In an outstanding editorial 
¡the American Druggist declares: 
“ Up to now no important politiciaa 
has openly asked us to choose be­
tween democracy and socialism or 
some other kind of statism, but 
we are being urged to support can­
didates for Congress who favor 
political programs that definitely 
express much more faith in gov­
ernment control than in the indi­
vidual character and ability o f the 
average citizen . . ,

“ If we have come to the conclu­
sion that the individual problems 
of most people are too much for 
them, and that the only hope is in 
a benevolent government, then let 
us set up a super government . . . 
but let us do it with our eyes open. 
On the other hand, if we still be­
lieve that the only real security 
for any citizen is his individual 
freedom o f opportunity, it is our 
conviction that the time has come 
to stand up and declare ourselves 
. . . ”  —  Industrial News Review.

Down in the Southeast there 
is a new prosperity literally spring­
ing up from the grass roots— a 
new accent on diversified farming 
and animal agriculture. Many fields 
once whit«' with cotton arc now 

I green with grass and dotte<l with 
beef cattle.

Even land that has been “ crop­
ped to death”  and abandoned as 
worthless is staging a strong come­
back under a soil-restoring pro­
gram that includes legumes, special 
grasses and meat animals.

This is good news indeed be­
cause sections o f the South have 
become classic illustrations of trag­
ic soil misuse and erosion. In early 
times the South suffered heavily 
as settlers and farmers tilled the 
land for maximum short-range 
production o f valuable hut soil ex­
hausting crops and then moved on 
to new locations. In those days, 
when the country was young and 
sparsely settled, land was one re­
source that appeared limitless and 
available to all. The pendulum has 
now gone full cycle. Land is prec- 
ious. .

The new development in tne 
South is part o f a vast land res­
toration movement. And it is sig­
nificant that people are discover­
ing that meat production is 
exclusively a Western and Mid­
western enterprise. Regardless of 
geographical location a great dem 
o f land is suitable only for live­
stock raising. An increasing num­
ber o f farmers are finding that 
cattle raising tits ideally into sound 
soil conservation while at the same 
time producing a cash crop that 
they can count on year after yeai. 
Some four thousand packing houses 
keep “ open hou,se" for all the moat 
animals that livestock raisers have 
to sell. Producers can also count 
on the best possible prices in the 
light o f existing conditions because 
meat processing is one of the most 
competitive businesses in existence. 
— Industrial News Review.

OUT OF BOUNDS

The Enid, Oklahoma, News ha- 
taken the head of the Federal 
Security Administration sharply to 
task and with good reason. Ac­
cording to the News, the Admin­
istrator says, in reply to critics, 
that he sees it as his “ duty to 
lobby for a big Federal health 
program and for what those op­
posed to me call ‘socialized medi­
cine.’

Commenting on the Administra­
tor’s viewpoint the News observed 
“ He was selected to administer 
his agency within the laws govern, 
ing it. He was not hired with the 
taxpayers’ money to work against 
their interests or against the in­
terests of a free American citizen­
ship. He certainly was not. in the­
ory at least, hired to devote his 
time and the taxpayers’ funds to 
promoting the expansion of the 
agency, thus enhancing his own 
power. . .

“ There are enough misguided 
groups and individuals whose sole 
business seems to be to promote 
socialized medicine and other Fed­
eral regimentation and give-away 
schemes, without these silly pro­
grams requiring any help from a 
high salaried Federal administra­
tor."

eminent. There is no question hut 
that in a large measure the cease­
less efforts o f the power-seeking 
administrators o f Federal agencies 
have created this threat.

E C O N O M IC  H IG H L IG H T S
Even skeptics cannot but be 

impressed by the speed with which 
supply lines to the Korean beach­
head have been built up. From a 
standing start less than two months 
ago a sizable army has been moved 
across six thousand miles of ocean 
and sent into combat. It is impos­
sible for laymen to appreciate fully 
the magnitude of such a task. A 
single l ’ . S. infantry division, for 
example, needs a staggering 17,- 
000 tons of equipment —  weapons, 
trucks, fuel and food —  just to 
get it started in combat. From 
then on, if it is lighting a delaying 
action such as the war in Korea 
was for so long, it needs an extra 
130 tons o f equipment a day, in­

