what organisms they contained.

The communicable disease cen­
ter gave Texas’ laboratory special­
ists a grade o f 98.9 per cent on 
the first test, and 97.5 per cent 
on the second. No other laboratory 
in the United States proved to be 
so accurate, the report said.

Authorities at the State De­
partment of Health said they have 
now begun instra-state laboratory 
evaluation studies, conducted on 
the same basis as are the national 
studies. In the intra-state exami­
nations, laboratories operating 
within the state are tested for ac­
curacy in determining what organ­
isms are contained within a given 
specimen.

2,037 Texans to Be 
Inducted in January

Austin, Texas. —  State Selec­
tive Service headquarters received 
a call today for 2,037 men to be 

j inducted into the armed forces in 
January, Lt. Col. Morris S. 

j Schwartz, deputy state draft di­
rector, announced.

Announcement o f receipt of the 
January call was made by Colonel 
Schwartz in the absence o f Brig. 
Gen. Paul L. Wakefield, state di­
rector, who is in Washington at­
tending a conference o f state draft 
directors.

Local board quotas for the Jan­
uary call will not be made up un­
til the early part o f December, 
Colonel Schwartz said.

The January call o f 2,037 com­
pares with a call o f 2,008 for De­
cember and brings the number 
o f men called for since the begin­
ning o f the conflict in Korea to 
12,525.

The 2,037 Texans called for in 
the January induction period is 
the state’s share o f a national 
quota of 40,000 announced several 
days ago by the Department of 
Defense in Washington.

Calls are made by the Secretary 
of Defense on the director o f Se­
lective Service in Washington, 
Maj. Gen. Lewis B. Hershey, who 
allots quotas to the states on the 
basis of federal draft law regula­
tions. State draft directors under 
these same regulations allot quo­
tas to their local boards.

The deputy state director o f 
Selective Service described Texas 
as being “ in good shape to supply 
men to fill the January quota.” 
He said that the state Selective 
Service System “ has more than 
enough men examined and accept­
able to fill the November, De­
cember and January quotas.”

Call for November, now being 
filled, is the highest received so 
far by Texas, a total of 3,453.

Department o f Defense an­
nouncement from Washington 
several days ago said that the 
January quota would have been 
larger if the Army were sufficient­
ly prepared to take care o f the 
inductees.

Cox, State Health Officer warns 
the citizens o f Texas. “ Those who 
decide to take any of the anti­
histimine pills should realize it is 
highly important for them to fol­
low exactly the directions.

“ Regardless of the effective­
ness of these new products it re­
mains most desirable to take the 
ordinary precautions against con­
tracting a cold —  adequate sleep, 
clothing adapted to the weather, 
well balanced diet, moderate out­
door exercise and avoidance of 
unnecessary contacts with those 
already suffering from colds. Ex­
tra rest and the drinking of large 
amounts of fruit juice are still 
important aids to physical well- ( 
being and cure if a cold occurs.

“ Unfavorable reactions such as 
dizziness, drowsiness, and tempo­
rary loss o f muscle control some­
times occur after taking this drug. 
Everyone is strongly advised 
against driving an automobile or 
working around machinery while 
taking the pills.

“ Some readers o f advertise­
ments may get the idea that tak­
ing small doses o f antihistimines 
every day will prevent colds. Such 
use o f drugs should be discour­
aged. Antihistimines are still new 
and largely unproved drugs. Phy­
sicians have not yet determined 
what effect these products may 
have upon the human system if 
taken over a long period of time.

Polio Care Prospects 
Prompt Texas Thanks

Austin, Nov. 27 —  Texans,
| noted for their traditional ability 
to make their own way, got a 
new challenge this week along 
with their Thanksgiving greetings.

A Texas woman brought home 
j word from an Eastern meeting 
stating, in effect, that hope for 

l finding means o f avoiding polio 
and for curing victims hinges on 
public support o f current research.

The woman, Mrs. R. 0. Pear­
son of Abilene, also relayed the 
cheering news from a March of 
Dimes organization meeting in 
New York City, that better diag­
nosis and treatment o f polio has 
cut down distortions so that “ ter­
rific wrecks of children”  rarely 
are seen today.

Mrs. Pearson, who is State Ad­
visor on Women’s Activities for 
the National Foundation for In­
fantile Paralysis, said the most 
promising development in polio 
research is the possibility o f a pre­
ventive vaccine.

“ Such a vaccine has been used 
successfully on experimental ani­
mals,”  said Mrs. Pearson, “ but 
it remains to be discovered just 
how many types o f polio virus 
there are and which persons arc 
not already immune and need to 
be immunized.”

The Texas woman predicted the 
answer would be found “ in the 
long run.”  but emphasized the 
outcome depends in part on the 
willingness of Texans to face their 
research financing obligations. 
Texas, one of the hard hit states 
from a polio viewpoint, has had 
to depend greatly on National 
Foundation funds and equipment 
because of a poor state financial 
showing.

The great need for support of 
patient care and research projects 
will be explained first hand to 
Texans December 11 when Basil 
O’Conner o f New York City, pres­
ident of the National Foundation 
for Infantile Paralysis, addresses 
a state conference in Austin. The 
rally will emphasize the 1951 
March of Dimes January 15 to 
31.

Board Met Nov. 20

Abilene, Nov. 27 —  A vigorous 
program of work for the West 
Texas Chamber of Commerce cov­
ering projects and services at re­
gional and local community levels 
was adopted in tentative form with 
a tentative budget for 1951 of 
$101,800 in a meeting o f the ex­
