Secretary of State
Speaks at High
Schoc! Wednesday

_ The students of Crowell High
School had a rare treat in assembly
Wednesday morning, Dec., 5;: they
were given an opportunity to hva.l'
one of the foremost speakers of
the time—John Ben Shepperd.
Mr. Shepperd was introduced by
Foster Davis, local County At-!
torney. Mr. Davis stated in his
introduction that Mr. Shepperd is
at the present time Secretary of
the State of Texas: past president
of the United States Junior Cham-
ber of Commerce; and is one of
the most promising young states-
men of the century. He is only
35 years of age, but has acquired '
the reputation of being an out-|
standing speaker for civie clubs,!
student bodies, and celebrations. |
He possesses a keen sense of hu-
mor that holds an audience every

{moment he is speaking.

He stressed most assuredly that
people should take part in elec-
tions and other governmental and |
civic affairs and not let all the|
vicious “isms" of today take hold !
America, These so-called “evil
spirits” could be the downfall of |
a democracy. He warned his aud-|
ience of the danger of both com-|
munism and totalitarianism.

Moral irresponsibility has touch. |
ed the most of us and has made |
the people addicts of worse things
than narcotics; our lack of interest
in the home, community, and gov-
ernment is a tendency to allow
the little malignant substitutes
called “isms” in its place; in other
words he is afraid we are losing
the spirit of Democracy.

A fourth “R” should be added
to the Reading, Riting and 'Rith-
metic of education—the “R’ for
responsibility. Democracy is not
equal rights for all, but equal
responsibility to be held account-
able for them. He believes that
high school students are America’s
insurance policies on the future.

It was indeed a great honor to
have the distinguished, intelligent
and humorous Johm Ben Shepperd
in our community to appear before
our High School student body.
He has appeared before many
high schools, colleges and civic
clubs throughout the State in the
last month using the theme *“De-
mocracy in Action.” He spoke at
Childress last evening and went
from Crowell to Quanah to appear
before the Lions Club of that city
for an address at noon.
