Ban Lifted on 
Return of Cotton 
Burrs to the Land

Lifting of Ban 
Applies to Foard and 
41 Other Counties
The State Department o f Agri­

culture has lifted the ban on re­
turning cotton burrs to the land 
in Foard County and 41 other 
counties o f West Texas.

In revoking the regulation un­
der which burrs have been burned 
as “ gin trash,”  Agricultural Com­
missioner John C. White stated: 
“ These counties in West Texas are 
only lightly infested with the cot­
ton pink bollworm, and we feel 
that the cotton burr can be re­
turned to the land without danger 
of spreading pink bollworm infes­
tation.

“ The pink bollworm is one o f 
the most serious threats the cot­
ton farmer o f Texas has ever 
faced. We have to maintain rigid 
controls wherever there is evidence 
that infestation is spreading to 
the point where there is a chance 
of damage to the grower. There 
are now 193 counties o f Texas 
under pink bollworm quarantine 
measures, and this year planting 
and plow-up deadlines, with penal­
ties under the law for non-compli­
ance, have been extended to in­
clude 59 counties.

“ Lifting the ban on return o f 
the cotton burr to the land in West 
Texas does not mean, of course, 
that the quarantine itself is lifted. 
.Other quarantine regulations will 
remain in effect. It does mean, 
however, that since there is little 
likelihood that it will cause pink 
bollworm infestation to spread at 
this time, the grower can put the 
burr to profitable use on his land.

“ The growers o f West Texas 
have been anxious to return the 
burr to the soil for its important 
organic and fertilizing effect. Dur­
ing the drought the burrs also will 
help prevent soil erosion from 
blowing.

“ The cotton yields o f this area 
were annually getting lower. At 
the same time, the area occupies 
a high place in the nation’s cotton 
production, and the Department 
felt that measures should be taken 
to balance insect control regula­
tions with the economic situation 
o f the area.”

The burrs are released from 
ginning time in 1952 until March 
31, 1953.

Commissioner White made his 
announcement after conferring in 
Lubbock for two days with cotton 
growers, ginners and oil millers 
o f West Texas.

Unde Sam’s Labor Problem s

A number o f labor unions are 
now seeking wage increases and 
other benefits. Washington o ffic ­
ials are hard pressed to settle 
these demands without strikes ami 
without breaking down the pro­
gram to prevent inflation.

A panel o f the Wage Stabiliza­
tion Board is now considering de­
mands o f the CIO steel workers 
for a pay boost. Aluminum work­
ers numbering thirty-four thou­
sand are also seeking higher pay 
and John L. Lewis is expected 
to make a similar move this spring. 
In addition, there is a wage dis­
pute in the aircraft industry.

While it is true that strikes 
in key industries rarely occur when 
the Stabilization Board is consid- 
ering a case, the more important 
question is will the Board make a 
decision to permit a break-thru 
in present wage ceilings?

Management has taken the po- 
-ition that wage boosts must be 
a n mpanitd by price increases. 
Some of the labor unions are seek- 
:,g more than wage increases. The 

• tool workers, for example, are 
--.«.king a guaranteed annual wage.

About the only thing certain is 
that a big batch of labor troubles 
haw been placed in the govern­
ment’s lap.

THIS ONE THING I DO

The apostle Paul was a man of 
one idea that completely possessed 
him— the single and solemn pur­
pose of magnifying Christ. “ This 
one thing I do,’ ’ he says (Phil. 
3:13,14), and the accomplishment 
o f it may be summed up in three 
words, forgetting, reaching, and 
pressing.

“ Forgetting the things which are 
behind”  . . . they are not worth 
remembering anyway. No man’s 
life is intended to have an anti­
climax. The saddest thing you can 
hear about a person is the fact 
that he has seen better days. To 
the Christian the climb in life 
should constantly grow higher and 
happier.

Forget the things which are be­
hind, in second place, because they 
interfere with the present. A  man 
cannot run with eyes over his 
shoulder. By patient and persis­
tent efforts you may get ahead of 
evil, but if  you stop to look back 
at it, evil will overtake you.

“ Reaching forth unto the things 
which are before.”  The past is to 
be forgotten because o f what the 
future holds. Civilized man finds 
the pen too slow, hence he scat­
ters type and libraries. He con­
stantly improves his means o f com­
munication and transportation and 
comfort. I f  the progressive spirit 
is true o f civilized people, how 
much more o f those who are born 
to live eternally in glory. Oh, the 
glorious estate o f holiness and hap­
piness that is reserved for those 
who are reaching forth unto the 
things which are before.

Forgetting, reaching, pressing. 
" I  press toward the mark.”  Good 
resolutions that end in themselves 
are a positive detriment. You must 
press toward the right direetjon. 
We do not run alone. Millions of 
eyes are fixed upon us.

Can you say with Paul, “ This 
one thing I do” ? Some are trying 
to do several things. Some are 
trying to serve Christ and serve 
the world at the same time. Some 
would have to say, “This wrong 
thing I do"; their one aim is busi-
