Grubworms are the larval or 

grub stage of June Bugs or May 
Beetles. The more common species 
which occur in this area stay in 
this worm stage for two or three 
years, and sometimes even long­
er, depending on moisture condi­
tions, food supply, etc.

Wireworms are larval or worm 
stage of Click Beetle and they 
also stay in the worm stage from 
two to three years or longer feed­
ing on the roots o f plants.

These pests are most likely to 
he found in fields where large 
amounts of organic matter, such 
as weeds or crop residues, is plow­
ed under. If you have consider­
able damage from these insects 
one year you can usually expect 
damage the following year or two 
also.

Fortunately, both of these pests 
can he effectively controlled with 
a seed treatment of BHC or Lin­
dane. If you use BHC, be sure 
to go by the per cent of the gam­
ma isomer of BHC rather than 
the total per cent of BHC as it 
is this ingredient that kills the 
worms. Many times the label will 
read 10 or 12 per cent BHC when 
the actual content of the gamma 
isomer is only one per cent or so. 
Not less than a 10 per cent gam­
ma isomer of BHC should he used 

I because a lower grade product 
might affect the germination of 

J the seed and such large amounts 
would be needed for the proper 
dose that it would be hard to mix 
with the seed. A wettable powder 
or dust should be used rather than 
the liquid.

Dosages to use are as follows:
One-half pound of 25 per cent 

Lindane per 100 pounds of seed.
One -pound of 12 per cent Lin­

dane or gamma isomer of BHC per 
100 pounds of seed.

One and one-fourth pounds of 
10 per cent Lindane or gamma 
isomer of BHC per 100 pounds
of seed. . ,

This material may be mixed 
with the seed by turning in a 
wagon sheet, barrel or other con­
tainer. Manv have had good re­
sults by ju.-t stirring it into the 
seed while in the drill or planter 
boxes. The main thing is to get 
the insecticide mixed evenly ">tn 
the seed.

Health Letter
Texas State Department o f  Health. 
Auitin, Texan. Geo. W Co*, State 

Health Officer
Typhus fever continues to rrake 

its appearance in various counties 
o f Texas, says Dr. Geo. W. Cox. 
State Health Officer. Like ty­
phoid fever, most cases appear 
during the summer and fall and 
all citizens are tirg« <1 to help 
control the spreail of typhus by 
assisting in exterminating rats.

“ There is only one way in which 
Typhus can be controller!," Dr. 
Cox said, “ and that is by. as near­
ly as possible, completely exter­
minating rats in the State, since 
fleas from infect'd iats transmit 
the disease to man. We can begin 
to visualize th«' extent o f the need­
ed extermination campaign when 
we realize that there i- estimated 
to he 1 .'5,000.000 rats in Texas.”

There has been some confusion 
concerning the type of Typhus 
F« ver which is occurring in T« xas. 
but Dr. Cox pointed out that this 
disease is entirely different from 
the old world type which has fol­
lowed some of the armies in Eur­
ope. Ordinarily the kind of typhus 
which makes its appearance in |

500,000 PERSONS SAVED
Death and taxes may be inevi­

table— but the experts are beating 
the former.

Since 1913, the year of the 
formal organization of the safety 
movement, about 500,000 persons 
have been saved from accidental 
deaths.

From 1900 until 1913 an aver­
age of nearly 75,000 persons were 
killed in accidents each year— a 
rate of 85 deaths per 100,000 
population. The toll would have 
reached 84,000 persons in 1914 
if this rate had continued, but 
it was reduced to 79 and the death 
toll to 77.000— a saving of about 
7,000 lives.
