Lip biting is one such habit. 
Others are clenching or grinding 
teeth, picking them, chewing on 
match sticks, tooth picks, holding 
nails or bobby pins between the 
teeth, and thumb sucking. Biting 
on straw or the ear loops o f eye­
glasses, or chewing on pencils 
can also cause trouble.

Also said to be detrimental to 
teeth and gums is the practice o f 
leaning your chin in the cup o f 
your hands. It causes side pressure 
that is sometimes injurious to 
both teeth and jaws.

“ This has to be a pretty con­
sistent habit, though,”  the health 
officer asserted, “ before it will 
be damaging. But it is something 
to watch."
