Rural electrification is a move- 
tnent resting primarily upon the 
initiative and integrity o f farm 
consumers of electricity, declares 
U. S. Senator Lyndon B. Johnson 
in an article published in the No­
vember issue of Progressive Farm-

Since the Rural Electrification
Administration was established in 
1936, four million consumers 
have been connected to REA- 
fmanced lines, the article reports.

“ In the Southern States,”  John­
son writes, ‘ ‘ the number of farm 
homes receiving electric power 
has jumped from 3.3 per cent to 
more than 83 per cent o f the 
total. In the country as a whole, 
more than 85 per cent o f all farms 
are electrified. Nearly 300,000 
farm families in Texas are re­
ceiving electricity through farm 
cooperatives.”

REA cooperatives are more, 
than $50,000.000 ahead of sched­
ule in repaying the $2.700,000,000 
lent them to build transmission
networks and to buy power from 
private utilities and Federal hy­
dro-electric projects, according to 
the Progressive Farmer article.
Delinquencies amount to only 
one-fifth of one per cent of the 
amount due.

Declaring that REA is neither 
a political issue nor “ anti-private 
power”  in its concept, the Texas 
Senior Senators hails its program 
as “ a heartening example o f the 
Government helping people to 
help themselves.”

Rural electrification has made 
farming both easier and more 
productive, Johnson asserts in his 
article, continuing:

“ The future of REA is a mat­
ter of concern to all o f us who 
have witnessed and participated 
in its development. The limits of 
progress in rural electrification 
have not been reached. More than 
16 per cent o f the South’s farms 
are still without electric service. 
Modernization o f facilities is far 
from complete. Existing lines 
must ve ‘heavied up' to take care 
of increasing farm use of elec­
tricity.”

The article points out the im­
portance of maintaining the auth­
ority of REA co-ops to build 
their own generation and trans­
mission facilities. Weakening of

this authority, j oĥ  
would simultaneously 
need for loans and lessen» 
operatives’ ability to 
their repayment record.

Cream Puff.

1 cup water, 1 2 cup butter, 
margarine or other shortening, 
1 4 teaspoon salt, 1 cup sifted 
all-purpose flour, 1 eggs, unbeat­
en.

Bring water, butter, margarine 
or other shortening and salt to 
boiling point. Add flour all at 
once and stir over heat until mix­
ture leaves sides of pan and forms 
a compact ball. Remove from heat 
and continue beating to cool mix­
ture slightly— about 2 minutes. 
Add eggs, one at a time, beating 
thoroughly after each addition. 
After last egg is added, beat un­
til mixture has a satin-like sheen. 
Drop 10 to 12 mounds of batter, 
swirling the top of each. 2 inches 
apart on an ungreased baking 
sheet. Bake in a moderate oven 
(375 degrees) F. until well brown­
ed and puffed, about 50 minutes. 
Remove from oven and immediate­
ly cut one or two slits in the side 
of each puff. Return to the oven 
for 10 minutes. Cool on a cake 
rack. Yield: 10 to 12 medium 
Cream Puffs.

The American Legion Post of

An examination for Postmaster 
at Truscott, Texas, at $2,883 a 
year, under revised and more 
exacting eligibility requirements 
agreed upon by the U. S. Civil 
Service Commission and the Post 
Office Department will be open 
for receipt of applications until 
Nov. 17. 1953, the Commission 
announced this week.

All previously existing post­
master examinations for first-, 
second-, ami third-class post o f­
fices and lists of eligibles were 
cancelled at the time higher 
standards of eligibility were pre­
scribed for the filling of more 
than 7.700 vacant positions 
throughout the country.

The Commission is taking all 
possible steps through special pub­
licity to civic anti other commu­
nity' organizations to encourage 
well qualified persons to apply 
for the examination.

Competitors for the postmaster 
vacancy in Truscott must show 
that they can deal with the pub­
lic agreeably and effectively and 
that they are reliable citizens who 
would command the respect and 
confidence of patrons of the post 
office. They must also show that 
their background will enable them, 
to maintain simple records of ac­
counts or that it has given them 
a knowledge of postal procedures.

Applicants must take a writ­
ten test. Those who pass will be 
assigned final ratings on the ba­
sis of this test and on their ex­
perience, ability, and character. 
There is a 1-year residence re­
quirement and applicants must be 
at least 21 years of age and must 
not have passed their 63rd birth­
day.

Complete information about 
the examination requirements and 
instructions for filing applications 
may be obtained at the post o f ­
fice for which this examination 
is being announced. Application 
forms must lie received in the 
U. S. Civil Service Commission, 
Washington 25, D. C., not later 
than the closing date.
