M. L. Rettig has harvested 12 
acres of Blue panicum grass seed 
on his farm southeast of Crowell 
which yielded 900 pounds o f com­
bine run seed. This grass was 
planted in the spring of this year. 
Blue Panicum will normally pro­
duce two «eed crops per year and 
will average from 50 to 200 lbs. 
of seed per acre per cutting un­
der normal conditions.

Current retail prices on Blue 
panicum grass range from $1.00 
to .$1.25 per pound. This grass 
is a heavy forage producer of 
good quality and is very drought 
resistant in addition to its value 
as a seed crop.

H. H. Fish, cooperator with the 
Lower Pease River Soil Conser­
vation District, is constructing ap­
proximately 4 miles of terraces on 
his farm northwest of Crowell. 
Mr. Fish is constructing these ter­
races as a part of his complete 
soil and water plan.

J. B. Land and Merrit Carruth 
have completed construction of 
field terraces on their farm north­
east of Crowell recently.

Leon Speer has harvested some 
Blue Panicum grass seed on his 
farm in Knox County.

Lines for field terraces have 
been run on the farm of Carl 
Zeibig by technicians of the Soil 
Conservation Service. Zeibig will 
construct these terraces as a pait 
of his soil and water conservation 
plan.

destroyed at least $5,000,000 
worth o f farm buildings and 
crops. The figures for 1053 may 
be even higher unless something 
is done to reduce farm fires.

Nationally, the picture is even 
worse. Fires across the nation 
last year cost farmers $100,000,- 
000.

Three safeguards are suggest- 
; ed by Mr. Parker to help reduce 
farm fires:

1. Use care and forethought 
in the construction, maintenance 
and use of all farm property with

a view to eliminating all need­
less fire danger;

2. Equip farm homes and out­
buildings with simple fire-extin- 
^iishing equipment to enable in­
dividuals to extinguish fires be­
fore they reach the serious stage; 
and

3. Organize farm community 
fire-fighting brigades equipped 
with more effective equipment 
than an individual farmer can 
afford to fight larger fires.

Farmers throughout the state 
are being urged to check their 
fire defenses as a part of the 
national observance of Fire Pre­
vention Week, October 4-10.

Barley, once widely used m 
Texas for livestock feeding hut 

1 now one of the state s le-sei 
grains, may get a shot in the aim 
with the introduction of Cordova, 

j a new high yielding variety. I he 
I now strain, recently developed ami 
released by the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station, has 
made outstanding yields in tests 
conducted by various experiment­
al stations and under farm con­
ditions when grown by a selected 
group of cel titled seed grow els.

According to Joe Burkett, 
County Agent, Cordova averaged 
54,2 bushels per acre at the Hen- 
ton, Greenville and Stepheiiville 
Experiment Stations. I hi« aver­
age is 10 bushels more than Win- 

| tex. the variety Cordova is rec­
ommended to replace in those 
areas. At three central Texa- sta­
tions the new variety produced 
45.5 bushels to the acre, com- 

! pared to Texan with a yield of 
: 40.5 bushels.

It is hoped, says Dr. Atkins,
I Cordova will renew interest in 
barley for it is a crop worthy of 
consideration in any farming pro­
gram. Barley, a fattening food, 
has a livestock feeding value es­
timated at about 95 per cent of 
corn.

In the hands of farmers. Cor­
dova out-produced other barley 
varieties in the central and north 
Texas areas and growers were 
generally pleased with its behav­
ior in the field, its ability to stand 
for combine harvesting and for the 
quality of -cod. The highest yield 
on an individual farm was 72 
bushels an acre.

Although barley ha- been of 
minor agricultural importance in 
recent years and the acreage in 
Texa, is small, in tests conducted 
at the Temple Station in 1951. 

who de- steers fed ground barley produced 
an average of 2.49 pounds of 
gain per day, the highest in the 
test. This was a greatei gain than 
«teers fed on corn alone, a mix­
ture of barley and corn, sorghum 
alone or sorghum and corn.

Barley also merits consideration 
for several other reason,. It pro­
duce, the quickest grazing of any 
small grain after seeding in the 
fall and furnishes winter pasture 
as well as a good ground cover.

Barley nia- 
tuics earlier than either oats or 
wheat, thus it furnishes an abun­
dance of early grazing. The new 
strain is not recommended on the 
High Plains because o f easy win­
ter kill.
