Nov. 17 Last Day to 
Apply for Postmaster 
Job at Truscott

Tuesday, Nov. 17, 1953, is the 
last day applications will be ac­
cepted by the U. S. Civil Service 
Commission for the postmaster

by the Commission in Washington, 
D. C., the number of applications 
received so far has not been suf­
ficient for adequate competition. 
The current examination was an­
nounced under new qualifications 
standards recently agreed upon 
by the Post Office Department 
and the Civil Service Commis­
sion. Officials of both of these 
agencies hope that the new exam­
inations will attract a larger nuin- 

1 ber of well-qualified applicants 
' than has been obtained in the 
i past.

Application forms and further 
information on the examination 
are available in the post office. 
The forms must be filed by the 
deadline with the Civil Service 
Commission in Washington, D. C.

Local Highway 70 
Assn. Organized 
in Crowell Monday

John Killough of Vernon, busi­
ness manager of the National 
Highway 70 Association, was in 
Crowell Monday afternoon and 
organized a local Highway 70 
Association. The organization is 
to be known as Crowell Highway 
70 Association with Jack Scale 
as president; J. M. Crowell, vice 
president; and John Rasor, sec­
retary-treasurer. The directors 
are Houston Adkins, membership 
chairman; J . C. Autry, George 
Self and Ray Shirley.

The purpose of U. S. Highway 
70 Association is to promote a 
better highway from coast to 
coast, to encourage more traffic 
on this highway, and to erect 
highway road signs and markers 
directing traffic over Highway 70.

The highway at present starts 
at New Bern. S. C., and ends at 
Los Angeles, Calif., a distance 
of 2,900 miles, and is one of the 
longest highways in the nation 
under the same number. After 
entering Texas the route is 
through Oklaunion. Vernon, Crow­
ell. Paducah. Plainview. to Clovis 
ami Roswell. N. M., Phoenix, Ariz. 
to Los Angeles.

Bob Hoffman of Vernon is the 
Texas Highway 70 Association 
president. All local presidents are 
directors of the State Association 
and all state presidents are direc­
tors of the National Association.

Mr. Killough. as general mana­
ger of the U. S. Highway 70 
Association, is devoting his entire 
time to organizing local groups 
along the route. A good many 
years ago this route was promoted 
as Lee Highway, extending from 
Washington, D. C.. through the 
South to San Diego, Calif. It 
was projected as a coast-to-coast 
companion transcontinental route 
to Lincoln Highway, which extend­
ed across the country through 
Northern States. Federal designa­
tion had not been extended to 
include transcontinental highways 
along present lines. Highways 
were then known by name, rather 
than by number.

Local Fanners 
Are Planting 
Winter Legumes

W. F. Statser. cooperator with 
the local Soil Conservation Dis­
trict, has planted 50 acres to rye 
and vetch on his farm northeast 
of Crowell. Statser is one of many 
farmers planting winter legumes 
for soil improvement and cover 
crop. Several farmers in the dis­
trict are planting Austrian win­
ter peas for a winter legume. For 
best results, these legumes should 
be seeded prior to December 1st, 
and should be innoculated and fer­
tilized with superphosphate at the 
rate of 150 to 200 pound- per 
acre. Vetch and Austrian winter 
peas may be seeded with a grain 
drill, broadcast or seeded in cot­
ton middles in rows. The local soil 
conservation district owns a 3- 
row legume seeder with fertilizer 
attachment that is available to 
farmers that are interested in 
seeding legumes in cotton middles 
or rows. Anyone interested in us­
ing this drill may contact Clinton 
McLain, local implement dealer.

Some of the cooperators with 
the district who have seeded vetch 
or Austrian winter peas or a com­
bination of both are: M. S. Henry, 
R. E. Sparks, Grady and Kenneth 
Halbert. Henry and Homer Black, 
Ted Carter and W. F. Statser.

J .  H. Free, who is cooperating 
with the local district, is con­
structing two farm ponds and 
three and one-half miles of ter­
races on his farm northwest of 
Crowell as a part of hi.- soil and 
water conservation plan.

the Booster Club. In this manner 
it is believed that it will be easier 
for the wheatman and stockman 
whether local or out-of-town, to 
get in touch with each other.

This, no doubt, will be a good 
source of revenue for wheat 
farmers who do not have stock 
of their own to graze their wheat. 
Some fields of wheat and oats 
are becoming very rank at this 
earlv date.

Ten New Inspectors 
Added to Liquor 
Control Board

The addition of ten new in­
spectors by the Texas Liquor 
Control Board will be of tremen­
dous help in bringing about closer 
observance of the state’s liquor 
laws, Coke R. Stevenson Jr., the 
board’s administrator, said this 
week.

A training school for 10 appli­
cants for the position of inspector 
began Nov. 2, Stevenson announ­
ced.

The men were taught rules of 
evidence, the law as it applies to 
search warrants, and details of 
the liquor control act as it applies 
to both wet and dry territory.

At the end of their training 
period, and upon passing an ex­
amination, the men will be com­
missioned inspectors.

The names of the trainees were 
not given because most of them 
will go into service as undercover 
men.

Five additional inspectors were 
authorized by the last session of 
the Legislature, Stevenson said, 
and five more are needed to re­
place men who are no longer 
with the department.

With the ten new men, the 
board will have 111 inspectors 
scattered over the state.

Grand juries of Houston, San 
Antonio, and many other cities 
have asked for more L-men to 
help enforce the liquor laws, Ste­
venson declared.

He said the enlarged force will 
be better able to supervise liquor 
and beer establishments and to 
watch for movement of beverages

“When we started work on this 
i two years-ago in response to de-

no formulas or a base line from 
which to begin,” Monaghan ex- 

. plained.
“Our engineers by trial and 

1 error method, and in cooperation 
with muffler manufacturers, fi­
nally worked out a system that 
will absorb those noises so offen­
sive to the ear.”

The mufflers are a reverse-flow 
type, larger than previous units 
and made more rigid by the use 
of heavier gauges of metal. New 
exhaust manifolding and larger 
exhaust pipes are incorporated in 
the system. A different system 
had to be developed for each of 
GMC s gasoline and diesel engines 
because of the different volumes 
of noise to be stifled. “It is our 
hope that other manufacturers 
will copy our system so that all 
operators in the trucking indus­
try eventually will benefit from 
this development,” Monaghan said. 
“Accordingly, neither GMC nor 
the muffler manufacturers will at­
tempt to suppress details of the 
system for competitive reasons.”
