Only about 40 per 
cent of the women say they have 
good breakfasts. These were some 
o f the figures reported in one 
nation-wide survey.

Aim for an adequate breakfast. 
That means one that will provide 
one-fourth to one-third o f the 
day’s total food requiremnts in 
calories and nutrients. It should 
include these basic foods— fruit 
or fruit juices, cereal or eggs and 
meat, or both, whole or enriched 
bread, butter or margarine, milk 
and coffee.

Be a better breakfast booster—  
start With yourself and other fam­
ily members to help improve 
breakfast eating habits o f all age 
groups.

Agricultural Research Service.

Levies for 11(55 totaled ab* ut

a fourth higher than in lboO and 
almost double those i: 1945. when | 
a sharp rise began.

This increase in taxes ha- 11 en 
adding to farmers' costs a’ d ha- 
contributed to the cost-pneo 
squeeze.

the need for additional schools 
and other public facilities to ac­
commodate a growing population, 
the leport said. School hi.ildimg- 
havc been the biggest it< m in 
many areas, and construction and 
maintenance of highways have 
also required large sums.

Tom Smith, legislative chair­
man o f the Foard County Farm 
Bureau, points out that the Amer­
ican Farm Bureau Federation, 
aftei a two year battle secured 
a refund o f the federal tax on 
gasoline used on farm- for non- 
highway uses.

ing, crop dusting, harv.-ting anil | 
othei necessary functions.
