Seriously Disabled 
People Should Contact 
Social Security Office

Seriously disabled people who 
used to work in employment oi 
self-employment covered by the 
social security law should get in 
touch with the social security of­
fice by June 30, Elton Tate, so­
cial security district manager, an­
nounced this week.

Tate pointed out that people 
who have been totallly disabled 
f<u ti months or longer, and who 
winked in employment or -elf- 
« inpaym ent covered by the social 
security law for a many as 5 
years out of the 10 yea rs 'b e fo re  
!hey were di.-aldcd should g e t  fu r ­
ther information about this law. 
Active military service and em­
ployment in the railroad indu-try 
may count toward the netded 
amount of work. By applying to 
have theii social security earn­
ing- records frozen, disabled peo­
ple may prevent loss or reduction 
of fu ture  benefits.

Sorne people now receiving old- 
age insurance payments o r  who 
will become eligible for old age 
payment.- in July were disabled 
for  long periods before they 
reached age 65 and are still dis­
abled. They may sta rt  getting 
larger payments as of Ju ly  and 
will get th cm more promptly if 
they file an application for a  
“disability freeze" by Jyrie 30. 
If the disabled person dies af te r  
June 3d. the disability freeze can 
protect hi- family’s right- to  sur­
vivor- payments but only if he 
bad applied for it before death. 
For this reason, it is important 
for every person who meets the 
requirements for the “ freeze” to 
apply for it by June  30.

T ate  emphasized that the law 
protects the -oeial security rights 
of a worker who is suffering from 
prolonged total disability but does 
not pay cash benefits to him be­
fore he is 65.

Th address o f  the Wichita 
Falls -oeial security office i- 425 
Post Office Bldg. If a disabled 
person is unable to call at the 
office, he may telephone or  some­
one else may call for him, Tate 
added.

Wichita Falls Man 
Trying to Give A w ay  
Substantial Sum

I t ’.- an old story about tin 
fellow standing on a busy s tree t  
corner trying to give away mon­
ey; it’.- an old story about -kep- 
tieal passer—by generally turning 
down the ca.-h.

Yet this story applies, in e f ­
fect,  to a Texan, who has been 
trying hard, ami with only mea­
ger success, to give away sub­
stantial sums annually, for  a 
cause. His name is F lank  M. 
Wood of Wichita Falls.

Frank Wood, in the word- t f  
his friends, i- unyielding in his 
determination to use his own per­
sonal resources in helping drought- 
punished wildlife back on it- wob­
bly feet.

Over the years, Frank Wood 
has been actively interested in this 
work. But lately he has initiated 
board projects that might well 
mark the tu rn ing  point in th» 
fight to save wildlife.

Specifically, F rank  Wood is 
sponsoring award- to  individuals 
for doing the most to aid wild­
life through habitat restoration 
and development. He i.- also pro­
viding scholarships for  young 
people who want to study what 
could be the most exciting sub­
ject of tomorrow—  conservation 
education.

When Frank Wood fir.-t tried 
to give away his money to begin 
tins program, the re  were disap­
pointingly few takers. Now, ac­
knowledged authori ties have ra l­
lied behind the project and it lia- 
begun to  roll. But success will be 
assured only when saturation con­
tact publicity is provided.

Publicity, o f  course, can mean 
emphasis on the usual media like 
newspapers, magazines, radio and 
television. But this particular  pub­
licity calls fo r  the personal type 
too. Every living Texan can well 
make himself a committee of one 
to help exploit this bona fide ef- 
fo rt  to underwrite a mighty cause.

Organized committees of  sports­
men'.- clubs, soil conservation 
units. F u tu re  Farmer-.  4-H Club- 
beis, other organizations arid 
schools are getting  behind this 
noble movement.
