BUSY BUSSES BRING 
YOUNGSTERS SAFELY

In the United States today, 
more than 45,000 of our public 
schools rely on busses to take 
their pupils between home and 
classroom. These buses carry 
more than 8 million youngsters. 
Last year they racked up a total 
of a billion miles. We now have 
juvenile commuters!

The Crowell Schools have 13 
school buses with 1- men drivers 
and one woman driver. 1 he driv­
e l  - are George Pruitt, Allen Tay­
lor. George Fox, J. W. Hazelwood, 
George Meason, t url t ox, 1 mil 
Wallace, Clyde Russell. Glen Tay­
lor, Jame- Welch, E. L. Rickard, 
Marcus Mills and Mrs. Bill Sledge.

Mrs. Sledge drives a small bus 
that pick- up students from the 
Humble station and takes them 
t„ Tru-cott where they come into 
Crowell on the larger buses. Mar- 
i - Mills drives a small bus that 
shuttles youngsters from Four 
Coiners to Crowell.

The average daily round trip 
i of these buses is 40 miles, the 

seating capacity is 36 with the 
exception of the two small buses 
that carry 10 passengers each. 
These I,use.- serve an area of 700 
-quare miles. Ed Daniel, a stu­
dent. drives his car and picks up 
several students in the Big Four 
area.

Allen Taylor, who drives the 
Gambleville bu.-. is al-o head me­
chanic in charge of all the buses. 
He ha- served in this capacity for 
8 years. George Pruitt, who makes 
the Riverside route, holds the long­
est record— 14 years. Paul Wal­
lace, who drive* thi Wert Foard 
City bus. is second in years of 
service as he has driven a bus 12 
years. Wallace “ Lum" Hazelwood, 
who drives the East Foard < ity 
bus, rank- third in service, having 
driven a bus 11'2 years.

These bus drivers are fine ex­
amples of the patient, understand­
ing men and women all over Amer­
ica who drive the buses that ear­
ly your children to school.

What happens from the time a 
young scholar leaves home until 
he reaches school? Only a bus 
driver and his passengers know. 
The boys and girls usually range 
in age front 6 to 18, and the bus 
driver’s ears have grown accus­

tomed to everything from a game 
of cops and robbers to the latest 
pep yell. The bus driver usually 
serves as father confessor, chief 
advisor, and law enforcer to the 
children that ride his bus, and 
the children love him. It is a com­
mon practice for the passengeis 
to take up a collection to buy 
their bus driver a gift at ihiist- 
mas time, and he, in turn, remem­
bers each of them.

The bus trip to school has be­
come a major part of school life, 
and the attitude of the students 
seems to be summed up in the 
words o f one of them, “ The trip 
to school is bumpy and noisy, but 
it sure is fun."

San Augustine lawyer was cata­
pulted into the committee job 
without advance fanfare.

Both House Speaker Sam Ray­
burn and U. S. Sen. Lyndon John­
son promptly expressed approval 
of Ramsey’s selection. Their ap­
proval had been part of the re­
quirements laid down by national 
patty leaders for an "acceptable” 
committeeman from Texas. Mor­
row had not been recognized na­
tionally since his bolt front the 
Party ticket to support Eisenhow­
er.

Johnson said Ramsey can do the 
kind of a job that should unite 
Texas Democrats. Rayburn called 
hint "a good man for the place.” 

Shiverx See* Victory
Gov. Allan Shivers has launched 

his drive for conservative control 
of next year’s Democratic Party 
conventions.

Executive committee members 
planned convention strategy be­
hind closed doors at Fort Worth 
la-1 week. Then Shivers took the 
rostrum for a stirring speech at 
a S10-a-glate barbecue and rally.

He challenged those who agree 
with him on party principles to 
capture next April’s precinct con­
ventions.

He said Texas votes in the na­
tional convention may be the de­
cisive one.-. “ We cannot allow— 
we must not allow— those votes 
to he cast against the interests 
of Texas by a delegation repre­
senting a minority of Texans,” 
he said.

“ We must tight on if we do not 
want to see the hand of federal 
power reach further into the 
classrooms of our children. We 
must fight on if we are to hold 
the right to enforce our own 
laws and police our own communi­
ties.

“ The time for quitting has not 
come. We have won before and 
we are going to win again.” 

Duval Indictments Fall
Officials seeking to clean up 

Duval County’s alleged corruption 
may have to re-do nearly two 
years work.

A storm of reaction greeted the 
Court of Criminal Appeals ruling 
last week that the Duval grand 
jury which returned 104 indict­
ments was illegally organized.

Atty. Gen. John Ben Shepperd, 
who worked with the grand jury 
for months, termed it “ a tragic 
loss.”

Specifically, the judgment over­
turned conviction of R. L. Adame, 
former Duval County school super­
intendent charged with felony 
theft of public funds. But all 
other indictments by the same 
grand jury would be subject to 
the same challenge.

District Judge A. S. Broadfoot 
named the jury commission that 
chose the grand jury. He had been 
sent to Duval County in March, 
1054, by the State Supreme Court 
to replace Woodrow Laughlin, re­
moved for misconduct in office.

Judge Broadfoot’s dismissal of 
the grand jury panel selected un­
der Laughlin and naming a new 
commission “ of his own choosing” 
was held improper. An open-court 
hearing should have been held, the 
appellate court said, to determine 
if there was cause for dismissal 
of the old panel.

Judge K. K. Woodley dissented 
in the two-to-one ruling. He point­
ed out that in a similar case the 
court had upheld Broadfoot.

Shepperd also commented on 
the court’s about-face. "The U.S. 
Supreme Court took 80 years to 
reverse itself on segregation, but 
this court reversed itself in 18 
months,” he said. _

He promised re-indictments 
would be sought before the pres­
ent Luval grand jury. He also said 
rehearing would be asked before 
the appellate court and disquali­
fication of Judge Lloyd W. Da­
vidson might be sought.

Grounds, he said, would be 
that Judge Davidson had “ ex­
pressed himself” on the Duval 
cases before he became judge.

Davidson took office Jan. 1. re­
placing retired Judge Harry N. 
Graves. In the previous decision. 
Judges Graves and Woodley hail 
voted together, with Judge Wil­
liam A. Morrison dissenting. In 
the new decision, Davidson join­
er! Morrison to reverse the court s 
previous stand.

Bell Indictment Uncertain
Indictmnts seemed to be falling 

like ninepins. In Seguin the grand 
jury which indicted Congressman 
John J. Bell in connection with 
a veterans land deal  ̂ was ruled 
“ illegally constituted. '

Another unrelated case was in­
volved when the court upheld an 
attorney’s contention that the jury 
was not qualified because one 
member had not paid his poll U*.

It seemed certain that Hen s 
indictment and several others con­
nected with the land scandal in­
vestigation also would be invali-

^ B ell, a former state senator 
who helped set up the veterans 
land program, was charged with 
conspiring to steal $154,000. He 
repeated his claim of innocence 
after hearing of the impending 
quashing of the indictment against 
him.