cluding medicine and replacehient 
parts to keep it going. When it 
goes on the offensive, its daily 
needs jump to 580 tons. Life mag­
azine has made an illustrated fea­
ture of this great undertaking. It 
shows a map of the Pacific Ocean 
with a worldwide network of sup­
ply lines —  planes and ships — 
converging on a tiny white dot 
on the shores of Korea. This dot 
is our beachhead. Life then de­
scribed the movement over these 
supply lines during a forty-day 
period. The Military Air Transport 
Service, flying 23*1 planes, deliv­
ered 15,000 passengers and 3,00'* 
tons o f cargo. Each round trip took 
from 72 to 120 hours. Turn around 
time for the planes in Japan and 
the United States was twelve hour-. 
Simultaneously, the Navv-run Mil­
itary Sea Transportation Service, 
in three hundred ships —  trans­
ports, tankers, anil cargo vessels 
— delivered more than 50,00** men, 
and 500,000 tons of cargo. Round 
trip for one of these ships from 
the Pacific coast ports required 
40 to 75 days.

In the words of Life: “ To ac­
complish all this within nine weeks. 
U. S. logistics i Xpert- have had 
to improvise a major miracle."

The fact that a miracle vf trans­
portation and supply is now being 
accomplished does not excuse the 
tragic miscalculation- in top man­
agement o f the American defense 
program. Rather, it is another mag­
nificent demonstration of the vast 
reservoir o f resourcefulnes- and

stamina so characteristic of t his 
country. Very likely the I*resen 
effort  will g” down in historj just 
as Life described it — a maj'^ 
miracle. Credit for achieving U 
must go to the people who hav 
taken part in it: the pilot* of tin 
planes, the captains of the ship.. 
workers and managements in tin 
. ,1 fields and factories and mines, 
the hard-bitten Marines, tne NaiJ 
Air Force and the Army. 1 lie pyt-

A new device known as an opin­
ion meter, which electrically meas- 
cres the composite opinion o f a

\ eloped. Designed for any group

opinion meter records a true, un­
influenced group opinion, since 

1 each individual opinion is expressed 
secretly and carries the same
Weight.

The opinion meter consists of 
an indicating unit and one or more 
-ti ings of individual units, or hand­
held stations, which may number 
a- high as 120. Both the indicat- 

1 ing unit and the hand-held sta­
tions have circular dials, calibrated 
front zer to 100, over which point­
er- move. Each member o f a group 

I using the device moves the pointer 
of his hand-held station to the 

[ number indicating the strength o f 
| his favor or disfavor. Negative 
(opinion is registered front zero 
to 50, and positive opinion from 
50 to 100.

Tlte operator o f the indicating 
unit, usually the chairman o f  the 
group, then turns a selector switch 
to "opinion,”  and the meter starts 
operating. Within a few seconds, 
a sweep hand on the large indi­
cating-unit dial moves up-scale 
front zero until it reaches the 
group average opinion.

TEXAS RETAIL SALES

Austin. Texas. Sept. 30 —  Texas 
retail sales for August 1950 climb­
ed 22 per cent from a year earlier, 
the University o f Texas Bureau 
of Business Research reported.

Preliminary tabulations placed 
August sales at an estimated $576 
million, or 4 per cent below the 
all-time peak reached in July 1950.

August sales o f durable goods 
stores fell 10 per cent from the 
previous month, while nondurable 
goods stores registered a 5 per 
cent gain. From the same month 
a year ago, durable sales were up 
32 per cent to outdistance the 11 
per cent increase for nondurable 
goods stores.

Household and appliance stores 
presented a 23 per cent reduction 
in August sales from the previous 
month. Sales of motor vehicle deal­
ers were o ff  16 per cent; farm im­
plement dealers, 12 per cent; and 
hardware stores, 7 per cent.

Counter to the over-all monthly 
decline for durable goods stores, 
jewelry sales jumped 21 per cent 
from July. Lumber and building 
material dealers and furniture 
stores turned in smaller increases 
o f 6 and 3 per cent, respectively.

Without exception all durable 
goods stores recorded higher sales 
in August 1950 than in the same 
month a year ago. Sales of lumber 
and building material dealers 
jumped 63 per cent; jewelry stores, 
35 per cent, farm implement deal­
ers 32 per cent; furniture and 
household and appliance stores, 29 
per cent; and motor vehicle deal-

Women’s specialty shops, with 
19 per cent gain, tallied the 

biggest July-to-August advance 
among nondurable goods stores. 
Florists and office, store, and 
school supply dealers showed in­
creases of 18 per cent, and shoe 
stores reported a 15 per cent up­
turn in their August sales.

of an industry is no guarantee o f 
superior performance can be drawn 
from the Annual Report o f the 
British National Coal Board for 
1 ;»4i*. The mines were nationalized 
iii 1947. Since then the record 
speaks for itself.

In l *»4i* total deep-mined output 
of coal was 203 million tons— 28 
million tons less than in 193». The 
output per man-shift was 1.16 tons 
in l»4 »  compared to 1.14 tons per 
man in 1938 and 1939. The per­
centage of absenteeism in the two 
periods was 12.34 versus 6.94, re- 
-peetively .  The drop in production 
was largely due to workers choos­
ing to stay home when they were 
supposed to be working. Actually 
there is no magic formula for 
achieving production and plenty. 
The comparative Utopia that was 
intended to evolve out o f British 
nationalization o f basic industry 
has not materialized.

Weekly Sermon
FISH TALK

by D. N. Harding. Moody Bible 
Institute, Chicago’

As an aid in detecting enemy 
submarines in the last war, hydro­
phones (underwater microphones) 
were strung across the opening to 
Chesapeake Bay. Shortly after 
their installation, the control pan­
el for these ingenious listening de­
vices lit up with activity. The 
alarm went out. It was feared a | 
fleet of submarines was invading j 
America. However, thorough in­
vestigation proved the noises came 1 
from a school o f Croakers, deep 
sea fish. This was proof positive 
that the “ silent deep’ ’ wasn’t si-, 
lent after all.

If ten years ago, we had sug­
gested that “ fish talk,’ ’ we’d soon i 
have won a reputation for sorcery | 
or insanity. But now it’s a known i 
fact.

Because we had no underwater 
listening device ten years ago, it 
was concluded that the inhabitants 
o f the deep were silent. But the i 
invention o f the hydrophone re­
vealed fish “ talk,”  screech, and 
even cluck like barnyard chickens.

Similarly, many people deny the 
very existence o f God because 
they haven’t “ heard”  Him. To say 
that there is no God because we 
haven’t heard His voice with our 
physical ear is as foolish as a deaf 
man saying there are no audible 
sounds because he hasn’t experi­
enced them.

As we need mechanical “ ears” 
to hear underwater sounds, spirit­
ual “ ears" must be applied to hear 
God.

BETTER THAN EVER
Our railroads are in better shape 

now to handle defense emergency 
traffic than they were before 
World War II. according to Wil­
liam T. Faricy, president o f the 
Association o f American Railroads.

That is the result both of the 
railroads’ expansion and better­
ment programs anti of improve­
ment in operating techniques 
which have greatly increased the 
service they are able to get out 
o f each piece o f equipment. To­
day’s trains and cars are bigger, 
faster, and superior in every way 
to those o f the past. Loading and 
unloading is accomplished more 
swiftly. Since 1939 the railroads 
have spent more than $7,000,000,- 
000 on improvements, and that 
is reflected in every phase o f op­
eration.

Mr. Faricy observed that “ there 
is a better understanding on the 
part of all concerned that trans­
portation, including rail transpor­
tation is just as much a part o f 
any national effort as is the man­
ufacture o f materiel and equip­
ment for the armed forces. There 
is a general realization o f the truth 
o f the statement o f Colonel J. 
Monroe Johnson, chairman o f the 
Interstate Commerce Commission, 
that neither the nation nor the 
armed forces can have more o f 
anything than can be hauled. In 
any program of allocation o f ma­
terials, it is essential that railroads 
receive greater and more prompt 
recognition than they did prior to 
1943, and that they be allowed ac­
cess to the manpower and mater­
ials necessary both for their op­
erations and for repair and main­
tenance.”

If the railroads receive govern­
ment and shipper cooperation, and 
the supplies they need, they are 
capable of outdoing even their 
magnificent emergency jobs of the 
past— Industrial News Review.

“ Trinchina larvae, which cause 1 
trichinosis, are killed at a temper-1 
ature of 137 degrees F,”  the health ; 
officer cautioned. “ That's internal; 
temperature.”

He warned that “ ready-to-eat” 
ham products are smoked at ap- j 
proximately ICO degrees, and cured 1 
with less salt than regular smoked j 
hams. They'll spoil easily unless 
kept under refrigeration until 
eaten.

Hi re are the health officer’s ! 
recommendations regarding these ■ 13 
meat products: “

1. They cannot be stored in 
temperatures above 50 degrees. *
Neither can prepared dishes or I 
sandwiches made o f the products.

2. Strict sanitation should be 
observed in handling them.

3. They should be handled in 
refrigerated equipment from pack­
ing plant to consumer.

4. Cook-before-eating must not 
be confused with ready-to-eat meat 
products. Always ask the retailer 
about the meat to make sure of 
the cooking procedure.
